Regular Council Meeting Minutes

July 1, 2008
Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Pro Tem Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Councilwoman Albury and Councilmen Fowler and Helms, Attorney Charles Lanier, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Director Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold. 
Beautification and Appearance Recognitions

Mayor Guy presented the Proclamations for the Home of the Month for July to Samuel Houston for property located at 2505 S. Shore Drive and the Business of the Month for July to Julie Bell-Voorhees, Bumblebee Market at 513 Roland Ave.
Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the June 3, 2008 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Councilwoman Albury and seconded by Councilman Fowler to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Minutes of the June 26, 2008 Special Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Councilman Fowler and seconded by Councilwoman Albury to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:07 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of .47 acres located at 2440 NC Hwy 210E is owned by Jeffrey Williams.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located at 2440 NC Hwy 210E belonging to Jeffrey Williams of .47 acres. Petition was submitted to the clerk on May 5, 2008 and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency. The Planning Board recommends that if this property is annexed that it would be zoned at R-15 Residential. 
No public Comment.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:11 P.M.

Councilman Fowler made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of .47 acres located at 2440 NC Hwy 210E, owned by Jeffrey Williams, and to set the zoning that was recommended by the Planning Board to R-15. Councilman Helms seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.
Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:12 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on a text amendment for Chapter 4 Beaches and Parks and Recreation.

Manager Moore stated that beach vitex was introduced to the Southeastern U.S. in the mid 1980’s for use as an ornamental and for beach stabilization.  By the mid 1990’s plant specialist began to notice beach vitex spreading from original plants crowding out native dune plants and being less effective at holding and building dunes than things such as sea oats and bitter panicum

July 6, 2007 the Town of Surf City passed a resolution to eradicate beach vitex.

Council received a letter requesting this item be deferred until the August meeting. 
RESOLUTION ON SEPARATION ALLOWANCE

Councilwoman Albury made a motion to study the Separation Allowance Resolution more and to bring it back at the August meeting. Councilman Fowler seconded motion and was carried unanimously.

RESOLUTION ON POWELL BILL FUNDS

Mayor Pro Tem Medlin made a motion to approve the Powell Bill Funds Resolution. Councilman Helms seconded motion and was carried unanimously.

TIDEWATER LANDING FINAL PLAT

Town Planner Rademacher stated that the applicants are seeking approval of a 23-lot subdivision.  The property is located on Virginia Creek at the end of Holly Hill Road.  The property has been satellite annexed into Surf City and is Zoned R-15 residential.  This zoning only allows for the development of single family homes on minimum lots of 15,000 square feet.  

The proposed road system has been constructed within previously recorded right of ways and meets the requirements of the ordinances and consists of public streets with sidewalks and street trees. Streetlights have also been installed in compliance with the subdivision ordinance. The developer has extended Crabcatcher Court for connectivity to any future developments.  

The developer has constructed a dock system for the neighborhood as well as the construction of a gazebo and tot lot.  The plans call for .47 acres being set aside for green space.

The water and sewer system is being put in as a dry system as there is no connection to Surf City water and sewer at this time.  The water/sewer plans show the proper lines being developed and a future site for a lift station to be established.  Until water and sewer is available this development will utilize septic systems and wells for service.  All final as builts and certifications have been received in regard to the water and sewer system.

Staff recommends approval of this final plat as the developer has met the requirements of the Surf City Subdivision ordinance.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the Tidewater Landing as recommended by staff. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Wastewater System/Parks & Rec./Transportation update

Mainland Pump Station

Per discussion and direction by Mr. Moore, we will advertise the project in November, with anticipated Bid Opening in mid- to late-January.  This will enable the project to be constructed within the Town’s financing plans and Capital Improvements Plan relative to the project.

Surf City Wastewater Treatment Facilities

Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP):  

Seaside is progressing the project well, and as expected, have spent the majority of the month of June pouring concrete, particularly as associated with the SBR units, themselves.  Seaside remains on schedule, despite a loss of approximately 2 weeks of progress on the SBR concrete work, resulting from a wall pour failure.  The project’s completion dates remain unchanged.

Juniper Swamp Forcemain:  

Faulkner expects to receive pipe materials in late July, or early in August at the latest.  Soon thereafter, we should begin seeing pipe installation within the right-of-way near Juniper Swamp.  A minor delay in the progression of clearing within the right-of-way occurred this month when Faulkner’s clearing subcontractor ventured outside the right-of-way onto Federal Property.  As a result of this event, the DoD has requested a review of all permits and environmental documentation, and Cavanaugh has been working closely with representatives of the DoD to get any and all concerns resolved.  All work within the right-of-way adjacent to the Federal Property has been halted until this issue is resolved.  Based on the delay in deliver of the pipe materials, and the halting of work adjacent to the Federal Property, we expect Faulkner to request an extension of time in executing the project.  Faulkner has cleared the infiltration basin site on the Juniper Swamp property.

Surf City Parks & Recreation Master Plan

The Town is awaiting an executed counterpart of the Agreement with PARTF.  Once received, Cavanaugh will begin fully executing the design of the improvements at the Community Center athletic fields.

Surf City Parking and Transportation Plan

Cavanaugh staff completed some additional assays and traffic counts over this past weekend, and expect to deliver a revised final draft to the Town for review by mid-July, with a final, completed copy, for Town approval to be submitted by the end of July.  It is recommended that a separate Council Workshop be arranged to review the results of this plan at the Council’s convenience.
