Regular Council Meeting Minutes

May 3, 2005
Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Councilman Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Mayor Pro Tem Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Attorney Charles Lanier, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Clerk Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold. 

Beautification and Appearance Recognitions

Mayor Guy announced the recipients of the Beautification and Appearance Committee’s Awards for May 2005.  

Home of the Month for May 2005 owned by G.W. Merritt Jr. is located at 4011 4th Street. 

Business of the Month for May 2005 was Coldwell Banker/Seacoast Realty where Linda Snow is the Broker in Charge located at 326 N. New River Drive.

Approval of Minutes
Minutes of the April 5, 2005 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Albury and seconded by Councilman Fowler to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Recognition

Joe Paliotti Resolution

Mayor Guy presented the family of Joseph Paliotti with a Proclamation from the North Carolina League of Municipalities expressing their sorrow at the passing of Joseph “Joe” Paliotti, former Council Member and Mayor of the Town of Surf City.

Daphna Blizzard Resolution

Mayor Guy presented Mrs. Daphna Blizzard a Proclamation proclaiming May 9, 2005 as Daphna Blizzard Day for her One Hundredth Birthday, also he presented her with a birthday greeting from North Carolina Governor Mike Easley and United States President George Bush.

Municipal Clerk Week 

Town Clerk Patricia Arnold was presented with a Proclamation for Municipal Clerk Week and a Certificate for obtaining her Certified Municipal Clerk Certification. 

National Police Week
Police Chief Michael Halstead, Officer Bradley, Officer Jauernik and Officer Fitzgerald were presented with a Proclamation for National Police Week.

EMS Week 

Mayor Guy announced a Proclamation for EMS Week. 

Stephanie Kenneway Resolution 

Stephanie Kenneway was presented with a Proclamation proclaiming May 2, 2005 as Stephanie Kenneway Day for her thirteenth birthday.

Public Hearing 

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:29 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on a request by Mo Afify to rezone the property located at 1701 N. Shore Drive from R-5 Residential District to MU Mixed Use District.

Planner Rademacher stated that the applicant, Mo Afify, is requesting that the property located at 1701 North Shore Dr. be rezoned from R-5 to MU.  The property is the location for Phase One of the Summer Winds Townhomes located next to the Mermaid.  Mr. Afify had a site plan approved prior to the zoning changes to the R-5 district to construct 8-townhomes and a pool, which is now not allowed in the R-5 district.  This makes this Phase of the project non-conforming to the zoning ordinance.  Mr. Afify would like to make the project conforming to protect the development from the provisions of being a non-conforming use.  Currently, if a hurricane or fire destroyed more than 50% of the structures it would not be possible for the Town to issue permits to rebuild.  

Rezoning the property to MU mixed use would create a conforming situation with the first 2 units needing 8,500 square feet and each additional unit requiring 2,500 square feet.  The set backs for this district are also the same as the R-5 and would be 15 feet on the front, 7.5 feet on the side, 10 feet on a corner and 20 feet on the rear.

The Planning Board recommended approval of this rezoning request.

With no public comment the Public Hearing was closed at 7:31 P.M. 

Councilman Helms made the motion to rezone the property at 1701 N. Shore Drive from R-5 Residential District to MU Mixed Use District.  Councilman Medlin seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously. Copy of ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:32 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of Mr. Burke’s 36.802-acre property located on US Hwy 210 East and Hwy 17.

Councilman Curley asked if Mr. Burke’s house was included in this annexation.

Manager Moore stated that it wasn’t included in the annexation.

David Smith, 316 Schiapong Drive, stated that he lives across the road and he will love to see the Town moving into that area.  He stated that he would greet the Town with open arms and feels that it will be a safe neighborhood.

Bob Wallace, 412 Pond View Circle, Virginia Creek, asked what services would be offered to the property.

Manager Moore stated that water, sewer, trash, etc., every amenity offered currently within the current corporate limits within the town.

Larry Resnick, 7071 7th Street, asked what was going to be the planned use of this property to be annexed.

