Town of Surf City

Special Council Meeting Minutes

June 16, 2003

Mayor Guy called the special meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 12:00 p.m.  Councilman Medlin gave the invocation and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Also present for the meeting were Mayor Pro Tem Albury, Councilmen Helms and Luther, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Town Clerk Patricia Arnold, Finance Clerk Jane Kirk and Town Planner Todd Rademacher.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the special council meeting at 12:00 p.m. to open the public hearing for comment on a request by Bob and Ann Smith to rezone the property located at 1509 N. New River Drive from R-5 to C-1.

Todd Rademacher, Town Planner presented the request to the council stating that the purpose use of the request would be to add a patio for the motel and to place a storm water system.  Mr. Rademacher advised that the necessary notices were mailed and advertised. Mr. Rademacher did state that the Planning Board did recommend disapproval stating the reason was that they didn’t feel it was compatible with the rapidly growing single family neighborhood. Mr. Rademacher also stated that one neighbor did come in after the planning board meeting about a week later and stated he was in favor of the change and was more concerned about the mobile home currently on the property.  Councilman Luther questioned if the intention was a patio and storm water system.  Mr. Smith stated the area would be a lounge area for his motel, where they could sit after getting a beer from the screened poor bar.  He stated the area would be closed at 11:00p.m. and only open 2 days a week to purchase beer, not liquor, and the Stormwater leach field to flow into pipes.  Councilman Luther stated he was concerned if Mr. Smith would change his mind and do something different later.  Mr. Smith stated that the lot was too small to do anything else since the motel was on the line, maybe used as a buffer between the motel and the neighbors.  Public hearing was closed at 12:10. 

Motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Albury to approve recommendation and seconded by Councilman Curley.  Council unanimously approved the motion.

Mayor Guy provided the Council with a recommendation to nominate Mrs. Kathy Vincent to a position with the Coastal Resources Advisory Council.  Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to recommend Mrs. Vincent for the nomination. Councilman Helms seconded the motion and Council unanimously approved the motion.

Recognition

Mayor Guy informed the Council that at the Four Town Meeting in North Topsail Beach on June 12, 2003 the Four Towns put together a Resolution to honor Mayor K.E. Howard of Holly Ridge.  Mayor Guy put a resolution together from the Town of Surf City and requested that the Council accept the resolution. Councilman Helms made the motion to accept the resolution and Councilman Medlin seconded the motion. Council unanimously approved the motion. 

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the special council meeting at 12:15 p.m. to open the public hearing for comments on the budget proposal for fiscal year 2003-2004.  Town Manager Michael Moore 
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presented the Council with a petition by Stanley Jack Solak, 2408 S. Shore Drive to lower the tax rate to maintain a revenue neutral position.  No other public comment was made. 

Public Hearing was closed at 12:15. Councilman Medlin made a motion to approve the proposed budget for the fiscal year 2003-2004 as written.  Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion 

Event Request

A surfing contest request was presented by Town Manager Michael Moore for a request made by George Howard.  Council Medlin made a motion to approve request and seconded by Councilman Helms.  Council unanimously approved the motion.

Tax Releases

Presented by Finance Director Jane Kirk, due to clerical errors Pender County has authorized release of real and personal property taxes for eight tax bills. Motion was made by Councilman Helms to release the taxes and seconded by Councilman Medlin. Council unanimously approved the motion. 

Manager Report
Town Manager Michael Moore present the Council with a letter regarding the Structure Elevation Surveys that were being done in Surf City by the US Army Corps of Engineers, stating that the field surveys would be conducting during June 9 and July 21, 2003.

There will be a Public Officials Briefing at the County Commissions Meeting room on Tuesday, June 24, 2003 at 9:30 a.m. 

Hurricane Re-entry meeting is set for June 17th at 3:00 p.m. and a Mock Hurricane meeting with Pender County Emergency Management will be June 24, 2003 at 2:00 p.m.

Councilman Luther advised that the Army Corp of Engineers had provided maps where sand will be deposited on beach with dune lines and fill area.  Councilman Luther presented the council with the first set of preliminary plans and stated that they have found sand and marks were on the map where it was. Councilman Luther advised the Corp will be taking out a boat this mouth and the council is invited to go when they do the boring to analyze the sand qualities.  This trip will be a full day starting at 6:30 a.m. until they are done for the day. 

Adjournment

There was no further business and the meeting was adjourned at 12:30 p.m. upon the motion by Councilman Helms and seconded by Councilman Medlin. The Council unanimously approved motion.
