Regular Council Meeting Minutes

January 5, 2010
Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Pro Tem Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Councilwoman Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Attorney Charles Lanier, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Director Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold.

Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the December 1, 2009 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Councilwoman Albury and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Medlin to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.
PRESENTATION ON REEVALUATION

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:32 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of .62 acres located at 2035 NC Hwy 210E and is owned by Pender Volunteer EMS & Rescue Inc.
Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located at 2035 NC Hwy 210E belonging to Pender Volunteer EMS & Rescue Inc. of .62 acres. Petition was submitted to the clerk on November 19, 2009 and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency.  Effective date for annexation would be January 31, 2010.  If adopted the Planning Board recommends setting the zoning district to be R-15 Residential Zoning. 
No public comment.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:36 P.M.

Councilman Fowler made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of .62 acres located at 2035 NC Hwy 210E, owned by Pender Volunteer EMS & Rescue Inc., and to set the zoning to R-15 Residential Zoning. Councilman Helms seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.
Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:37 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of 18.063 acres located on Hwy 210E  and is owned by Henry & Richard Sullivan.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located on Hwy 210E belonging to Henry & Richard Sullivan of 18.063 acres. Petition was submitted to the clerk on November 23, 2009 and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency. Effective date for annexation would be January 31, 2010.  If adopted the Planning Board recommends setting the zoning district to be C-3 Commercial for the first 300 feet off Hwy 210E and the remaining property to be set at R-15 Residential Zoning. 

Chris Medlin, 2421 Hwy 210E, asked that R-15 and C-3 zoning be explained.
Planner Rademacher stated that C-3 is highway commercial district and allows for various uses; Gateway Plaza is an example of C-3 zoning and everything up and down the main corridor in Surf City and everything such as the Lowes and new Harris Teeter. The R-15 is residential which allows single family only, no duplexes with minimum 15,000 sq. foot size lots.

Ernest Bockbrader,106 Holly Court, stated that he doesn’t want large condos and higher traffic flow.
Mayor Guy stated that as the Planner stated this zoning would not allow anything but single family with a lot of 15,000 square foot.

Christina Asbury, 118 Marcil Lane, asked if they were going to be required to use Marcil Lane for emergency traffic
Planner Rademacher stated that county ordinance when your subdivision was developed and town ordinance require the stubbing out of roads for secondary access ways.  If any project developed some sort of road connectivity would be required as well as water and sewer lines to Marcil Lane. 
Christina Asbury asked if we have any concerns should it be better addressed at the Planning Board meeting in regards to the development of the project as to effect traffic, congestion to their neighborhood.
Mayor Guy stated that yes it should but that she could stop by and sit down with Mr. Rademacher and he would help her with any questions that she may have.

Chaundel Medlin, 2421 Hwy 210E, asked how do you plan to deal with traffic entrance and exit off Hwy 210E
Planner Rademacher stated that anything being developed on Hwy 210 and connecting to a stated highway system is required to go before the Department of Transportation.  In fact it is my understanding that the developer has already been to see the DOT.  They would be the ones to dictate any kind of road improvement.  It is my understanding with the other developments that are being proposed in that area that there are some significant improvements in that area that they are anticipating along the 210 corridor at this time.  Any development in this area because of the amount of traffic increase is going to require turn lanes, stop lights, deceleration lanes, acceleration lanes, etc. and any project going on there must go before NCDOT to do improvements on Hwy 210E.
Garland Yopp, 551 Atkinson Loop Rd. asked with water standing there, where it is going to go, how much can they pave, how much is not.
Planner Rademacher stated that anything that is developed during the development phase of a project this size and in this location would be required to go before the State for stormwater permit.  The state would determine what kind of retention system would be required in that area.  They would be required to retain all their water on their site; not allowing it to spill over.  Depending on if it was a low density or high density project on how much total impervious area they would be required to have. 
Betty Saunders, 1185 Hwy 210E is there any restriction on sq. footage on homes
Planner Rademacher stated that the town can not put a restriction on the size of the homes, that is not something the town would be allowed to do legally for a single family home development.  They would be required to meet all state building codes and all minimum requirements set forth in our zoning and state building codes.
Daniel Hill, 597 Atkinson Loop Rd., asked how many units, there is a lot of road frontage, and who’s funding it
Mayor Guy stated that nothing has been presented to us yet, that there are only rumors. The issue tonight is do we want to annex it.

Christina Asbury, Marcil Lane is a NCDOT road
Bryan Fleer, 1072 NC Hwy 210, Suite B, Sneads Ferry, introduced himself as the developer and stated that they are going thru the processes needed.  They will be coming back for the rezoning process and site plan.  They would like to have commercial on the street and apartments in the back.
Eric Kopka, 205 Cilmar Ct., what happens then, he wants something different then what the zoning that is allowed
Mayor Guy stated that the Planning Board meets on the 2nd Thursday of the month and is open to the public.  He introduced the Chairman, Barry Newsome.  The Planning Board listens to public comment and provides the Council with a recommendation.  The Council holds a Public Hearing for citizens to share their feelings and concerns. 
Public Hearing was closed at 7:55 P.M.

