Regular Council Meeting Minutes

May 1, 2007
Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Councilman Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Mayor Pro Tem Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Attorney Trey Carter, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Director Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold.  

Beautification and Appearance Recognitions

Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the April 3, 2007 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Trey Carter. Motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Albury and seconded by Councilman Helms to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Minutes of the April 16, 2007 Special Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Trey Carter. Motion was made by Councilman Medlin and seconded by Councilman Helms to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:10 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on contiguous annexation of 10.8 acres located on J. H. Batts Rd. and is owned by A. Alvin Batts.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located on J. H. Batts Rd. belonging to A. Alvin Batts of 10.8 acres.  Petition was submitted to the clerk on March 7, 2007 and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency. This property is in the ETJ and is zoned RA Rural Agriculture. Utilities are already in the area.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:13 P.M.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of 10.8 acres located on J. H. Batts Rd., owned by A. Alvin Batts. Councilman Medlin seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing 

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:14 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on a request by Alvin Batts to rezone the property located on JH Batts Road from RA Rural Agricultural District to MHS Mobile Home Subdivision.

Planner Rademacher stated that the applicant, Alvin Batts, has requested that his property located on JH Batts road be rezoned from RA to MHS.  This property is located in the ETJ adjacent to the Community Center with the applicant currently in the process of petitioning the Town for annexation.  

The property is currently vacant and is in the process of being cleared.  The property is approximately 10 acres in size.  Under a RA or rural agricultural zoning single family homes, modular homes and Class A, B, C, & D manufactured homes.  Also, other uses such as kennels and group homes are also permitted in the RA district.  The minimum lot size in this district must be 20,000 square feet.

A rezoning to MHS would allow for a reduced lot size down to 5000 square feet but eliminate any commercial uses on the property and limit the residential uses to single-family, modular and Class A & B manufactured homes.

The applicant has the intentions of developing a new neighborhood on this property.

The Planning Board recommends approving this rezoning to MHS as the development patterns in this zoning district would be consistent with the policies in the land use plan.
Alvin Batts stated that the lots will be around 9,000 sq. ft. with sidewalks, curbing and a walkway to the Community Center.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:15 P.M.

Councilman Medlin made the motion to rezone the property at 805 Roland Ave from C-1 Commercial District to MU Mixed Use District.  Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Resolution on Directing the Clerk to investigate a petition for non-contiguous volunteer annexation and set a public hearing – .8 acres Michael & Claudia Gallant on NC Hwy 210E
Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to direct the Clerk to investigate a Petition for satellite annexation, to set a Public Hearing date for June 5, 2007 and send the request to the Planning Board for zoning recommendation.  Councilman Helms seconded motion. Motion unanimously carried.  Copy of Resolutions is attached to these minutes.

Resolution on Directing the Clerk to investigate a petition for contiguous volunteer annexation and set a public hearing – 85.63 acres Stocks on NC Hwy 17.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to direct the Clerk to investigate a Petition for satellite annexation, to set a Public Hearing date for June 5, 2007 and send the request to the Planning Board for zoning recommendation.  Councilman Helms seconded motion. Motion unanimously carried.  Copy of Resolutions is attached to these minutes.

Subdivision Review – Alvin Batts sketch plan

Planner Rademacher stated that the applicant, Alvin Batts has submitted sketch plan for a subdivision to be located on JH Batts Road.  The property also is going through a rezoning petition.  The sketch plan submitted is based on the property being rezoned to MHS to allow for an increased number of lots.  The developer is showing the development of 40 lots on a proposed 60 foot public right of way.  More details will come at the preliminary review stage showing compliance with water and sewer design, streets sidewalks and landscaping.

Planning Board recommends approval of the sketch plan as it meets basic requirements of the subdivision ordinance and makes the following recommendations 

1. Increase the hammerhead ROW to a minimum of 45 feet for public dedication.

2. Recommend a deceleration lane be constructed for access off of JH Batts Road due to the number of lots being created and the amount of traffic on JH Batts Road

3. Add some type of open space to the overall plan for the community.

Issues have been discussed with Mr. Batts.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the Harbor Side site plan. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Tax Releases

Finance Director Jane Kirk presented a list of tax releases that were initiated by the County due to Clerical errors.  

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to approve the tax releases. Motion was second by Councilman Medlin and unanimously approved. List of released taxes are attached to these minutes.

Set Public Hearing Date for Text Amendment – Non-Conforming Situations
Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to set a public hearing for June 5, 2007 to solicit public input on Nonconforming Situations and to forward this request to the Planning Board for review. Motion was second by Councilman Fowler and unanimously approved. 

Wastewater System Update Jimmy Holland, Cavanaugh & Associates.

Mainland Pump Station-Cavanaugh is to begin additional survey needed to complete design of pump station on Thursday, May 3. Upon the completion of the survey, design of the access road and the utilities can be completed. It is now anticipated that submission for permit approval will be May of 2007, with an anticipated permit approval in June of 2007. Other needs for the project are for site clearing that will allow access for geotechnical subcontractors to perform structural drilling required for the structural construction of the facility. It is now anticipated that submission for permit approval will be Summer of 2007.

Surf City Wastewater Treatment Projects - Cavanaugh has had discussions with divisions within DWQ that have given the approval for pursuit of the project without utilizing CG&L money and therefore speeding up the process. This will involve the permitting of the 1.5 MGD WWTP, Effluent Forcemain & PS, and 190,000 gpd of disposal at Juniper Swamp. Concurrently with permitting and construction of the project described the Environmental Assessment will be under review from the Planning Department of DWQ that upon approval will allow for the construction of the 20-year planned flow anticipated of 3.0 MGD. The first phase of this project will be submitted for permitting under the express review program, and the projected opening for this submission is May 8, 2007, with a permit submittal meeting of June 5, 2007. With an anticipated permit approval of July and commencement of construction by the beginning of September 2007.
Water System Update 

The local government Commission gave permission on the RBC loan for $6M.

Public Forum

Tim Hoddell, 502 N. Shore Drive, thanked the Council for the phone service to prove helpful information to the residents and also asked the Council if there could be some college students hired during the summer time to clean up the access ways after the weekends.

Councilman Helms stated that he was glad that everyone showed up and stated that the Fire and Police Department have been busy with fires and traffic accidents and hoped that it would rain.
