Reconvened Council Meeting Minutes

February 25, 2010
Mayor Guy reconvened the meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 12:00 p.m.  Mayor Pro Tem Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Councilwoman Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Director Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold.
ABC Glass Recycling
Manager Moore stated that staff has been gathering information but with some of the business closed for the season that a few needed to be contacted.  The businesses that were contacted could tell staff carts totals and the cost that they were paying but could not provide them with tonnage amounts that their business was generating. More information will be gathered with the help of Waste Management and presented to Council in March. 
Trash Carts 

Manger Moore stated that the Waste Management will assist in pulling back carts from Surf Condo to the Topsail Beach Town Line on S. Shore Drive and that the town will use summer help where needed.  The most complaints are coming from customers and citizens seeing all the carts left by the road and staff feels that this will help.
Discussion started on how to take care of trash left on ground.  The recommendation of allowing customers to sign up for seasonal cart usage for a fee was brought up. This seemed to be a good option. Finance Director asked that it be done in a full month maybe June – Sept for four months. 
Consensus of Council was to let Manager and Finance Director look a numbers and different options and bring back before Council. 

OCCUPANCY TAX
Mayor Guy stated that he had a meeting with North Topsail Beach Tuman and Topsail Beach Mayor Braxton.  Mayor Tuman requested that the Surf City support and Occupancy Tax increase to 12%.  Mayor Guy advised Mayor Tuman with the mandated requirements that Surf City has for it’s customers on utility billing fees that he could not see supporting another raise but that he would certainly bring it before the board.

Mayor Pro Tem Medlin made a motion that due to the economy and other mandated requirements on the town that the Town not support the increase of Occupancy tax to 12% as requested by North Topsail Beach Mayor Tuman. Councilwoman Albury seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.
SAND PUSHING

Councilman Curley stated that he is concerned that the town will be liable if someone gets hurt on the escarpment. 

Councilwoman Albury made a motion have Manager get prices for pushing all 6.2 miles of beach. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.
Adjournment

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 12:35 p.m. upon the motion by Councilman Helms and seconded by Councilman Fowler. The Council unanimously approved motion.
