Roland Ave Access Use Request

Motion was made by Councilman Fowler and seconded by Councilman Helms to allow George Howard, On Shore Surf Shop, to hold a surfing competition at the Roland Ave Access on May 26 & 27, 2007. Motion carried unanimously.

Budget Review

Mr. Moore reviewed the budget overview, going through every department’s budget request and showing the Manager’s recommendations: 

· Holding the current tax rate of .31 cents per $100.00.

· Pender County - Valuation $645,461,652

Onslow County - Valuation $453,461,652

· Recommending 5% across the board raises for our employees.

· General Fund = $5,544,693

· Accommodation Tax = $566,000

· 5 cents (.05) of tax rate will be committed to Beach Renourishment

· From the General Fund there are 3 new positions proposed. One full time Police Narcotics Officer, and two full time Fire Fighters.
