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Town of Surf City
Regular Council Meeting Minutes
August 4, 2010

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Pro Tem Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Councilwoman Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Town Manager Michael Moore, Attorney Charles Lanier, Finance Director Jane Kirk, and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold.

BEAUTIFICATION & APPEARANCE RECOGNITION
Mayor Guy presented the Proclamations for the Home of the Month for August to Thomas & Nancy Barbour for their property located at 1403 N. New River Drive and the Business of the Month for August to Anchor Real Estate owned by John Kelly at 114 N. Topsail Drive.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Minutes of the June 30, 2010 Reconvened Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Councilwoman Albury and seconded by Councilman Helms to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Minutes of the July 6, 2010 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Councilwoman Albury and seconded by Councilman Helms to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING
Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:07 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on a text amendment for Alcoholic Beverage.

Manager Moore stated that staff is recommending that in ordinance Sec. 12-11.  Alcoholic beverage possession and consumption, that in section (b) that public beach be removed.

(a) 	It shall be unlawful for any person to consume or possess an open container of malt beverage or unfortified wine or spirituous liquor, within 500 feet in any direction of the Roland Ave. beach access Gazebo during March 15th of each calendar year until September 15th of each calendar year. 
 (b)   	Except as provided below, it shall be unlawful for any person to consume or possess an open container of malt beverage or unfortified wine on any street, sidewalk, or alley of the town, including those temporarily closed to regular traffic for special events, and on any real estate owned, occupied, or controlled by the town government, including but not limited to public parks, public beach and sound accesses, and municipal buildings and grounds.
(c)   	Special events may, upon prior written approval of the town manager and with permits from appropriate alcohol law enforcement agencies, be permitted to allow sales, possession, and consumption of malt beverages and unfortified wine in a specific area, provided that the applicants comply with any requirements imposed by the town manager and/or an alcoholic beverage control agency to help insure control of use and peaceful conduct.

Manager Moore also read Section 4-7 Containers for transport of food and beverages or other liquid to show that glass is not allowed on the beach.
(a) It shall be unlawful for any person to take or carry, or cause to be carried, upon the public beaches or quasipublic beaches or water adjacent thereto within the town any glass containers that could be used for the purpose of transporting food or beverage or other liquid.  This shall not be deemed to include thermos-type bottles, thermos-type containers or baby bottles. 

Public Hearing was closed at 7:14 P.M.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the Ordinance Amendment removing “public beach”. Councilwoman Albury seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

PUBLIC HEARING
Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:14 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on a Community Based Hazard Mitigation Plan Update.

Manager Moore stated that a Hazard Mitigation Plan is mandated by FEMA for a Town to be eligible for FEMA funds.  The plan is required to be updated every 5 years or after a declared event.  The Town met State Compliance 7/20/05 and was Adopted 8/3/05.

Penny Tysinger stated that after every federally declared disaster this plan must be updated or every 5 years.  Usually after the State has reviewed and FEMA has reviewed then would bring Resolution to Council for adoption but is asking for Town to go ahead and approve and if there are any changes then would bring it back for approval again. 

Frank Camps-Campins, 101 S. Oak Dr., stated that he was the Planning Board representative on this Committee and that he would like to compliment the interaction between the different departments with Penny on the preparations on this update and urges the Council to approve the adoption of the update.  

Public Hearing was closed at 7:20 P.M.

Mayor Pro Tem Medlin made a motion to approve the Resolution approving the Community Based Hazard Mitigation Plan Update. Councilwoman Albury seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

ANIMAL ORDINANCE
Town Attorney Lanier stated that he is still working on this, we have yet to come up with what we are comfortable with to have a recommendation to the Board.  We are looking at various ordinances and possible alternative enforcement.  Hopefully by the next meeting we will have that recommendation in order to present to the Council. 

TAX SETTLEMENT STATEMENT
Finance Director Jane Kirk stated that every year the Town must do a tax settlement statement saying how much tax the Town billed for, how much was collected, and the balance that was owned. The Total base amount billed was $3,571,419.19.  The balance owed on June 30 was $129,744.11, which is a 96.37% collection rate. Copy of statement is attached to these minutes.

CHARGE TO THE TOWN OF SURF CITY TAX COLLECTOR
[bookmark: OLE_LINK3][bookmark: OLE_LINK4]Mayor Pro Tem Medlin made the motion to approve the 2010 Charge to the Town of Surf City Tax Collector. Councilman Fowler seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously

ELECTRONIC GAMING OPERATIONS
Manager Moore stated that since this ordinance was added to the Ordinance Book on May 4, 2010 North Carolina State has ban Electronic Gaming Operations as of December 1, 2010.  He requested a Public Hearing to be put on the Agenda for the September Agenda to remove this from the Ordinance. 

Mayor Pro Tem Medlin made the motion to approve the Public Hearing for September. Councilwoman Albury seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously

PARKS & RECREATION COMMITTEE APPOINTMENT
Motion was made by Councilman Fowler and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Medlin to approve Robert Barlett as a Parks & Recreation Committee Member and motion was carried unanimously.

