Water/Sewer Discussion Meeting Minutes

March 10, 2005

Mayor Guy called the water/sewer discussion meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 11:00 a.m.  Councilman Medlin gave the invocation and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Mayor Pro Tem Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Clerk Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold. 

Manager Moore presented to the Council the discussions with property owner on Spot Lane for potential Well #4.

Listed below are the items that the property owners put on the table for discussions in exchange for the land on Spot Lane for Well #4.  

1. New development on 210: In first phase he plans to install 400 campsites.  He would like Council to consider the impact fee based on a 1 to 4. Pay one impact fee per four campsites.  He also request that these first phase campsites be charged at the current rates of $2,500.

2. New development on 210: He request 5 impact fees be set aside for his use.

3. New development on 210: He plans additional 275 campsites.  He request same radio as #1 but understand new rates would apply.

4. New development on 2110: If he decides to convert the campsites into building lots then he would like the ratio to be 4 campsites equal one building lot.

5. Spot Lane: Wants water furnished by a “Bulk” rate to the Big Ford and Lanier’s Campground.

6. Spot Lane: Wants sewer to be furnished to the 7 to 8 lots for amperes behind the new well #4 site on Big Ford that are having to be moved to allow enough space.

7. Spot Lane: Water & Sewer to Big Ford area with no impact fees.

8. All Campsites: Wants the monthly base rates to be charge at the same ratio of 1 monthly fee per 4 campsites. 

Mayor Pro Tem Albury asked if Mr. D.C. Lanier would still be supplying water to others or just using the Towns’ water.

Manager Moore stated that he would still be providing water to other customers. 

Manager Moore stated that the current rates do not address campsites.  That in the past they had charged 25% of impact fees for seasonal campsites.

Councilman Medlin stated that overnight campsites were charged differently, that permanent campsites were charged like houses.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to authorize Mayor Guy, Councilman Fowler, and Manager Moore to proceed with discussions with Mr. D.C. Lanier. Councilman Helms seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

The Consensus of the Council was the agreement on issues #1-4, consider #6, and that it would be better to have more discussions with the property owner before making a decision, and would need to know the amount of water that will be needed for the campsites.

Manager Moore stated that the State averages a campsite to use 100 gallons per day and a 3-bedroom house to use 360 gallons per day.

Closed Session 

In compliance with G.S. 143-318.11(a)(4) - discussion relating to the location or expansion of industries or other business in the area served by the public body, upon the motion of Councilman Helms, second of Councilman Fowler and unanimously carried, Council went into closed session at 11:23 a.m.
Regular Session was reopened at 11:40 a.m. by motion of Councilman Medlin, second of Councilman Fowler and unanimously carried. 

Councilman Fowler made the motion to authorize Manager Moore to proceed with discussions with prospective business development and to authorize Mayor Guy to sign the “Memorandum of Understanding” presented. Councilman Medlin seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously. 

Adjournment

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 11:45 a.m. upon the motion by Councilman Medlin and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Albury. The Council unanimously approved motion.
