Emergency Council Meeting Minutes

Beach Erosion

May 8, 2007
Mayor Guy called the emergency meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Councilman Medlin gave the invocation and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Mayor Pro Tem Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Town Clerk Patricia Arnold, and CAMA Officer Christina Watkins.  

Mayor Guy stated that he had the authority of Mayor to call a “State of Emergency” but he wanted to have the Council’s input before making a decision.

Some of the Councilmen took a ride on the beach to assess the damage before this meeting.

Councilman Helms made a motion to not call for a “State of Emergency”. Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Staff is to contact NCDOT about the sandbags and to contact CAMA regarding investigating the need for pushing for threatened structures.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to appoint Mayor Guy as spokesman to speak to the media. Councilman Medlin seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

CAMA Officer Watkins stated that there were approximately 10-12 homes that may qualify for an emergency push.  Officer Watkins did a quick visual of the town but would do an actual measurement to make the final determination on if a structure would qualify for pushing. 

Officer Watkins stated that John Jiles, Division of Coastal Management, has been made aware of the sandbags and the need for protecting the roadway, and the threatened structures.

Officer Watkins stated that if a push were done that she would be in contact with Mrs. Jean Beasley regarding the turtles.  

Adjournment

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 7:05 p.m. upon the motion by Councilman Helms and seconded by Councilman Fowler. The Council unanimously approved motion.
