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Town of Surf City
Regular Council Meeting Minutes
September 7, 2010

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Pro Tem Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Councilwoman Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Town Manager Michael Moore, Attorney Charles Lanier, Finance Director Jane Kirk, and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold.

BEAUTIFICATION & APPEARANCE RECOGNITION
Mayor Guy presented the Proclamations for the Home of the Month for September to Raymond & Barbara Klimas for their property located at 9094 9th Street and the Business of the Month for September to Surf City Crab owned by Adrian Kugatow & J.M. Moseley at 508 Roland Ave.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Minutes of the August 5, 2010 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Councilwoman Albury and seconded by Councilman Fowler to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING
Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:07 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on a text amendment repealing on Chapter 10 Licenses & Business Regulations, Section 10-43 Taxes Enumerated regarding Electronic Gaming Operations.

Manager Moore stated that since this ordinance was added to the Ordinance Book on May 4, 2010 North Carolina State has ban Electronic Gaming Operations as of December 1, 2010.  He requested a Public Hearing to be put on the Agenda for the September Agenda to remove this from the Ordinance. 

Electronic Gaming Operations (G.S. 105). A business enterprise where persons utilize electronic machines, including but not limited to personal computers and dedicated gaming terminals, to conduct games of chance, including sweepstakes, and where cash, merchandise, or other prizes are redeemed or otherwise distributed.  May also be referred to as cyber or internet sweepstakes.  This does not include any lottery endorsed by the State of North Carolina.

This permit is issued on Conditional Use in the Zoning Ordinance and does require prior approval from the Surf City Planning Board and the Surf City Town Council before license can be issued.

$2,000.00 flat fee/ or $1,000.00 per machine whichever is greater.

No public comment.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:14 P.M.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the Ordinance Amendment repealing Electronic Gaming Operations, Chapter 10-43(67). Mayor Pro Tem Medlin seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

FIREMEN’S RELIEF FUND BOARD APPOINTMENT
Councilman Fowler made the motion to reappoint Doug Medlin to the Firemen’s Relief Fund Board. Councilwoman Albury seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

PROMENADE SITE PLAN 
Planner Rademacher stated that the developers, Promenade at Surf City, LLC, are proposing the development of a multi-use commercial site at the intersection of highways 50 and highway 210.  The property is zoned C3 commercial and allows for a variety of commercial uses. Staff has been reviewing this project for about a year with the developer to ensure compliance when submitted to the Town for approval. The proposed project will consist of a fun center housing a 10 screen theatre, 24 bowling lanes, arcade and restaurant within a 59,000 square foot building.  The development will also have several outparcels to be developed for various commercial uses including CVS as well as other retail and restaurant uses.  The out parcels will have their site plans approved separately.  The state has approved permits for stormwater, erosion control, water, sewer and roadway improvements.  Staff has also reviewed these items for compliance with local codes.  The approved NCDOT permit will be requiring the installation of concrete medians to control turning movements on both highway 50 and 210.  

The fire department has reviewed the site and has required an additional fire hydrant on the site which can be seen near out parcel H.  Site design requirements have been met in regard to the lighting plans, landscaping plans, parking compliance as well as architectural plans.  The site will have internal sidewalks connecting the out parcels to the main building.  This site is also utilizing a roundabout near the intersection closest to CVS for aesthetics as well as for traffic control.

Signage for the site will need to be permitted separately by the developer and be in compliance with the ordinances.

Please see the documents submitted by the developer, included in this packet, for specific details on the plans.

The Planning Board recommends approval of this site plan as all requirements of the ordinance have been met.

Councilman Helms made the motion to approve the Promenade Site Plan. Mayor Pro Tem Medlin seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

RESOLUTION ON DIRECTING THE CLERK TO INVESTIGATE A PETITION FOR CONTIGUOUS ANNEXATION AND SET A PUBLIC HEARING –  .2 Acres off Charlie Medlin Dr. – Daniel Medlin

Councilman Helms made a motion to direct the Clerk to investigate a Petition for satellite annexation, to set a Public Hearing date for October 5, 2010 and send the request to the Planning Board for zoning recommendation.  Councilwoman Albury seconded motion. Motion unanimously carried.  Copy of Resolutions is attached to these minutes.

