Budget Workshop 

May 11, 2006

Mayor Guy called the budget workshop for the fiscal 2006-2007 budget to order at 5:00 p.m.  Councilman Medlin gave the invocation and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Also present for the meeting were Mayor Pro Tem Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Police Chief Mike Halstead, Fire Chief Joey Rivenbark, Inspector Gene Casey, Public Works Director Dean Wise, Town Planner Todd Rademacher, Director of Parks & Recreation Kristie Grubb and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold. 

Budget Review

Mr. Moore reviewed the budget overview, going through every department’s budget request and showing the Manager’s recommendations: 

· Lowering tax rate by 1 cent.  This would set the tax rate for 2006-2007 at 34 cents per $100 valuation.

· Total old valuation  $645,853,097 

          new valuation $1,039,553,649 Pender County -  old valuation $520,242,545          new valuation $585,697,321

Onslow County - old valuation $125,610,552          new valuation $453,856,328

· Recommending 5% across the board raises for our employees.

· General Fund = $5,228,306

· Accommodation Tax = $491,830

· 5 cents (.05) of tax rate will be committed to Beach Renourishment

· From the General Fund there are 5 new positions proposed. One full time Assistance Finance Director/Deputy Tax Collector, Three full time Police Officers and One full time Administrative Assistant in Recreation.

Police Department presented vehicle mileage report, rank and shift structure, and Admin/Investigator 21-day schedule and patrol 21-day schedule.

Community Development present proposal for Inspections permit fee schedule and fee comparisons.
