Regular Council Meeting Minutes

November 5, 2008
Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Pro Tem Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Councilwoman Albury and Councilman Helms, Attorney Charles Lanier, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Director Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold. Councilman Fowler was absent.
Beautification and Appearance Recognitions

Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the October 7, 2008 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Councilwoman Albury and seconded by Councilman Helms to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Minutes of the October 9, 2008 Special Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Councilwoman Albury and seconded by Councilman Helms to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:03 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on a text amendment for Chapter 10 Licenses and Business Regulations.

Finance Director Jane Kirk stated that the General Assembly repealed the property tax on heavy equipment rental and certain vehicles leased or rented under short term leases or rentals and authorized municipalities to replace the lost tax revenue through the enactment of a local tax on gross receipts derived from retail short term leases or rentals on vehicles and heavy equipment.  

This would mean the jurisdiction from which the vehicle or equipment is rented would collect the tax, not the area to which it is delivered. Equipment leased over 365 days is required to be listed based on its status as of January 1 of the listing year.

It is recommended that we adopt this ordinance even if we do not have any such businesses in our jurisdiction.

Wastewater System UPDATE & WATER SYSTEM UPDATE
Gus Simmons, Cavanaugh & Associates
Mainland Pump Station
The project will be advertised in November, with anticipated Bid Opening in mid- to late​ January. This will enable the project to be constructed within the Town’s financing plans and Capital Improvements Plan relative to the project.

Surf City Wastewater Treatment Facilities
Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP):

Work has continued to progress well at the WWTP in October. The pouring of concrete walls has continued for the SBR tanks, and several exterior and interior wall pours were made. With this, only a couple of concrete wall pours remain for the job. A significant amount of site piping has also been installed, as well as the major electrical components, including the motor control centers and pump control panels. The lab building is nearly complete with the mechanical and electrical installations. The head works, disinfection, effluent pump station, and filters are all in place and lack only minor work to complete. The project continues on schedule. A final adjustment Change Order is expected upon completion of the project, including some additional deducts that are planned. Overall, the project is expected to come in very near the original contract price.

Juniper Swamp Forcemain:

Work progressed well on this project in October. Approximately 95% of the pipeline has been installed. The infiltration basin at Juniper Swamp is also nearly complete. The project progressed in accordance with plan in October, which is significantly ahead of schedule. At this time, there are no pending or proposed Change Orders for this project.

Surf City Recreation Park Upgrade
Cavanaugh has completed the preliminary design for the athletic fields, accessory facilities and parking, and met with Town Staff to review our progress on the project, and gain direction on preferential items. At this time, it is projected that the design will be completed in late November.

Surf City Parking and Transportation Plan
Cavanaugh met with NCDOT representatives regarding this project earlier today, and will provide a full report to Council on discussed next steps at the next Council Meeting.

Surf City Well #1 and #2 Waterline Extension
Cavanaugh expects to complete this waterline extension design in the month of November.

Surf City Island Sidewalks
Cavanaugh has completed the maps of the remainder of the island, along with a phasing plan, and will be working with Town Staff in review of the phasing plan.
Other Items to Note for October:
· Cavanaugh completed a site visit and assessment of the Town’s Water Plant, and are in the process of developing recommendations to the Town Staff on ways to reduce the amount of backwash water being generated.

· Cavanaugh presented results from the Sewer Model to the Town Manager that will enable the Town to prioritize and replace/upgrade a number of pump stations within the sewer system.

· Cavanaugh assisted the Town Staff with the development and assessment of a tool that will assist with the determination of impact fees for non-residential customers.

· Cavanaugh is assisting the Town in updating the Utility Business Model for fiscal year 2009.
