Regular Council Meeting Minutes

April 6, 2010
Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Guy gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Mayor Pro Tem Medlin, Councilwoman Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Attorney Trey Carter, Finance Director Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold.

Proclamation

Motion was made by Councilwoman Albury and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Medlin to approve the Spring Litter Sweep Proclamation.
BEAUTIFICATION & APPEARANCE RECOGNITION
Mayor Guy presented the Proclamations for the Home of the Month for April to Gary & Beth Walker for his property located at 1519 S. Shore Drive and the Business of the Month for April to Trapper Fine Arts at 311 S. Topsail Drive.
Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the March 2, 2010 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Trey Carter. Motion was made by Councilwoman Albury and seconded by Councilman Helms to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.
Minutes of the March 26, 2010 Reconvened Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Trey Carter. Motion was made by Councilwoman Albury and seconded by Councilman Helms to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:32 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of 15.925 acres located off NC Hwy 210E and is owned by Henry & Richard Sullivan.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located off NC Hwy 210E belonging to Henry & Richard Sullivan of 15.925 acres. Petition was submitted to the clerk on February 24, 2010 and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency.  Effective date for annexation would be April 30, 2010.  If adopted the Planning Board recommends setting the zoning district to be R-15 Residential Zoning. 

No public comment.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:36 P.M.

Councilwoman Albury made a motion to excuse Mayor Pro Tem Medlin from voting since there were family members involved.  Motion was seconded by Councilman Helms. Motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of 15.925 acres located off NC Hwy 210E, owned by Henry & Richard Sullivan, and to set the zoning to MFC Multi Family Cluster zoning. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.
PENDER COUNTY TOURISM DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY PRESENTATION Monique Baker, Executive Director

BRYAN’S COURT FINAL PLAT
Town Planner Rademacher stated that the applicant, Alvin Batts is requesting final plat approval for phase one of a subdivision located off of JH Batts Road adjacent to the Community Center.  The property is zoned MHS and allows for single family homes and manufactured homes on minimum 5000 square foot lots. The developer has installed a water and sewer system that meets the requirements of the Town and is to be turned over to the Town for maintenance.  As-builts have been submitted and reviewed by the Town engineer and staff for compliance with the ordinances. Also, a 60 foot right of way is being dedicated for a new public street called James Avenue.  Access to this Road is from JH Batts Road with the developer also installing a deceleration lane into the subdivision.  James Avenue is also being stubbed out to adjacent properties for future road connectivity.  Street paving is not completed at this time due to weather constraints but the developer is under contract with a paving company to pave the streets in accordance with the ordinances.

In accordance with the preliminary plan the developer has constructed sidewalks along the street frontages, street lights have been placed in accordance with the ordinance and fire hydrants have been located at the proper distances.  Landscaping has also been installed per the ordinance with the developer placing addition buffer/screening along Community Center Drive.

Staff recommends approval of the final plat but notes that the final plat will not be signed until street paving is completed.

Councilwoman Albury made the motioned to approve the Bryan’s Court final plat.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Fowler, and unanimously carried.  

Engineers Project Updates, Gus Simmons, Cavanaugh & Associates
Mainland Pump Station
State Utility Contractors, Inc. (SUC) has continued transmitting submittals and requests for information (RFI’s) to C&A for review and processing. SUC has also been compiling preconstruction schedules and other information required to commence construction. SUC is prepared to mobilize and begin construction as soon as the Town is able to contract with them, which is now anticipated to occur on or around April 12, 2010 assuming approval of the Town’s utility rate model by the Local Government Commission.

Surf City Wastewater Treatment Facilities
Juniper Swamp Forcemain & Infiltration Basin: The Contractor will be required to remobilize to the site to complete the corrections and warranty work. C&A will monitor the Contractor’s progress, and perform additional qualitative reviews, as necessary, to ensure the work is completed in a satisfactory manner.

Juniper Swamp Phase 2 Disposal Design: C&A met with the Wilmington Regional Office of the Division of Water Quality on April 5, 2010 to review the Phase 2 Disposal Design. There was a good dialogue with DWQ staff regarding the project, and the staff expressed their support for permitting the project. C&A is in the process of finalizing the permit submittal for the project.

As this project will also require funding approval by the LGC, as described above, C&A is working with the Town and LGC to ensure the inclusion of this project in the financial evaluation.

Given the delay in completing the modeling efforts, as described above, and the financial performance evaluation by the LGC, the Town will not be able to have these facilities in place prior to the summer 2010 peak flows. C&A is working with NDENR and Town Staff to implement contingency strategies which will allow the Town some benefit from the Juniper Swamp site this summer, relying on temporary and mobile facilities to distribute treated effluent. This is a work in progress that will be much further developed over the next 30 days.

Surf City Recreation Park Upgrade
The Contractor has completed the contracted work. The project site is functional, but will need to be ‘dressed up’ this spring as we get relief from the weather. The Contractor will be required to come back to the site in the spring (April) to re-seed, fine grade, and ensure stabilization of the site.

Other items of Interest:
· C&A has been working with Town staff in the updating of the Utility Business Model (rate model) based on current and projected conditions.

· C&A is continuing to assist the Town PWD with evaluation of corrective actions to remove calcitic sedimentation in the water distribution system. This sediment is an accumulation over some longer period of time that must be flushed from the system on a periodic basis, and not indicative of a problem with the water chemistry or source water quality.
