SIDEWALK MASTER PLAN
Manager would like to complete Phase 1 before spring.
Would like to start on Phase 2 before the season starts, doing as much as can.
This work will be 5’ wide regular concrete.
Illusion White Line Pilot Program with NCDOT to help slow traffic on South Topsail Drive and S. Shore Drive. 
TRANSPORTATION MASTER PLAN
Mayor Guy asked if the beach access signs could be florescent so they could be seen at night and also signage on where bathrooms are located,
Parks & Recreation Director Kristie Grubb

Would like more staff for running of ball fields and parks.
Councilman Helms asked if there would be lights at ball fields.
Engineer Simmons stated that because of the landfill it would be hard to put lighting.
Parks & Recreation Master Plan
Public Meetings that were held for Phase 1 have a 3 year shelf life and can be used for Phase 2.
The Phase 2 project is estimated to total $335,771.88 and Surf City’s part if it gets the PARTF grant is $167,885.94.
Mayor Pro Tem Medlin made a motion to adopt the updated Comprehensive Parks & Recreation Master Plan. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Fowler made a motion to adopt the updated Site Specific Plan of the Parks & Recreation Master Plan. Councilman Helms seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Curley made a motion to authorize the Manager to file a PARTF Grant Application and Commit to the funds for the Project contingent on receiving the PARTF Grant. Councilman Helms seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.
WATER SYSTEM MASTER plan

Mayor Guy stated that the Town needs to pursue agreement with onwasa regarding cut off the water when customers have not paid their sewer bill.

Consensus of Council was to have the Manager talk to ONWASA again about problems with outstanding sewer payments.
SEWER SYSTEM MASTER PLAN

The mainland pump station should be about to pump by early May with diesel pump.
