Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the December 4, 2007 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles S. Lanier. Motion was made by Councilwoman Albury and seconded by Councilman Fowler to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Jack Solak, 2408 S. Shore Drive, asked the Council to do a sand push. 

Councilman Curley stated that the Town is currently in the later part of the feasibility stage will be ready to go in 2 years.  Congress gave funds for the completion of the feasibility stage.
Frank Camp-Campins, 101 S. Oak Drive, stated that it was good news to hear the financial condition of the Town.  The Town should keep cash flow available for the next few years to keep the beach stable
Councilwoman Albury made the motioned to give permission to get favorable prices for sand pushing. The motion was seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Medlin, and unanimously carried.
Town Manager Moore stated that the Town would have to file for a permit.

Mayor Pro Tem Medlin made the motioned to approve the use of the Roland Ave. Access for Faith Harbor Methodist Church. The motion was seconded by Councilman Helms, and unanimously carried.
Manager Report
· Paving on Hwy 50 from the “S’ Curve to the Topsail Beach town line will be done this spring.
· New law regarding ABC holders must recycle – had problem with some of the vendors charging excess to take care of this law. A meeting has been planned with the Bar owners and restaurant owners tomorrow at 2:00 pm and is open to the public.

· Approval is requested for a Resolution to give authorization to lease/purchase a vacuum truck for sewer system to clean sewer line, pump stations and camera for video system to look at lines. The cost will be $49,000 a year for 5 years. 

Mayor Pro Tem Medlin made the motioned to approve Manager Moore, Finance Director Kirk and Town Clerk Arnold to sign agreements for the lease/purchase of a vacuum truck and camera system. The motion was seconded by Councilman Fowler, and unanimously carried.
Town Attorney Report


Onslow County Voting – he stated that there was a problem with Surf City residents who live in Onslow County. According to Rose Whitehurst, Director of the Onslow County Board of Elections, there was a computer problem and the residents who still have a Holly Ridge address instead of Surf City were left off of the list of valid voters.  The Onslow County Board of Elections is going to manually correct those problems.
