Regular Council Meeting Minutes
April 5, 2011

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Pro Tem Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Councilwoman Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Town Manager Michael Moore, Attorney Charles Lanier, Finance Director Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold. 

BEAUTIFICATION & APPEARANCE RECOGNITION
Mayor Guy presented the Proclamations for the Home of the Month for April to Charles & Sandra Smith for their property located at 2608 S. Shore Drive and the Business of the Month for April to Hunga Bunga Java located at 614G N. New River Drive.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Minutes of the March 1, 2011 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Councilwoman Albury and seconded by Councilman Fowler to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING
ROADS NAME CHANGE
Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:05 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on changing Hwy 50/210 from Little Kinston Road and Atkinson Point Road to the traffic light at Hwy 50/210 and Belt Road to Roland Ave.

Town Clerk Arnold stated that the three people called about the address change. 

Carl Johnson, Ace Hardware, stated that he would not like for his address to change stating that he would have to change his insurance, all his paperwork, mailings, and it would take a lot of time and money to get it done. 

Bill Gatcomb, Gilligans Bar, stated that he would not like for his address to change stating that he would have to file for a new ABC permit and it would cost $2000.
 
Doug Thomas, Thomas Tackle, stated that he would not like for his address to change stating that he would have to change his insurance, all his paperwork, mailings, and it would take a lot of time and money to get it done.

Manager Moore stated that 8 different businesses have ABC permits in that area.

Joe Tew, Seaside Office Supply, stated that he would not like to have his address change because he would have to change all his invoice and paperwork.

Mayor Pro Tem Medlin stated that he doesn’t think that people realized what would need to be changed if the address was changed.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:19 P.M.

Mayor Pro Tem Medlin made a motion to decline sending a Resolution to NCDOT asking them to change Hwy 50/210 from Little Kinston Road and Atkinson Point Road to the traffic light at Hwy 50/210 and Belt Road to Roland Ave. Councilman Helms Seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. 

RESOLUTION ON DIRECTING THE CLERK TO INVESTIGATE A PETITION FOR CONTIGUOUS ANNEXATION AND SET A PUBLIC HEARING –  .2 Acres off Charlie Medlin Dr. – Daniel Medlin

Mayor Pro Tem Medlin made a motion to direct the Clerk to investigate a Petition for satellite annexation, to set a Public Hearing date for May 3, 2011 and send the request to the Planning Board for zoning recommendation. Councilwoman Albury made a motion to approve Sheila Pollert as a member for the Beautification & Appearance Committee. Councilman Helms seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously

ENGINEERS PROJECT UPDATES, Manager Moore

RESOLUTION FOR WASTEWATER INFILTRATION SYSTEM
Councilwoman Albury made a motion to approve the Mayor signing the Application for grant assistance. Copy of Resolution is attached to these minutes. Mayor Pro Tem Medlin seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

RESOLUTION FOR WASTEWATER IRRIGATION SYSTEM
Councilman Fowler made a motion to approve the Town Manager signing the application for loan assistance. Copy of Resolution is attached to these minutes. Councilwoman Albury seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Surf City Wastewater Treatment Facilities
Juniper Swamp Phase 2 Disposal Design:
Although we anticipated permit issuance by the end of March, the permit review is continuing. During the month of March, Cavanaugh worked a great deal with the state regulatory reviewers assigned to this project. A final submittal to all outstanding requests was made last week. All indications are that we will see permit action within the next two (2) weeks. With this assumption, we would look for advertisement for bids to occur during the months of April and May, with bid opening in late May, and hopeful award in June (pending issuance of loan to Town by CG&L).

Council needs to adopt a resolution authorizing the Town Manager to complete the SRF Loan Application documents on the Town's behalf.

Juniper Swamp Infiltration Basin:
During the month of March, Cavanaugh had numerous discussions with NCDENR staff and the consulting hydrogeologist regarding the performance and status of the existing infiltration basin. All parties are working towards the implementation of improvements to the infiltration basin that will result in sustained performance in keeping with the Town's expectation, but the resulting recommendations have not yet been determined. It is anticipated that a resolution will be reached and implementation begin within the next 60 days.

The Town applied for a Technical Assistance Grant (TAG) from the State to assist with the implementation of any and all required improvements to the infiltration basin that may go beyond the scope of the original Construction Contractor's work and requirements. It is requested that Council adopt a resolution in support of this grant application.

Tortuga Lane Street & Utilities Design

During the Month of March, Cavanaugh worked with Town staff to distribute bid package information and facilitate the development of construction cost proposals for the construction of the street and utilities. Although the revised stormwater permit and water/sewer permits are still pending, the Town is able to proceed with clearing, grubbing, and grading activities. It is anticipated that the revised stormwater permit will be issued in April, and all utility permits in May.

Other Notables:

Cavanaugh is working with Town staff to update the Utility Business Model based on the last year's budget.

PUBLIC FORUM
No public comment.

COUNCIL FORUM
Councilman Curley thanked everyone for coming.

Mayor Pro Tem Medlin thanked everyone for coming and wished everyone a great Easter. 

Councilwoman Albury thanked everyone and stated she appreciated everyone for coming to the meeting.

Councilman Fowler stated that he appreciated everyone for coming and reminded everyone to come to the Eater Egg Hunt on the 23rd.

Councilman Helms stated that if the citizens have a problem to please bring it to council.

Mayor Guy thanked everyone for coming.

MANAGER REPORT
· Surf City Volunteer Fire Department had requested permission of the use of Hwy 210/50 for 6 different fund raisers. Manager Moore felt because of safety issues he needed to get a recommendation from NCDOT.  NCDOT advised Mr. Moore that because of General Statue 20-175 that it would not be allowed. 

Councilman Helms made a motion to deny the request for the use of Hwy 210/50 for 6 different fund raisers upon recommendation from Manager and NCDOT. Mayor Pro Tem Medlin seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of request is attached to these minutes.

· Mr. Moore gave a report of debris on the beach from recent storm off shore.
· Rain barrel have been installed at Town Hall to use rainwater to water landscaping to demonstrate to homeowners how it can be done to help “go green”.
