Water/Sewer Workshop Minutes

February 10, 2005

Mayor Guy called the workshop of the Surf City Town Council to order at 5:00 p.m.  Councilman Medlin gave the invocation and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Mayor Pro Tem Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Clerk Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold.

Resolutions – “Requesting Funding for Inlets and Waterways” and “Inlets and Waterways”.

Motion was made by Councilman Medlin and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Albury to approve as presented.  Motion carried unanimously. Copy of resolutions is attached to these minutes. 

Water/Sewer Impact Fees

Don Covil provided Council with “Consideration of Growth, Capital Cost, Impact Fees, and Debt Service - Impact Fee Alternative” showing estimated water revenues produced from impact fees.  Impact fees are to provide revenues for 2006-2007 2.6 MGP Water Treatment Plant, Elevated tank, Well, & associated line work ($9,321,000), 2016 New elevated tank on island and associated line work ($2,000,000), and when needed Water Treatment plant capacity double and associated wells and line work ($9,000,000).

Consensus of Council is to propose at March 1, 2005 Council meeting to raise water impact fees to $3000 and to raise sewer impact fees to $3000.
