Regular Council Meeting Minutes

July 7, 2009
Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Pro Tem Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Councilwoman Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Attorney Trey Carter, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Director Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold.
Beautification and Appearance Recognitions

Mayor Guy presented the Proclamations for the Home of the Month for July to George & Lila Price for their property located at 420 N. New River Drive and the Business of the Month for July to Seascape Motel at 518 N. New River Drive.
Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the June 2, 2009 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Trey Carter. Motion was made by Councilman Fowler and seconded by Councilman Helms to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Records Retention Update
Town Clerk Arnold stated that North Carolina Department of Cultural Resources has updated the Municipal Records Retention and Disposition Schedule which needs to be adopted by the Surf City Town Council.  

The schedule is in an updated format with standard headings at the top of each page, making it easier to navigate the document. 

Motion was made by Councilman Helms and seconded by Councilwoman Albury to approve Records Retention Update and was carried unanimously.
US17 Hampstead By-Pass Resolution

Motion was made by Councilwoman Albury and seconded by Councilman Helms to approve US17 Hampstead By-pass Resolution and was carried unanimously.
One-Stop Voting 
Manager Moore stated that the Pender County Board of Elections Director Dennis Boyles advised that the town could have one stop voting for municipal elections.  The town would have to pay the funds for the services used.  

Dates to hold voting would be October 15-16, 19-23, & 26-31

Hours of Operation: Monday – Friday 8am-5pm, Saturday, October 31st 8am-1pm

The cost to hold the one stop voting would be $3,700-$3,800.

The Town of Topsail Beach will have the request on their agenda tomorrow night on if they would like to partner with Surf City to have one stop voting and share the cost.

Motion was made by Councilman Fowler and seconded by Councilman Helms to approve One-Stop Voting in Surf City. Topsail Beach will be asked to partner with the town for funds.  Weather they do or not the Town of Surf City will still move forward with One Stop Voting and was carried unanimously.
NCDOT Safety Measures for Frazier Curve Resolution

Motion was made by Councilwoman Albury and seconded by Councilman Helms to approve NCDOT Safety Measures for Frazier Curve Resolution and was carried unanimously.
NCDOT PUBLIC ACCESS AGREEMENT FOR FIRE STATION 2
Manager Moore stated that the Council approved this project 2 years ago and it has been approved by the Board of NCDOT.  NCDOT would like the agreement to be approved so it can go before their August meeting so that their funds can be released to the Town for the work. 
Motion was made by Councilman Helms and seconded by Councilman Fowler to approve the NCDOT Public Access Agreement and was carried unanimously.
Wastewater System UPDATE & WATER SYSTEM UPDATE

Mainland Pump Station

Surf City Wastewater Treatment Facilities
Wastewater Treatment Plant: The Ribbon Cutting and Dedication was completed on June 25, 2009. The Contractor is in the process of completing the final punch list items, and completing a few minor items that were added to the project near completion. The plant is operating at, and exceeding, expectations, and is providing excellent treatment of the sewer. The plant has handled peak flows very well, and although we have experienced a few start-up glitches (as expected); the plant has been constructed satisfactorily. Final completion and demobilization by the contractor is expected during the month of July.

Juniper Swamp Forcemain & Infiltration Basin: DWQ performed a final construction inspection at the site during June, and determined that some additional stormwater diversion needs to be implemented. The seeding also needs to be better established, and the Contractor is being directed to complete these tasks. DWQ did release the infiltration basin to receive treated effluent, and the performance of the basin is at expectation. The items described above, needing attention by the Contractor, are expected to be completed in July.

Phase 2 Disposal at Juniper Swamp: Land Management Group (LMG) is completing their final report, which we expect to receive within 2 weeks. Over the next couple of months Cavanaugh will be working closely with LMG and Town staff to complete the construction plan for the next phase of disposal at Juniper Swamp.

Phase 2 WWTP Expansion: Cavanaugh has made significant progress in the month of June towards completion of the construction plan and submittal package of the Phase 2 treatment plant design. At present, the project is progressing on schedule for a July submittal to the State.

Surf City Recreation Park Upgrade
The Contractor has mobilized to the site and is making good progress. This project will continue through the summer and fall of 2009.

Other Items of Interest:

· The ARRA application for the Island Pump Station Rehabilitation is still pending – awards have not yet been made.

· The Town has been notified that it is the apparent recipient of an ARRA grant to facilitate the placement of mixers in its elevated tanks. While the award has not been made official, this grant appears to be promising for the Town.

· C&A met with representatives of Progress Energy, who has expressed interest in purchasing a portion of Juniper Swamp from the Town if a determination can be made that such purchase will not adversely affect the Town’s goals for wastewater disposal. C&A will continue to assist the Town in evaluation of this opportunity.
Motion was made by Councilman Fowler and seconded by Councilwoman Albury to not approve sale of property to Progress Energy and was carried unanimously.
TIDEWATER LANDING STREETS AND SIDEWALKS
Manager Moore stated that a request was made by Nat Smith asking the town to accept ownership of the roads and sidewalks in Tidewater Landing.  It has been approximately 1 year after the completion and has been made to the standards of the Town of Surf City. 

Motion was made by Councilwoman Albury and seconded by Councilman Medlin to approve Tidewater Landing and was carried unanimously.
Public Forum
Barry Newsome, 1537 S. Shore Drive, stated that the park was beautiful for Independence Day Celebration.
Tim Hoddell, 502 N. Shore Drive, asked how the new schedule for trash pickup was working.
Manager Moore stated that this year he has seen less trash on the ground than before and he is getting pictures of those that have trash on ground. If those properties continue to have over running trash then they will need to get additional carts to handle their trash flow. He stated that he is waiting for recycling numbers to see if it has made a difference and Waste Management did a great job of cleaning up all the trash, even that on the ground.

Councilman Curley thanked staff for everything they did for Celebration.  He thanked everyone for coming and wished everyone a good summer.
