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Town of Surf City

Regular Council Meeting Minutes

February 2, 2010
Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Guy gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Mayor Pro Tem Medlin, Councilwoman Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Attorney Charles Lanier, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Director Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold.
BEAUTIFICATION & APPEARANCE RECOGNITION
Mayor Guy presented the Proclamations for the Home of the Month for February to John West for his property located at 1410 S. Shore Drive and the Business of the Month for February to Bank of America at 204 Roland Ave.
Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the January 5, 2010 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Councilman Fowler and seconded by Councilman Helms to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.
Minutes of the January 16, 2010 Reconvened Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Councilman Fowler and seconded by Councilman Helms to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

ESA Surfing Contest REQUEST
Manager Moore stated that the ESA/CNC requested the use of the Broadway Ave. beach access for surfing contests in Surf City.

At the January Council Meeting the Council was ok with all the dates but one and wanted the ESA to look into changing the date for Contest 4.  

ESA has cancelled Contest 4 in Surf City and would like permission to hold Contest 1, 2, 3, 5, & 6.

Councilman Fowler made the motioned to approve the surfing contest request for contest 1, 2, 3, 5, & 6.  The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Albury, and unanimously carried.  
Resolution in Support of Local Option Sales Tax
Manager Moore stated that Onslow County Board of Commissioners requested that we pass a Resolution regarding the Local Option Sales Tax.  The Manager stated that he recommended that the last paragraph be inserted. 
Councilwoman Albury made the motioned to approve the Resolution.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Fowler, and unanimously carried.  Copy of Resolution is attached to these minutes. 

House Moving Request
Manager Moore stated that Tim Thomas has requested permission to move a house from 330 Little Kinston Road. 

Councilman Helms made the motioned to approve the moving of the house.  The motion was seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Medlin, and unanimously carried.  
Peninsula Preliminary 
Planner Rademacher stated that the applicants are seeking approval of a revision of the preliminary plan submitted to the Town in 2005 and again in 2007. The developer is coming back before council with the revised plan showing a reduction of 3 lots from the 2007 plan this brings the total number of lots down to 24.

The new plans call for the road to be shifted to the South and the majority of the north facing lots to be removed from the plans which will reduce the amount of impacts to the wetlands on the property.  The developer is also proposing the creation of wetlands to the North which will increase the amount of wetlands on the site. Also, the NCDOT has required the construction of a deceleration lane on South Shore Drive due to the increase in traffic and the adoption of new road access requirements.

As requested by the Council the development has received all applicable permits from state and federal agencies.  Copies of these permits can be found in the maroon book that has been provided in your packets.

Water and sewer has been reviewed by Town Staff and engineers. The developer has complied with requests for design changes at the lift station site in regard to access to the site and components of the lift station.  

The proposed development revisions continue to meet the requirements of the subdivision and zoning ordinance for the Town of Surf city by showing compliance with sidewalks, street trees, ROW widths, and lot sizes. All homes constructed on this site will be required to submit individual engineered storm water plans to meet the Towns requirements of containing 1.5 inches of rainfall in a 24 hr. period.
Staff recommends approval of this subdivision as it meets all the requirements of the Town of Surf City ordinances.

John Tucker, 110 Driftwood Drive, stated that he has contesting this project since 2005, hoping that this project would be held to the highest standard to protect the shell fish area.
He stated that on #14 on the General CAMA it read, “The waters adjacent to the permitted project are classified as “Approved”.  The construction and/or operation of the authorized development shall not direly result in a permanent closure of these conditionally approved waters. Any such permanent closure directly attributable to the authorized development shall require that the permittee undertake remedial actions to remedy the situation. Such actions may include, but are not limited to, a removal of any unauthorized facilities.” He hopes that it would not come to that but that if it did that waters would be safe.
Mr. Tucker stated that he also had issues on vested rights.  On two different forms the dates were different; one stating June 13, 2005 and the other June 13, 2007.
He stated that there was a 60 days review period but that he was not made aware of it until yesterday.  He had requested to be informed but was not.

