Wastewater System UPDATE & WATER SUSTEM UPDATE
Gus Simmons, Cavanaugh & Associates.
Mainland Pump Station
No change this month - Per discussion and direction by Mr. Moore, we will advertise the project in November, with anticipated Bid Opening in mid- to late-January. This will enable the project to be constructed within the Town's financing plans and Capital Improvements Plan relative to the project.

Surf City Wastewater Treatment Facilities
Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP):

Work has progressed slowly at the WWTP in August, primarily due to the process of submittal, review, and ultimate approval of an alternate manner in which to construct the SBR structure, given the reinforcing issue we discussed last month. As such, no work was completed on the SBR structure in August. Seaside did, however, progress with the construction, and completion of several, other components to the WWTP. There are still several proposed change orders under review, with minimal to no expected increase in contract value, as a result. At this time, Seaside has not submitted a request for a contract extension, so the project continues to progress on the approved schedule, with operation of the plant beginning in March of 2009.

Juniper Swamp Forcemain:

Work has progressed well on this project in August. As you may have seen, there is a significant amount of pipe installed along NC Hwy 50, and the infiltration basin at Juniper Swamp is under construction. This project progresses on schedule, with no proposed change orders submitted, to date.

Surf City Parks & Recreation Master Plan
Cavanaugh is progressing with the design of the recreational and athletic fields, and anticipate design completion by end of 2008.

Surf City Parking and Transportation Plan
Cavanaugh attended a Topsail Area Comprehensive Traffic Plan meeting with Mr. Moore and Mr. Rademacher in August, and learned that, for the most part, the Planning Branch of DOT concurred with, and supported, the recommendations relative to transportation planning from the Surf City Plan. Cavanaugh would like to schedule a work session with Town Staff and interested Council to review the recommendations and develop an implementation strategy. Cavanaugh will work with Mr. Moore to get a workshop scheduled at an appropriate time.

Surf City Town-wide Sewer Model
Completed. Cavanaugh received verification from Public Works staff on the results and predictions of the model, and are performing a few analyses based on the comments and responses of the Public Works staff. Currently, the model is being used to determine the appropriate size replacement pumps for the two (2) most burdened pump stations in the sewer system on the island: Family Park and EMS.

Other Items of Interest:
· Cavanaugh is assisting the Town with the implementation of a waterline extension to further the ability to utilize wells #1 and #2 in a more efficient manner, given the new water plant's operation.

· Cavanaugh has gathered cost information and is preparing final recommendations on the Town's Hydraulic Model of the water system.
