Approval of Minutes

Public Hearing

Councilman Medlin made the motion to approve the FY 2008-2009 Budget as presented. 
Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously. Copy of the FY 2008-2009 Budget Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Budget Amendment
Finance Director Jane Kirk presented to Council a request for a budget amendment needed for increasing Local Option Sales Tax Revenue, increasing expenditures for the large item pickup, for the Welcome Center that is been remodeled, and adding three projects at the Soundside Park and Surf City Family Park.
Councilwoman Albury made the motioned to approve the budget amendment.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Fowler, and unanimously carried.  Copy of budget amendment is attached to these minutes.

Auditor’s Contract

Councilwoman Albury made the motion to approve Auditor’s Contract. Motion was second by Councilman Fowler and unanimously approved.

Tax Releases

Finance Clerk Jane Kirk presented a list of tax releases that were initiated by the County due to Clerical errors.  

Councilman Fowler made the motion to approve the tax releases. Motion was second by Councilman Medlin and unanimously approved. List of released taxes are attached to these minutes.
Resolution on Directing the Clerk to investigate a petition for non-contiguous volunteer annexation and set a public hearing – .47 acres JEFFrey wILLIAMS at 2440 NC Hwy 210E
Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to direct the Clerk to investigate a Petition for satellite annexation, to set a Public Hearing date for July 1, 2008 and send the request to the Planning Board for zoning recommendation.  Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion unanimously carried.  Copy of Resolutions is attached to these minutes.

FIREWORKS REQUEST

Alvin Batts has requested permission by Council to allow him to shoot off fireworks from his property for July 5th.

Fire Department Recommendation from Fire Chief Rivenbark has stated that Mr. Batts would need to get permission from Council, Liability Insurance, and to have a Fire Department Representation at the location.

Councilman Fowler made a motion to approve the use of the Fireworks by Mr. Batts.  Mayor Pro Tem Medlin seconded motion. Motion unanimously carried.  

Request for use of Roland Ave. Gazebo by Surf City Baptist Church

A request has been made by Surf City Baptist Church to use the Gazebo located at the corner of Roland Ave. and N. Shore Drive.  The request is for the hours of 9:00am - 4:00 pm on July 4, 2008.

Councilwoman Albury made a motion to approve the use of the Roland Ave Gazebo to the Surf City Baptist Church.  Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion unanimously carried.  

Wastewater System update Manager Moore
Mainland Pump Station
The structural engineer is completing their portion of the construction drawings at this time. This project is ready to move to construction at the desire of the Town as funding for the construction of the project becomes available.

Surf City Wastewater Treatment Facilities
Seaside Environmental Constructors continues to make good progress on the project, and remain slightly ahead of the schedule that was agreed upon for the project. The month of May saw the completion of the installation of the timber piles for the project, as well as the start of major concrete pours. For the month of June, concrete work will continue and be the majority of the work effort for the month. Currently, Seaside, Cavanaugh, and Town staff is working through the final equipment submittals presented by the manufacturer's representatives to enable prompt start of equipment installations once the concrete work is completed.

The Notice to Proceed has been issued to Sam Faulkner, and a Pre-construction Conference is scheduled for this week. Over the past couple of weeks, Faulkner has begun staking the construction site and begun submitting materials information to Cavanaugh for review and approval. It is expected that the pipeline portion of the project will commence in the month of June.

Surf City Parks & Recreation Master Plan
Surf City was notified that it was successful in obtaining a grant from the Parks and Recreation Trust Fund (PARTF) for $212,950 for improvements to the athletics fields at the Surf City Community Center. Cavanaugh is in the process of finalizing a proposal, consistent with the budget submitted for the project, to complete the construction plans and specifications for the park.

Surf City Parking and Transportation Plan
Cavanaugh has drafted a significant amount of the report for presentation to Town Staff, the Planning Board, and the Town Council. During the month of June, Cavanaugh staff members will be conducting assays of the parking and traffic patterns during weekend tourism periods, and will have this data input into a computer model that will provide an analysis of several of the traffic and parking recommendations in the draft report. Additionally, Cavanaugh is developing the thoroughfare plan for the mainland portions of the Town. A draft report should be submitted to the Town for review by the end of June.

Surf City Town-wide Sewer Model
Cavanaugh is continuing to work with Town Staff to validate information on the Town's pump stations for improved accuracy of the model. Cavanaugh modeling staff is concurrently `beta testing' the model, as it is currently configured, and inputting additional missing pipelines and information to complete the model. Cavanaugh intends on presenting the working model to the Town Staff by the end of June.

Public Forum
Cathy Lang, 28 Sandy Lane, stated that she was working with the Parks & Recreation Dept on volunteer activities and she had an interest survey for the citizens to fill out. She stated that will be starting “Art in the Park”.
Jack Solak, 2408 S. Shore Drive thanked the Council for the sand push and for the planting of the beach grass.  He requested that garbage on S. Shore drive be picked up twice a week starting at the end of May.  He stated that the whole town doesn’t need this extra pick up but S. Shore Drive does.
Councilwoman Albury stated that Waste Management could not come to just pick up one street. 
Manger Guy stated that the Manager will look at the trash situation.

Frank Camp-Campins, 101 S. Oak Drive stated the town did a great job on the budget presentation and also stated that he got to view the island from the Bell of Topsail and it was wonderful.
