Reconvened Council Meeting Minutes

February 11, 2010
Mayor Guy reconvened the meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 12:00 p.m.  Mayor Pro Tem Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Councilwoman Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Director Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold.
Manager Moore stated that the economy is catching up with the town in the utility fund.  The homes are not being built to the projection that town was relying on.

Manager Moore stated that the Local Government Commission has stated that the town needs to adjust it’s rate and that it was not looking good, that the bottom line was in the red for the utility fund and needs to promote more conservation in the process.
The LGC is not just concerned about Surf City but is looking at everyone and has put the town’s mainland pump station on hold.  

Manager Moore presented Council with Exhibit C: Combined Water and Sewer Utility Financial Performance Under Current Rates and Charges and showed a graph of water, sewer, and combined fund balance under current rates.
Walked through Schedule G-10A: Proposed Schedule of Water Rates and Charges and Schedule G-10B: Proposed Schedule of Sewer Rates and Charges.

Manager Moore presented Council with Exhibit C: Combined Water and Sewer Utility Financial Performance Under Proposed Rates and Charges and showed a graph of water, sewer, and combined fund balance under proposed rates.

Mayor Pro Tem Medlin made a motion to approve the proposed water and sewer increase as presented effective May 1, 2010 and to have the Manager look into getting the cost information of commercial ABC glass recycling for the town businesses to bring back to Council at the next meeting. Councilman Helms seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.
