Regular Council Meeting Minutes

January 9, 2007
Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Councilman Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Mayor Pro Tem Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Attorney Charles Lanier, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Director Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold. 

Certificate of Appreciation

Mayor Guy presented Brian Moxey, Dolphin Dip, with a certificate of appreciation for his work with the 5th Annual Dolphin Dip that benefits the Lower Cape Fear Hospice.

Connie Paschall, Chairwoman of the Beautification & Appearance Committee, presented the Home of the Month for January 2007 to Joey and Diana Rivenbark located at 640 Little Kinston Road and the Business of the Month for January 2007 to Peggy, Steve, & Jessie Bailey, owner of Herrings Outdoors Sports located at 701 N. New River Drive.

Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the December 5, 2006 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Councilman Helms and seconded by Councilman Medlin to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:05 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of 1.07 acres located at 811 Spot Lane and is owned by the Town of Surf City.

Manager Moore stated that the Town signed a Resolution of Intent for voluntary annexation of property located at 811 Spot Lane belonging to the Town of Surf City of 1.07 acres.  Petition was submitted to the clerk on October 13, 2006 and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency. The Planning Board recommends that if this property is annexed that it would be zoned at G-1.  

No Public Comment.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:06 P.M.

Councilman Medlin made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of 1.07 acres located 811 Spot Lane, owned by the Town of Surf City. Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing 
Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:07 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on a request by the Town of Surf City to rezone the property located at 811 Spot Lane from R-5M Residential District to G-1 Governmental District.

Planner Rademacher stated that The Town of Surf City purchased a 1.07 acres piece of property from the Lanier family last year for the development of a well site.  This well has been developed and is in service.

The property is in the Town’s ETJ so the Town is requesting that this property be rezoned from its current zoning district, which allows for campgrounds and manufactured home parks to G-1 governmental to be consistent with the land use constructed.

Planning Board recommends approving this rezoning.  A rezoning would be consistent with the Towns Land Use Plans.

No Public Comment.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:09 P.M.

Councilman Helms made the motion to rezone the property 811 Spot Lane from R-5M Residential District to G-1 Governmental District.  Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:10 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of 1.42 acres located at 2540 NC 210E and is owned by Ronald and Nancy Perozzi.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located at 2540 NC 210E belonging to Ronald and Nancy Perozzi of 1.42 acres.  Petition was submitted to the clerk on November 8, 2006 and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency. The Planning Board recommends that if this property is annexed that it would be zoned at NB, Neighborhood Business.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of 1.42 acres located at 2540 NC 210E, owned by Ronald and Nancy Perozzi, to set the zoning that was recommended by the Planning Board to NB, Neighborhood Business, and to advise that water would not be available for at least 18-24 months. Councilman Medlin seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:13 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of 3.81 acres located at 544 Hwy 210E and is owned by Marion and Nancy Coston.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located at 544 Hwy 210E belonging to Marion and Nancy Coston of 3.81 acres.  Petition was submitted to the clerk on November 21, 2006 and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency. The Planning Board recommends that if this property is annexed that it would be zoned at OI, Office/Institutional.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:14 P.M.

Councilman Fowler made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of 3.81 acres located at 544 Hwy 210E, owned by Marion and Nancy Coston, to set the zoning that was recommended by the Planning Board to OI, Office/Institutional and to advise that water would not be available for at least 18-24 months. Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:16 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on a zoning text amendment for Section 6.7.6 Temporary Signs.

Planner Rademacher stated that at the October Planning Board meeting recommendations to changes in the sign ordinance were made and adopted by council in November.  Since that time staff has been working on informing businesses and citizens of the new regulations.  During this process several business owners have sited concerns over the regulations complete ban on freestanding flags as a form of advertisement.  Staff has looked at the ordinance and feels that an opportunity exists to changes wording in this portion of the ordinance to accommodate those needs.  After listening to the several of the business owners the idea of allowing two freestanding flags to be posted on a business property appears to be a reasonable compromise.  

b)  Banners and flags for special events, advertisements, grand openings and the like, used in conjunction with a commercial building, project or enterprise are permitted for a period not to exceed thirty (30) days provided that:


1) All banners /flags shall be attached the principal structure of the business being advertised except that two (2) freestanding flag shall be allowed per lot or shopping center.


2) No such banner shall be attached to a roof structure or above a second floor level.


3) No such banner shall be attached to any existing signs, placed within a right of way, attached to any fences or strung between posts.


4)   Fourteen (14) days must pass between banners /flags being removed and banners /flags being installed.


5) No single banner/flag shall exceed 32 square feet in size.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:17 P.M.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to approve the zoning text amendment to 6.7.6 Temporary Signs. Councilman Medlin seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing 

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:19 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on a request by Preston Warren to rezone the property located at 805 Roland Ave. from C-1 Commercial District to MU Mixed Use District.

Planner Rademacher stated that Mr. Warren has requested that the commercial property currently being utilized as the One Stop restaurant be rezoned from C-1 Commercial to MU Mixed Use for the proposed purpose of constructing Townhomes on the property.

