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Town of Surf City
Regular Council Meeting Minutes
November 4, 2010

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Pro Tem Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Councilwoman Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Town Manager Michael Moore, Attorney Charles Lanier, and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold.

BEAUTIFICATION & APPEARANCE RECOGNITION
Mayor Guy presented the Proclamations for the Home of the Month for November to Donnie & Judy Pollard for their property located at 9082 9th Street and the Business of the Month for November to Saltwater Landing LLC owned by DC & Wilma Lanier located on Hwy 210E.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Minutes of the October 5, 2010 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Councilwoman Albury and seconded by Councilman Helms to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING
Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:07 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on Zoning Map Amendment of 2.579 acres located off Charlie Medlin Dr. that is owned by Daniel & Julie Medlin.

Planner Rademacher stated that the applicant, Dan Medlin, has requested that his property located on Charlie Medlin Drive be rezoned from C3 to MFC.  

The 2.579 acres being requested are located directly behind the Shipwreck mini-golf and the Treasure Coast Shopping center.  Adjacent zoning districts consist of MFC and C3 properties. The MFC properties are currently vacant and the C3 properties are a mixture of developed and undeveloped land.

A rezoning to MFC would allow for the construction of residential units at a density of 10 units per acre provided that 30% of the land is maintained in active or passive open space.

The applicant has the intentions of incorporating this portion of land into the area that is currently zoned MFC and owned by Richard and Allan Sullivan.

Any future development will be required to come before the Planning Board and Town Council for site plan approval.

The Planning Board recommends approving this rezoning to MFC as the development patterns in this zoning district would be consistent with the policies in the land use plan.

No public comment.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:10 P.M.

Councilwoman Albury made a motion to excuse Mayor Pro Tem Medlin from voting since this vote involved one of his family members. Councilman Helms seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. 

Councilman Fowler made a motion to approve the zoning map amendment of 2.579 acres located off Charlie Medlin Dr., owned by Daniel & Julie Medlin from C-3 Commercial to MFC Multi-Family Cluster. Councilman Helms seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

APPOINTMENT OF PLANNING BOARD MEMBER
Mayor Pro Tem Medlin made a motion to appoint Teresa Batts to the Planning Board. Councilwoman Albury seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

2011 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING SCHEDULE
Election Day is on the first Tuesday of the month, therefore the November Council meeting will be held on Wednesday, November 2nd.

For all other months the proposed schedule sets the regular Council meeting dates for the first Tuesday of each month.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the 2011 Regular Council Meeting Schedule. Mayor Pro Tem Medlin seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

CODE OF ETHICS
Town Clerk Arnold stated that per General Statue 160A-83 all Governing Boards shall adopt a Resolution or Policy containing a Code of Ethics before January 1, 2011. This Policy was produced by the model that was made by the Institute of Government. 

Councilwoman Albury made a motion to approve the Code of Ethics Policy. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

ENGINEERS PROJECT UPDATES, Gus Simmons, Cavanaugh & Associates
Mainland Pump Station

The Contractor remains about 2 weeks behind schedule. Most of the equipment is now at the site, and the electrical panels and equipment are being stored at a secure, off-site location. Over the next 30 days, the equipment packages will be installed and the building will be completed.

To summarize, over the last 30 Days (October 2010):

1. SU’s crews pumped water from the project building site for several days due to the heavy rainfall from the last days of September.
2. SU has installed the electrical conduit through the form work for the concrete slab floor at the pump station.
3. SU poured the suspended concrete floor slab on October 7th.
4. SU’s crews stripped the support system for the suspended concrete floor after the concrete reached its design strength.
5. SU set the pumps and piping material inside the pump room before building was started. SU’s crews set the door frames in-place.
6. SU’s sub-contractor laid the block building the week of October 11th. The crews installed the block outs for the louvers and vents in the building.
7. SU’s crews installed the anchors for the roof beams in the block walls. The crews set the roof beams on October 27th.
8. SU’s crews patched and ground smooth the underneath side of the suspended concrete floor which is the ceiling for the pump room.
9. SU installed the spiral stair case for ingress and egress to the pump room.
10. SU’s crews installed the meter vault and flow meter.
11. SU’s crews installed the 12” and 16” force main lines.

Anticipated work over the next 30 Days (November 2010):

1. SU’s crews will install the metal decking under the roof system. Crews will install the nailers to support the roof system.
2. SU will install the monorail.
3. SU will install all doors and hardware.
4. Sub-contractor Murray Commercial Roofing will install the roof system.
5. Sub-contractor Dixie will paint block fill material over block and apply the first coat of paint.
6. Sub-contractor Moye Fence Co. will install the fence on project site.
7. Sub-contractor Perrigo Heating will install the HVAC system.
8. Sub-contractor Electrical Services will start installing all electrical wiring.
9. Custom Controls to install the SCADA system.
10. SU to install the SS pipe and tie-in to the lines outside the pump station structure.
11. SU to assemble pumps, valves, and piping in the pump room.
12. SU to install the 18” RCP pipe at the road entrance/tie-in with NC 50/210.
13. SU to install the road leading from NC 50/210 to the new Pump Station.

Surf City Wastewater Treatment Facilities

Juniper Swamp Phase 2 Disposal Design: The permit application package was submitted to the NCDENR Construction Grants & Loans during the month of October. Subsequent to the permit application package submittal, CG&L requested that the bidding document package be prepared and submitted to them for their review. Cavanaugh is currently completing the bidding package, and anticipate its submission during the month of November.

Tortuga Lane Street & Utilities Design

The Erosion Control permit has been issued. The Stormwater Management permit is still under review and is pending issuance. Subsequently, the Town will apply for the water and sewer permits from the State, and can begin advertisement over the winter.

Comprehensive Water Audit & Leak Detection 
Phase 1 of the Water Audit was completed in June.
Phase 2 of the Water Audit was completed in August. Phase 2 included development of recommendations for improvements to water system efficiency, and the enhancement of water system revenues. These recommendations were formally reviewed with Town staff in early August.

Phase 3 of the Water Audit is scheduled for October. Phase 3 will include Active Leak Detection within the water distribution system, which will survey targeted areas for leak sounds using acoustic technology.

A project summary will be presented to Council following completion of Phase 3.

Other Notables:

Cavanaugh is assisting the Town with various water system and wastewater system monitoring and compliance matters.

PUBLIC FORUM
Frank Camps-Campins, 101 S. Oak Drive, stated that he would like to compliment Waste Management.  He watch the truck driver at 6am stop and get out of his truck to pick up a piece of paper that had blown out of his truck and put in the cart and then get back on his way.  

COUNCIL FORUM
Councilman Curley provided the Council with a proposal from Constance Wilson to be a lobbyist for the Town on Beach Nourishment. The fee will be split three ways with the other two island towns.

Councilwoman Albury made a motion to hire Constance Wilson as a lobbyist for Beach Nourishment. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of proposal is attached to these minutes.

Mayor Pro Tem Medlin stated that he had a nice vacation.

Councilwoman Albury stated that it was great to see everyone and wished everyone a Happy Thanksgiving.

Councilman Fowler wished everyone a Happy Thanksgiving and thanked everyone for their thoughts and prayers during his surgery and recovery.  

Parks & Recreation Director Grubb reminded everyone of the Christmas Tree Lighting on November 20, 2010 at 6pm and that they had a great Fall Festival.