Manager Moore stated that the planned use is for a Lowe’s Home Improvement. 
Public Hearing was closed at 7:38 P.M. 

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of Mr. Burke’s 36.802-acre property located on US Hwy 210 East and Hwy 17. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing 

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:40 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on a request by Thomas Earp to rezone the property located at 201 N. Boca Bay Lane from R-5M Residential District to R-5 Residential District.

Planner Rademacher stated that the applicant would like to rezone a piece of property for the construction of a duplex.  Mr. Earp owns a piece of property at the end of Pender Avenue, which is currently, zoned R-5M.  The Great Oaks mobile home park previously surrounded this property.  The surrounding property has been rezoned R-5 residential for the construction of single-family homes and duplexes.  Currently the Palms at Boca Bay are under construction with several duplexes being built.  The R-5M zoning district does not allow for the construction of duplexes or single-family homes.  Other surrounding uses are single-family homes.

The Planning Board recommends rezoning this property to R-5, as this is consistent with surrounding uses as well as anticipated uses.

With no public comment the Public Hearing was closed at 7:42 P.M. 

Councilman Helms made the motion to rezone the property at 201 N. Boca Bay Lane from R-5M Residential District to R-5 Residential District.  Councilman Medlin seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

Public Hearing 

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:45 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on a request by Mike Maguth to rezone the property located at 106 S. Shore Drive from C-1 Commercial District to MU Mixed Use District.

Planner Rademacher stated that the applicant would like to rezone and oceanfront piece of property zoned C-1 commercial (central business district) to MU mixed use.  The subject property is the currently vacant located at 106 South Shore Drive near the pier and Buddy’s Restaurant.  Surrounding property uses are single-family homes and restaurants.  The applicant is proposing the construction of a duplex to match the two single-family homes on the adjoining properties.

A rezoning to MU would allow for multi-family development as well as commercial development with stricter setbacks.  

The Planning Board recommends rezoning this property to MU, as mixed-use zoning is consistent with previous rezoning and the discussions from Planning Board workshops.  

With no public comment the Public Hearing was closed at 7:47 P.M. 

Councilman Helms made the motion to rezone the property at 106 S. Shore Drive from C-1 Commercial District to MU Mixed Use District.  Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

Public Hearing 

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:50 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on Economic Development Incentive for Lowe’s Home Improvement Center.

Manager Moore read the public notice that is attached to these minutes.

David Smith, 316 Schiapong Dr., asked if the three-lane construction would be completed before Lowe’s was issued opening permits.

Manager Moore stated that Mayor Guy has been working with NCDOT to have Hwy 210 widened.

Mayor Guy stated that NCDOT’s funding has been cut, but he was promised Hwy 210 would be widened. The developers and NCDOT will be planning to make the construction as convenient as possible.

Todd Simmons, engineer for Lowe’s, stated that the three-lane improvements for the length of the site would be constructed before opening. 

Bob Wallace, 412 Pond View Circle, Virginia Creek, stated if in the widening of Hwy 210 would there be an effort to straighten the road for safety.  
Jean Luther, 201 N. New River Drive, asked who would be responsible for the cost of running water line to this project.

Manager Moore started that it would be part Lowe’s and part the Town’s.
Agnes Johnston, 7071 7th Street, asked if the Town pays half and Lowe’s pays half, will the Town give water to properties between Hwy 210 and the Lowe’s property.

Manager Moore stated that only properties annexed into the Town can hook into utilities. 

Public Hearing was closed at 8:00 P.M. 

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to approve the Economic Development Incentive for Lowe’s Home Improvement Center.  Councilman Medlin seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously. Copy of Economic Development Incentive for Lowe’s Home Improvement Center is attached to these minutes. 

Resolution Directing the Clerk to investigate a petition for Non-Contiguous Annexation 

and set a Public Hearing 39.125 acres Dilsheimer.
Manager Moore stated that a petition for satellite annexation of property located on Hwy 210 and Atkinson Loop Rd. was received from Brian Dilsheimer on April 20, 2005. 