Councilwoman Albury made a motion to recluse Mayor Pro Tem Medlin since there were family members involved.  Motion was seconded my Councilman Helms. Motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Curley made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of 18.063 acres located on Hwy 210E owned by Henry & Richard Sullivan., and to set the zoning to C-3 Commercial for the first 300 feet off Hwy 210E and the remaining property to be set at R-15 Residential Zoning. Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:59 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on Local Government Commission Resolution giving the Finance Director Authority to file an application for approval of a financing agreement to the LGC for the Mainland Pump Station Project.

Public Hearing was closed at 8:00 P.M.

Mayor Pro Tem Medlin made a motion to approve the Resolution giving the Finance Director Authority to file an application for approval of a financing agreement to the LGC for the Mainland Pump Station Project. Councilman Helms seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Resolution is attached to these minutes.

Topsail Island Shoreline Protection Commission Member Appointment
TISPC was formed in 2004 to bring together all three Island Towns as well as both Pender County and Onslow County.  This Commission would help educate each community on the Island what the other was doing and to benefit all of Topsail Island.  The Commission was also to work with Marlowe and Company to help Topsail Island with lobbying efforts in Washington.  Since 2004 the TISPC met and worked towards shoreline protection for Topsail Island as well as work on a broader range of important issues such as protection of our inlets, sand sources, federal beach nourishment as well as local projects on the island.

In 2009 the TISPC felt a revised charter was due to and worked on the revision which was passed by each town as well as both counties.  The new charter goes into effect in January 2010.

The revised charter now calls for three (3) representatives from each town.  One elected official; the chairman of the beach nourishment committee; and a third appointment that is a citizen of our community.

Staff recommends Council appoint a third representative for Surf City.
Councilman Curley made a motion to appoint Frank Camp-Campins as the At Large Member of the TISPC for the Town of Surf City. Councilwoman Albury seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Financing of Mainland Pump Station Project
Finance Director Kirk stated that this is a BB&T Resolution for financing for the Mainland Pump Station Project.  The total amount to be borrowed is $1,905,236 for 10 years with semi-annual payments.  The interest rate is 3.59% and the payments will be $114,225.64 semi-annually.
Mayor Pro Tem Medlin made a motion to approve the BB&T Resolution. Councilwoman Albury seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Public Access Agreement: DOT-Fire Station #2
Manager Moore stated that this agreement applies to the Fire Department Station 2.  When the station was constructed Chief Rivenbark worked with the DOT and applied for a reimbursement grant of $25,000 from DOT.  DOT Board approved the program in July and we have been working on the agreement and finally ready for Council to consider.  Once signed the Town will receive the reimbursement of $25,000.

Councilwoman Albury made a motion to approve the Public Access Agreement. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Engineers Project Updates

Gus Simmons, Cavanaugh & Associates

Mainland Pump Station
State Utility Contractors, Inc. (SUC) has begun transmitting submittals to C&A for review and processing. SUC has also been compiling preconstruction RFI’s, schedules, and other information required to commence construction. SUC is prepared to mobilize and begin construction as soon as the Town is able to contract with them, which is anticipated to occur in early February.

Over the next 30 days, C&A will work with the Town and SUC to review submittals and process the preconstruction documentation. A Preconstruction Conference will also be conducted involving all parties, where the final construction plans and specifications will be distributed.

Surf City Wastewater Treatment Facilities
Juniper Swamp Forcemain & Infiltration Basin: The Contractor will be required to remobilize to the site to complete the corrections and warranty work. C&A will monitor the Contractor’s progress, and perform additional qualitative reviews, as necessary, to ensure the work is completed in a satisfactory manner.
Surf City Recreation Park Upgrade
The Contractor is nearly complete with the work. Substantial Completion was issued in December, and the Contractor should be fully complete by mid-January. Currently, the Contractor is completing final punch-list items.

C&A is meeting with Steve Moler later this week to review the completion of Phase 1 of the Community Park, and to seek support for funding the Phase 2 completion of the Park, in accordance with the Master Plan adopted by the Town.
Rocky Point/Topsail Water & Sewer District water Sales
Manager Moore presented Council with a draft water sales agreement.  He went over the following areas.
1. Initial term of (1) one year.

2. May be extended for up to (4) four one year terms.

3. Must notify us 90 days in advance of their intention to extend or not.

4. Serving District customers only.

5. District agrees not to resell water to any other unit of government.

6. If not renewed leave connection in place for emergency water service.

7. Rate $4.00 per 1,000 gallons

8. Monthly $600 availability fee.

9. Daily demand not to exceed 100,000 gallons per day.

10. District shall not be allocated more than a maximum usage of 200,000 gallons per day.

11. Rate is to be reviewed at each renewal

12. District to pay cost for metering system and required pipelines, valves, and appurtenances.

13. Agreement may be amended only by written agreement.

Town Attorney has reviewed the draft and would like a couple wording changes and he will be getting back to the Manager on getting the Town an out in case of a problem or emergency and the town needs to turn the water off.

Mayor Guy stated that the customers in the Rocky Point/Topsail Water & Sewer District will be purchasing water form Pender County.  Should they have an issue about water they will deal with Pender County, they will not deal with Surf City. We are just wholesaling the water to Pender County.  Manager Moore stated that Pender County is responsible for all maintenance. 

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the Town of Surf City and Rocky Point/Topsail Water and Sewer District Water Sales Agreement. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

After a brief discussion over dates with Parks & Recreation Director the Council requested Director to go back to ESA with a date change and to bring request back to the February meeting.