ENGINEERS PROJECT UPDATES, Town Manager Moore

Mainland Pump Station
The Contractor has been working the past 30 days in making the major concrete pours. The slab and some of the wall pours have been completed, and backfill placement has begun. Much of the equipment has begun to amass at the site. The piping crews have begun installing the underground piping. Over the next 30 days, the majority, if not all, of the concrete pours will be completed and piping installation will progress.

To summarize, over the last 30 Days:
1. State Utility Contractors (SU) formed and tied the steel rebar in the `Footer Slab'. Both mats in the footer were tied according to the Specifications and the spacing was within acceptance tolerance.
2. SU poured the concrete footer slab on 718110. ECS had a technician on site to perform all test in accordance with the Specifications. The 7 day breaks results were all test cylinders broke above the 5000 psi requirement.
3. SU stripped the concrete forms around the slab,
4. Concrete Forming Associates (CFA) (Sub-contractor) set forms and tied the steel rebar in the 1st section of wall on top of the concrete slab. (7115-26110) ECS had a technician on site to perform all test in accordance with the Specifications.
5. SU and CFA poured the concrete for the 1st section of wall. The wall is 10 feet -- in-height.

In the next 30 Days, we can expect the following:
1.   SU is to backfill approximately 12 feet to near the top of the 1st section of wall. This will be coordinated with the test breaks of the concrete test cylinders.
2. SU is to have their Sub-contractor to conduct and complete the 3 borings under NC 50-210 highway.
3. SU will begin to install the force main and sanitary sewer lines from NC 50-210 to the Pump Station.
4. When the backfilling is complete around the 1st section of wall, SU will remove the I-Beam bracing inside the steel shoring piles. CFA will set forms and tie steel rebar in the 2nd section of concrete wall.
5. SU will start forming the slopes inside the wet well for the concrete to be poured.

Surf City Wastewater Treatment Facilities
Juniper Swamp Forcemain & Infiltration Basin: The Contractor has completed the replacement of the underdrain system on 2 of the 3 required sides. At present, the Town PWS, Cavanaugh, and Ed Andrews, the hydrogeologist for the project, are monitoring the basin's performance.

Juniper Swamp Phase 2 Disposal Design: The design work has been completed. Last week, the Town received written approval of the updated 201 Facilities Plan and Engineering Document, which gives SEPA and SRF approval for the expansion of the Town's WWTF, including Juniper Swamp, up to 3.0 MGD. This is a significant milestone for the Town, in that it will provide for ability for the Town to use SRF funding for the expansion of its WWTF should it choose to do so. Cavanaugh is preparing the submission package for Construction Grants & Loans for the next phase of irrigation at Juniper Swamp, with submission anticipated by the end of August. (Currently, SRF interest rates are 2.25%)

Tortuga Lane Street & Utilities Design
The Erosion Control permit has been issued. The Stormwater Management permit is still under review and is pending issuance. Subsequently, the Town will apply for the water and sewer permits from the State, and can begin advertisement over the winter.

Comprehensive Water Audit & Leak Detection
Phase 1 of the Water Audit was completed in June. Phase 1 included the project kickoff, gathering of relevant financial and operational records, interviews with key financial and operational staff, and development of the Water Balance and Efficiency Indicators for the water system. Billing records were analyzed for irregularities, and composite retail and production costs were calculated to assess the costs on water loss within the system.

Phase 2 of the Water Audit was completed as draft in July. Phase 2 included development of recommendations for improvements to water system efficiency, and the enhancement of water system revenues. Formal delivery of the Phase 1 and 2 to the Town's water team will occur on Wednesday 8/4.

Phase 3 of the Water Audit is scheduled for September. Phase 3 will include Active Leak Detection within the water distribution system, which will survey targeted areas for leak sounds using acoustic technology.

A project summary will be presented to Council following completion of Phase 3. 

Other Items of Interest:
Community Park Irrigation System - Cavanaugh assisted the Town in developing an irrigation solution for the ball fields. The irrigation system is installed and functioning. The irrigation equipment provided has also given hands-on operational training to Town staff.

PUBLIC FORUM
Walt Yurek, 1714 N. New River Drive, stated that he lives across the street from the Sandbar salon and has had multiple problems in the past and would like to ask Council for help in seeing if something can be done about the loud noise, trespassing, property damage, domestic violence and wrong doing in the area being done because of bar.

Police Chief Halstead stated that there are off duty officers working there and officers that ride by hour on the hour.  

Mayor Guy stated that the Manager with get with the Police Chief and see what can be done.

Judy Plaut, 46 S. Oak Ct, stated that the homeowners of Pleasant Cove have complained about a boat that belongs to one of the other homeowners for 5 months and nothing has been done about it. 

Mayor Guy stated that the boat is being looked at and hopefully it will be removed soon. 

Mrs. Plaut would also like the roads in Pleasant Cove to be sealed.  The roads have not been paved in 20 years and are started to crack up. 

Mayor Guy stated that manager Moore will look into that.

COUNCIL FORUM
Councilman Curley stated that the Council appreciates your input, hope satisfied in what the Council does. 

Mayor Pro Tem Medlin stated that he appreciated everyone for coming.

Councilwoman Albury thanked everyone for coming.

Councilman Fowler reminded everyone of the concert on August 14 at the Soundside Park

Councilman Helms thanked everyone for coming.