ENGINEERS PROJECT UPDATES, Gus Simmons, Cavanaugh & Associates

Mainland Pump Station 
The Contractor has made progress consistent with the agreed upon schedule over the past 30 days, although the pipe boring subcontractor experienced difficulty and has not yet installed a pipe bore at the specified elevations (resulting in the subcontractor being required to replace the work which was determined unacceptable by the Engineer, CSA). Most of the equipment is now at the site, and the electrical panels and equipment are being stored at a secure, of-site location. The piping crews have continued installing the underground piping. Over the next 30 days, the majority, if not all, of the concrete pours will be completed and piping installation will progress.

To summarize, over the last 30 Days:

1. State Utility Contractors (SU) back-filled soil around the pump station where excavation had occurred to build the below-grade infrastructure.
2. All subfloor concrete walls were poured.
3. Wall forms were stripped and removed.
4. SU crews ground, cleaned, and patched the concrete form ties and form marks.
5. SU installed a significant portion of the 12" PVC gravity sewer piping.
6. SU installed Manholes #1 and #2.
7. SU installed ground wire and conduit in walls for pump control.

In the next 30 Days, we can expect the following:

1. SU will set forms and pour slopes in wet-well.
2. SU will install steps in walls for access and egress into wet-well.
3. SU will Thoroseal walls in pump room (coating to make water-tight).
4. Su will form upper slab and set hatches, boxes for grating.
5. SU will install sleeves for pump suction and vents.
6. SU will tie rebar in, and pour floor slab.
7. SU will remove remaining sheathing and complete backfill operations.
8. SU will complete pipe bores under NC Hwy 50-210.
9. SU will complete the installation pipe lines to specified locations.

Surf City Wastewater Treatment Facilities
Juniper Swamp Forcemain & Infiltration Basin: The Contractor has completed the replacement of the underdrain system on 2 of the 3 required sides. At present, the Town PWS, Cavanaugh, and Ed Andrews, the hydrogeologist for the project, are monitoring the basin's performance.

Juniper Swamp Phase 2 Disposal Design: The design work has been completed. The Town PWS is currently reviewing the plans and have provided some feedback and comments on the design and the plans, which Cavanaugh has incorporated. Cavanaugh is preparing the submission package for Construction Grants & Loans for the next phase of irrigation at Juniper Swamp, with submission anticipated by the end of September.

Tortuga Lane Street & Utilities Design
The Erosion Control permit has been issued. The Stormwater Management permit is still under review and is pending issuance. Subsequently, the Town will apply for the water and sewer permits from the State, and can begin advertisement over the winter.

Comprehensive Water Audit & Leak Detection 
Phase 1 of the Water Audit was completed in June.

Phase 2 of the Water Audit was completed in August. Phase 2 included development of recommendations for improvements to water system efficiency, and the enhancement of water system revenues. These recommendations were formally reviewed with Town staff in early August.

Phase 3 of the Water Audit is scheduled for October. Phase 3 will include Active Leak Detection within the water distribution system, which will survey targeted areas for leak sounds using acoustic technology.

PUBLIC FORUM
Jean Walker, Candidate for Pender County Clerk of Court, told her experience background to the citizens.

COUNCIL FORUM
Councilman Curley gave an update of the Beach Nourishment project. 
· On August 27 the US Army Corp of Engineers Civil Works Review Board approved release of the report for the State and Agency review. 
· 30-day review by State and Agency Review.   
· Chief of Engineers will review and scheduled to be signed on December 14, 2010.   
· Will undergo review by Asst. Secretary of the Army for Civil Works & the Office of Management & Budget which will take approximately four to five months.
· Once review is completed it will then transmitted to Congress for their action.
· Anticipate this to be completed by May 2011. 

Mayor Pro Tem Medlin stated that he appreciated Councilman’s Curley’s hard work on Beach Nourishment.  He also stated that he appreciated all coming and was glad that the storm didn’t cause any damage and we had a wonderful weekend. 

Councilwoman Albury stated that she appreciated Mary Beth McKeever, Beautification & Appearance Committee, for attending, and the Planning Board and the Parks & Recreation for their hard work.

Councilman Fowler stated that he is interested in the activities that the Promenade is going to bring to the area for our citizens. 

Parks & Recreation Director Grubb stated that the Chicken Cook-Off was a great success; they sold out early and a chili cook-off is being planned in the winter. 

Councilman Helms thanked everyone for coming and thanked Mr. and Mrs. Afify for the Promenade for bringing projects here that will keep people and young people here instead of having to driving somewhere else for entertainment. He stated that Hurricane Earl actually gave us 2 feet of sand in some places.