He stated that he is sure there is not a whole lot the board can do because the project has all their permits but that he wanted to voice his concerns.
Mayor Guy stated that Council turned down the project once before but they have all their permits now.
Town Attorney Lanier stated that in the past the project was conditionally approved that once they received all their State permits it would be approved because they had satisfied all of the Town’s regulations. 
Charles Riggs, 502 N. Bridge Street, Jacksonville, NC, stated that the Storm water permit was granted in November 2006 and changed in July 2007.  He stated that there is no vested rights problem.  It was simply a modification of the original plan.
Councilman Helms made the motioned to approve the Peninsula Preliminary Plan.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Curley, and unanimously carried.  
NCDOT Speed limit correction 
In October 2009 the Town approved the Resolution for the speed limit change but with the DOT computerized system two sections were not worded correctly and needed to be reapproved so that they can be put into the system correctly. 

Councilman Helms made the motioned to approve the necessary corrections: (1) Certification of Municipal Declaration to repeal speed limit of 55 mph from SR 1725 (Beckys Landing Road) eastward to the westernmost intersection with SR 1536 (Atkinson Loop Road), in Surf City. (2) Certification of Municipal Declaration to enact speed limit of 45 mph from 0.66 mile west of SR 1727 (King Road) to 0.72 mile west of SR 1727 in Surf City.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Fowler, and unanimously carried.  
Planning Board (Alternate Member 2) Appointment

There is an alternate 2 position that is open that needs to be filled. 

Mayor Pro Tem Medlin made the motioned to approve Randy Cox for the position.  The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Albury, and unanimously carried.  

Engineers Project Updates, Manager Moore
Mainland Pump Station
State Utility Contractors, Inc. (SUC) has continued transmitting submittals and requests for information (RFI’s) to C&A for review and processing. SUC has also been compiling preconstruction schedules and other information required to commence construction. SUC is prepared to mobilize and begin construction as soon as the Town is able to contract with them, which is now anticipated to occur in early March 2010, based on the review of the enterprises by the Local Government Commission.

Over the next 30 days, C&A will work with the Town and SUC to review submittals and process the preconstruction documentation. A Preconstruction Conference will also be conducted involving all parties, where the final construction plans and specifications will be distributed.

Surf City Wastewater Treatment Facilities
Juniper Swamp Forcemain & Infiltration Basin: The Contractor will be required to remobilize to the site to complete the corrections and warranty work. C&A will monitor the Contractor’s progress, and perform additional qualitative reviews, as necessary, to ensure the work is completed in a satisfactory manner.

Juniper Swamp Phase 2 Disposal Design: C&A has worked with the Environmental Consultant, Land Management Group (LMG) over the past 30 days to address the concerns and questions regarding the modeled application rates for the Juniper Swamp property. LMG continues to refine and further develop the model, as required by NCDENR, to reach a conclusion on the proposed application rates. LMG has reported that they are nearly complete with this effort, and looks to have a final report completed by mid-February. C&A is prepared to submit the required permit application package immediately upon completion of this report by LMG.

Surf City Recreation Park Upgrade
The Contractor is nearly complete with the work. Substantial Completion was issued in December, and the Contractor is completing final punch list items. The Contractor has gone past the stipulated final completion date for the project.

C&A met with Steve Moler in January to review the completion of Phase 1 of the Community Park, and to seek support for funding the Phase 2 completion of the Park, in accordance with the Master Plan adopted by the Town. The application for Phase 2 Funds was submitted to PARTF on January 29, 2010. Notice of award of the grant should be made in May 2010.

Other items of Interest:
• C&A has been working with Town staff in the updating of the Utility Business Model (rate model) based on current and projected conditions.
Public Forum

Tim Hodell, 502 N. Shore Drive, asked if there was any way the town could help dispose of broken chairs and items that can not be put in trash cart.
Mayor stated that staff is working on getting a price to see if the Town can do a pick up
Frank Camps-Campins, 101 S. Oak Drive, stated that the sidewalks need attention.
John Tucker, 110 Driftwood Drive, asked if the 4am trash and recycling service could be changed because it keeps waking everyone up.
Jack Solak, 2408 S. Shore Drive stated that on his beach walk he noticed some spots of escarpment that were 1’ to 4’ high. He stated that the town may want to think about pushing sand.

Councilman Helms thanked everyone for coming.
Councilman Fowler invited everyone to the 4th annual women’s expo on March 13th from 10am-2pm.
Councilwoman Albury thanked everyone for coming.
Mayor Pro Tem Medlin wished everyone a good week.
Councilman Curley thanked everyone for their comments and for coming.  In US Presidents 2010 Budget he has allowed 300,000 for Towns Beach Nourishment project. 
Mayor Guy reminded everyone to take care of their Valentine.  He thanked everyone for being there and assured them that they could always speak their concerns.  It is the Council’s job to listen and address their issues.