The subject property is .62 acres and is located on the waterway just before you arrive at the swing bridge on the mainland.

The current uses would be allowed to stay as conforming uses under the MU zoning classification.  

Adjacent properties are zoned C-1 and mixed use with town homes, office space, a restaurant and single-family homes in the vicinity of this parcel.

Any redevelopment would require landscaping, NCDOT permits for access, storm water controls, and CAMA permits.

The Planning Board recommends approving this rezoning. A rezoning would be consistent with the Towns Land Use Plans to allow both residential and commercial uses in this area.

Councilman Curley asked if there would be sufficient room for access to the property next to it with the boat ramp.

Planner Rademacher stated that yes that there was enough room.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:22 P.M.

Councilman Medlin made the motion to rezone the property at 805 Roland Ave from C-1 Commercial District to MU Mixed Use District.  Councilman Fowler seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing 
Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:23 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on a text amendment for Chapter 8 Flood Damage Prevention.
Inspector Casey stated that FEMA has updated the Flood Insurance Rate maps (FIRMs) for Pender and Onslow Counties.

As a participant in the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) the Town is required to adopt these maps and update our Flood Ordinance.

Public Hearings were held and the Town protested the changes of the canal properties from A to a V zone.

Mayor Guy stated that he received a certified letter from FEMA that if this is not approved in time that they will pull all Federal Flood Insurance from the Town of Surf City.  

Inspector Casey stated that the Town would receive the approved maps about 2 weeks after the 2-16-07 effective date.

Councilman Curley asked if the Council needed to pass the ordinance and maps or just ordinance because the maps were not ready yet.

Attorney Lanier stated that the Council needed to pass only the ordinance that the maps were a part of the ordinance.

Tim Hoddell, 502 N. Shore Drive, asked if this would effective more than just the canal streets.

Inspector Casey went off the areas that would see the change in zones. (Crutchfield, Little Kinston, etc.)

Public Hearing closed at 7:27 P.M.

Councilman Helms made the motion to approve the text amendment for Chapter 8 Flood Damage Prevention. Councilman Medlin seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.  Copy of ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Resolution to set a public hearing – Burke 50.29 acres located on Hwy 17.

Councilman Helms made a motion to set a Public Hearing date for February 9, 2007 and send the request to the Planning Board for zoning recommendation.  Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion unanimously carried.  Copy of Resolutions is attached to these minutes.

Discussion on Annexation request by off Lodge Hall Rd.

Mayor Guy asked the concerned party, Barbara Morrow, if she was ok with the concern about the road that she had.  

Barbara Morrow stated that they had taken care of her concerns.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of .521 acres located off Lodge Hall Road, owned by DCNC NC ILLC, and to set the zoning that was recommended by the Planning Board to PUD. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Boca Preliminary Plan

Planner Rademacher stated that Mark & Lionel Yow have submitted a Preliminary plan for the development of a single-family home subdivision.  This project is the final phase of the Boca Bay subdivision located behind Tiffany’s Motel off of Pender Avenue.  The developer is proposing the development of 9 additional lots.  The property is zoned R-5 residential and allows for the development of lots provided they are a minimum of 5,000 square feet.  Duplexes will be allowed on lots that have a minimum square footage of 8,500 square feet.  This phase of development is continuing the exiting road known as South Boca Bay.  Sidewalks and street trees will be provided along all road frontages.  An amenity center is planned at the entrance of the neighborhood and was approved under previous plans.  

The water and sewer system will be extended from the existing system with engineered plans being approved at the preliminary approval phase. 

The developers have already submitted their application for a Major CAMA permit.

All departments have reviewed these plans for compliance with the ordinances.
The Planning Board recommends approval of the preliminary plan.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to approve the Boca Bay Preliminary Plan. Councilman Medlin seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously

Public Forum

Tim Hoddell, 502 N. Shore Drive, thanked the Council for getting the storm water drainage problem on N. Shore Drive fixed.  He stated that it is working wonderfully with no water being left on the road. 

Council Forum 

Councilman Curley wished that everyone had a wonderful Holiday season.  

Councilman Medlin stated that last year was a fantastic year and thanked everyone for coming.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury stated tat she appreciated everyone coming.

Councilman Fowler wished everyone a prosperous New Year.  He stated that activity has picked up at the Community Center and there are Cape Fear Community College classes being offered.

Councilman Helms stated that he hoped everyone had a Merry Christmas and a happy New Year.

· Council water and sewer workshop scheduled for February 17, 2007 from 8am-12pm.

· Sewer System update: everything is moving along well.

· Water System update: have permits for plant and waiting on sewer. Two 12” line will be moving soon.  No update of well #4, still doing chlorination break point test.

· Contractor looking at lines to be pigged today and will have information soon.

· Appling for PARTF 06-07 $500,000, may not be awarded this cycle but maybe next cycle.

· January 21, 2007 the old EMS will start coming down for the new police department.

· There is a Major CAMA in town’s name.  This would still take 2 week safter an emergency to start.