Jean Luther, 201 N. New River Drive,  asked where the property was located.

Manager Moore stated that it was at the corner of Atkinson Loop Road and Hwy 210, across from Pender EMS. 

Barbara Morrow, 1217 N. Topsail Drive, asked is this was a voluntary annexation then who will pay for the water and sewer to serve the area.

Manager Moore stated that for future connections the lines will already be going by the property and impact fees will be collected.

Barbara Morrow asked who would pay for the lines within the development.

Manager Moore stated that the developer pays for lines inside the development. 

Councilman Helms made a motion to direct the Clerk to investigate a Petition for Satellite Annexation and to set a Public Hearing date of June 7, 2005.  Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion. Motion unanimously carried.  Copy of Resolutions is attached to these minutes.

Topsail View – Final Plat – Waylon Buchanon

Planner Rademacher stated that the applicant, Waylon Buchanon, is requesting final plat approval for a 5-lot subdivision located off of Little Kinston Road.  The property is zoned MHS residential and allows for subdivisions with minimum 5000 square foot lots.  There are no water or sewer line extensions for this subdivision nor are there any new streets created.  A private easement has been set aside for access to all lots.  No lots will have direct access from Little Kinston Road.  The access easement will need to be named for addressing purposes.  Sidewalks and street trees are shown in accordance with the ordinance.  Both will need to be installed prior to staff signing off on the final plat.

The Planning Board recommends approving this final plat provided a street name is designated for the subdivision.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury asked if the road had been named yet.

Planner Rademacher stated that he had not but it will be on the plans before it is recorded.

Councilman Fowler made the motion to approve the Topsail View Final Plat. Councilman Helms seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

Oyster Pond – Preliminary Plat – Tom Smith 

Planner Rademacher stated that the applicant has submitted a sketch plan design for a 12 lot residential subdivision located on North New River Drive.  The property is zoned MU-mixed use which allows for the development of 5,000 foot residential lots for single-family homes as well as multi-family development.  All lots will be served by a proposed private road and Surf City water and sewer.  The lot is 2.832 acres in size and is the current location of the Oyster Pond mobile home park.   Sewer will be provided by a gravity system as the lot will be raised for this purpose.

The Planning Board Recommends approval provided the issue of interconnectivity is addressed on the plan.

Agnes Johnston 7071 7th Street, asked what was a gravity system and was it a type of septic tank system.

Planner Rademacher stated that it would not have a pump station but flow directly into sewer system.

Councilman Medlin stated that all lots in Surf City are gravity fed.

Councilman Helms made the motion to approve the Oyster Pond Preliminary Plat. Councilman Medlin seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

Lowe’s Home Improvement – site plans

Planner Rademacher stated that the Lowe’s Home Improvement is seeking approval of a site plan for the construction of a new Lowe’s Home improvement location.  The site is located at the intersection of Highway 17 and 210.  The site consists of 36.8 acres and will eventually have two out parcels at build out, which is to be done by others.  The store will consist of 116, 000 square feet of enclosed sales area and 38,000 square feet of garden center.  The site plan shows compliance with all parking requirements with over 700 parking spaces, 13 of which are handicap spaces.  A complete landscape plan has been submitted showing the vegetation and number of plants provided for on the site and is in compliance with the ordinances.  Sidewalks have been shown along highway 17 and a future connection has been left to vacant adjoining property.  The lighting plan provided complies with the ordinance and demonstrates that no light will leave the project boundaries.  Water and sewer will be provided by the Town in conjunction with the applicant.  A force main will need to be constructed to accommodate this location with a new force main being constructed.  The Town and Lowe’s have been working closely to ensure that water/sewer are available by November of this year.  Lowe’s will be responsible for obtaining all applicable state permits required for a site of this size.  All town departments have reviewed this site plan and find that all aspects are in compliance.

The Planning Board, upon annexation and zoning to C-3, recommends approving this site plan as the applicant has shown compliance with the ordinances.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to approve the Lowe’s Home Improvement Site Plan. Councilman Medlin seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

Sea Coast Suites – site plans

Planner Rademacher stated that the applicant, Jimmy Pierce, is requesting approval of a site plan for the development of a three story, 27-unit motelminuim complex.  The property is located in the C-1 commercial district adjacent to The Police Department and Surf Side Gifts.  This is former site of the Blue Roof Inn.  The site plan shows compliance with landscaping, sidewalks, storm water and parking.  All parking for this site will be located beneath the structure.  Two 18-foot driveways, one on Goldsboro and one on North Topsail Drive will provide access to the site.  Garbage will be handled by an on-site dumpster.  

The fire and public works departments have reviewed this site plan for compliance with the Town ordinances.

The Planning Board recommends approving this site plan as the applicant has shown compliance with the ordinances.

Councilman Helms made the motion to approve the Sea Coast Suites Site Plan. Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

Surf City Baptist request for use of Roland beach access gazebo.

A request has been made by Surf City Baptist Church to use the Gazebo located at the corner of Roland Ave. and N. Shore Drive for the purpose of a Youth Ministry.  The request is for the following dates between the hours of 6:00pm to 8:00 pm.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to approve the use of the Roland beach access gazebo to the Surf City Baptist Church. Motion was second by Councilman Medlin and unanimously approved.

Tax Releases

Finance Clerk Jane Kirk presented a list of tax releases that were initiated by the County due to Clerical errors.  

Councilman Medlin made the motion to approve the tax releases. Motion was second by Mayor Pro Tem Albury and unanimously approved. List of released taxes are attached to these minutes.

Bid Award Community Center 

Manager Moore stated that the bids were publicly opened at 2:00 p.m. on April 5, 2005.  The Town received eight bids on this project. 

Bids have been reviewed by EDA, P.A. and they recommend award to Quadrant Construction, Inc. in the amount of $1,549,700.

Staff agrees with recommendation from EDA, P.A.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to approve the bid award for the Community Center to Quadrant Construction. Motion was second by Councilman Fowler and unanimously approved.

Bid Award Water Tanks

Manager Moore stated that the bids were advertised with several options but the actual size determined to meet the needs of the Town’s 20 year Master Plan called for a 500,000-gallon elevated tank as well as a 300,000-gallon elevated tank.  The larger tank is to be located on Town property located on Hwy 210.  The 300,000-gallon tank is to be located on Town property located at the end of Sea Oats Drive.

Three bids were received and publicly opened at 3:00 p.m. on April 14, 2005.  The bidders were A.C. Shultes, Pittsburgh Tank and Caldwell Tanks.

Staff determined that bids received were not within funds available for the project and notices were sent to bidders of our intent to negotiate.

The results of the negotiations is as follow:

The 500,000-gallon tank was negotiated from $1,743,500 down to $1,275,604.

The 300,000-gallon tank was negotiated from $896,100 down to $883,236.

Larry Resnick, 7071 7th Street, asked if the water rates were going to go up.

Manager Moore stated that the cost of the water tanks was factored into the 20-year plan.

Councilman Fowler made the motion to approve the bid award for the water tanks to Caldwell Tanks. Motion was second by Councilman Medlin and unanimously approved.

Resolution - Declaration of Official Intent to Reimburse

Manager Moore stated that Declaration of Official Intent to Reimburse officially allows the Town to proceed with the Community Center and water tanks while the Town is finalizing the method of financing.  

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to approve the Resolution Declaration of Official Intent to Reimburse. Motion was second by Councilman Medlin and unanimously approved.

Public Hearing 

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 8:29 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on Zoning for Mr. Burke’s newly annexed property located on Hwy 210 and 17.

Manager Moore stated that the Planning Board had recommended placement of Mr. Burke’s newly annexed property located on Hwy 210 and 17 be placed into the C-3 Commercial zoning district. 

With no public comment the Public Hearing was closed at 8:30 P.M. 

Councilman Medlin made the motion to place Mr. Burke’s newly annexed property on Hwy 210 and Hwy 17 in the C-3 Commercial zoning district. Motion was second by Mayor Pro Tem Albury and unanimously approved.

Update Report on Wastewater System – Cavanaugh & Assoc. Jimmy Holland

Surf City 201 Facilities Plan

There is no change in the status of this project, as it is awaiting finalization of the acquisition of property for land application of the treated wastewater effluent.

Land Acquisition for Spray Irrigation

FIA forwarded a copy of a proposed Option to Purchase to the Wilmington office of Cavanaugh & Associates, P.A. on April 27, 2005; who then forwarded a copy to the Town of Surf City, in care of Mr. Moore, on April 28, 2005.  Cavanaugh is concurrently reviewing the proposed agreement while the Town’s Attorney reviews the agreement, and will provide any comments or questions relative to the agreement by May 6, 2005.  Upon successful negotiation of the terms of the agreement, the Town will need to begin its full due diligence of the property, including wetland delineation and full environmental assessment.

WWTP Phase I Upgrade
Design of phase 1 of the Surf City Wastewater Treatment Plant is in progress.  Cavanaugh is currently finalizing the process calculations for the wastewater treatment plant and has begun the development of engineering and construction plans.  The project is estimated to be 27% complete and is on schedule for completion in accordance with the schedule previously provided to the Town.  Cavanaugh is conducting weekly project progress meetings involving all Cavanaugh project team members, as well as equipment manufacturers and outside consultants who are involved in the project.

Mainland Pump Station

Jones-Onslow has provided the Town of Surf City with a preliminary agreement for a long-term lease of the parcel of property immediately adjacent to the Hwy 50 power substation, as recommended for site of the mainland pump station by Cavanaugh.  One the agreement for procurement of the property is finalized; Cavanaugh will begin design of the mainland pump station.

Parallel transfer Fore Main (Mainland)

Design is in progress for the inland Parallel Forcemain.  Cavanaugh has received all required survey data and is progressing rapidly with design. Based on the progress schedule, the design of the forcemain should be completed by June 1, 2005.  As previously stated, a State Revolving Fund application was submitted to seek funding support in the form of a low-interest loan from the State.  Cavanaugh has remained in constant contact with the funding agency and has submitted additional information in support of the funding application.  The Wilmington Regional Office of DENR as also prepared a letter in support of the project that will be useful in obtaining support for the funding application.

Hwy 210 Forcemain

Design is underway for the NC Hwy 210 forcemain, as well.  Nearly all the survey data has been gathered, and the design calculations and preliminary routing has been completed. This forcemain is anticipated to be designed and permitted in conjunction with the Parallel Forcemain described above.

Bike Path

Cavanaugh has provided its final ‘punch list’ to APAC, which is mainly comprised of minor asphalt and driveway repairs, seeding, roadside stabilization, and striping.  APAC is working on these items and should be completed with everything within the next week, barring unforeseen weather delays.

Update Report on Water System – W.K. Dickson & Assoc. Dan Dawson
Description of Project:

The enhancements include planning, design, and construction contract administration for two water supply wells, various ray and potable waterlines, and a new 2.6 million gallon per day (MGD) water treatment plant (WTP).  Two elevated storage tanks are also included in the enhancements, but are being designed by another firm.  The design and construction of well no.5 (at WTP site) and the waterline from the well no.5 to the Lowe’s site at Highway 17 will be expedited to provide fire flow to the site. 

Status:

Task 1 – Elevated Tank Design Criteria: WKD has provided location, volume capacity and service level elevation information for the new elevated tanks to the firm responsible for these elevated tanks, Joel E. Wood & Associates. 

Task 2 – Lanier Well Design and Line Work (well no. 4):  Survey is 95% complete and the test hole was drilled during the week of 4/25/05.  The production capacity is estimated to be 300 to 400 gpd for well into the Peedee Aquifer.

Task 3 – Well no.5 (WTP Site): Site survey is 95% complete.

Task 4 – Waterline from WTP to Commercial Site: Survey is complete.  Waterline design has started.

Task 5 – Waterlines along NC Hwy 210 & PRV: The survey is in progress.

Task 6 – 2.6 MGD Water Treatment Plant: Wetlands mapping information has been requested form Charles Riggs, PLS.  Remaining site survey has been completed.  WKD is re-evaluating treatment alternatives for iron and hardness removal. Two treatment options have been identified and are being further evaluated: 1) cascade aeration, chemical oxidation, media filter, ion exchange and Chloramination; and 2) chemical oxidation, greensand filtration, ion exchange, and Chloramination.  WKD’s final recommendation will be based on capital and O&M costs, treatment effectiveness, performance of similar installations, and operator input.

Task 7 – Conversion of Raw Waterline and Tank: Future task to be accomplished with WTP project.

Task 8 – Environmental Assessment: WKD has resumed this task and are re-focusing these efforts to address the project which now has a specific location and magnitude.

Task 9 – Additional Services: WKD is currently assisting the Town with resolving the following:

1. Flow restrictions in raw water line form well no. 2 to existing WTP.

2. Pressure fluctuations in mainland distribution system.

3. Repairs to well no. 1, currently delivering 520 gpm.

Public Forum

Connie Paschall, 109 S. Oak Drive, wanted to compliment the Town on being recognized as a “Tree City” for the 3rd year, with only 62 cities in NC being named. She stated that she would like to thank Larry Rice for the three beautiful trees he donated to Soundside Park.  Mrs. Paschall requested a sign for the Island Community Room Building. She stated that she was approached by citizens concerned about construction debris and port-a-potties being blown over in high wind. 

Mayor Pro Tem Albury stated that citizens have asked for larger “Welcome to Surf City” signs.

Agnes Johnston, 7071 7th Street, asked when would the water stop turning clothes brown.

Mayor Guy stated that the Town does not allow water jetting for hydrants unless necessary, which used to be the cause of discolored water.

Manager Moore stated that higher numbers of iron have been in the wells and that the new plant will correct it.  The Fire Department did hydrant flow testing last month and the color may have been caused then. 

Mayor Guy stated that door hangers were placed at homes to let the citizens know when hydrant flowing was scheduled.  

Barry Newsome, 1537 S. Shore Drive, stated it was a joy to come to a meeting done with no anger, no bitterness, no shouting and no screaming.  This Council tonight has honored a past Mayor, honored someone who has lived here for 50 years plus is 100 years old, seen a plan to carry water and sewer to Hwy 17 to open up Hwy 210 to new home construction with no septic tanks to be concerned about in the future, entice a Lowe’s store to come here and bring 200 plus permanent and part time jobs, approved two water tanks, so we won’t have be concerned about water like other areas do, and is going to build a beautiful structure to be used as a community center for everyone.  He stated that he was proud to be part of a town that can do so much with no tax increase and only a small water and tap fee.  He stated he would like to thank the Council for its foresight on behalf of the Planning Board and himself as a citizen.

Council Forum 

Councilman Curley    thanked everyone for coming to this very productive meeting and encourage everyone to contact his or her representatives and express their concerns for Shoreline Protection.

Councilman Medlin stated there would be no green sewer tanks in this area, and recalled the town’s first water system.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury thanked all for coming.  Yard debris pickup was scheduled for May 11th and 12th. Mayor Pro Tem Albury asked about the status of the right-of-way encroachment.

Manager Moore stated that 50-60 letters were being mailed.

Councilman Fowler recommended that the surfing committee revert back to the Recreation Committee. Surf and turf Triathlon is May 14.

Councilman Helms thanked all for coming and stated that the colored water may have been while hydrant flushing was being performed and that door hangers were distributed.
Mayor Guy stated that when we look back in 15 years, we would be glad of the investments made today.  To have a vision to look beyond so the Town would not have salt-water intrusion or sewer moratoriums.
