Regular Council Meeting Minutes

June 5, 2007
Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Councilman Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Mayor Pro Tem Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Attorney Charles Lanier, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Director Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold.  

Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the May 1, 2007 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Councilman Helms and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Albury to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Minutes of the May 8, 2007 Emergency Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Albury and seconded by Councilman Fowler to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Minutes of the May 19, 2007 Workshop Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Albury and seconded by Councilman Medlin to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Beautification and Appearance Recognitions

Connie Paschall, Beautification & Appearance Committee Chairwoman, presented the Home of the Month for June 2007 to Bob Knight located at #5 513 S. Topsail Drive and the Business of the Month for June 2007 to Sterleen & Sterling Bryson, owners of Bryson & Associates located at 809 Roland Ave. 

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:01 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on noncontiguous volunteer annexation of 85.3 acres located on Hwy 17 and is owned by Jack G. Stocks.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located on Hwy 17 belonging to Jack G. Stocks of 85.3 acres.  Petition was submitted to the clerk on May 23, 2007 and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency. The Planning Board recommends that if this property is annexed that it would be zoned C-3 for the first 1000 feet from the roadway of US Hwy 17 and the remainder of R-15 residential zoning and to advised that water and sewer would not be available for at least 18 months.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:03 P.M.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of 85.3 acres located on Hwy 17, owned by Jack G. Stocks, to set the zoning that was recommended by the Planning Board to C-3 for the first 1000 feet from the roadway of US Hwy 17 and the remainder of R-15 residential zoning and to advised that water and sewer would not be available for at least 18 months. Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.
Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:04 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on noncontiguous volunteer annexation of .80 acres located on Hwy 210E and is owned by Michael and Claudia Gallant.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located on Hwy 210E belonging to Michael and Claudia Gallant of .80 acres.  Petition was submitted to the clerk on May 23, 2007 and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency. The Planning Board recommends that if this property is annexed that it would be zoned O/I Office/Institutional zoning and to advised that water and sewer would not be available for at least 18 months.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:05 P.M.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of .80 acres located on Hwy 210E, owned by Michael and Claudia Gallant, set the zoning to O/I Office/Institutional zoning and to advised that water and sewer would not be available for at least 18 months. Councilman Medlin seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:06 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on a zoning text amendment for Section 7.0 Nonconforming Situations.

 

Manager Moore stated that a concern/question was brought to the Council’s attention regarding the Section 7.0 Nonconforming situations in our zoning ordinance, appendix A.  The reason this was brought to our attention was due to the wording in the appraisal form.  

 

It ask that if a structure is a nonconforming use is it allowed to be rebuild if damaged or destroyed.  Our current 8) a) states:  

Such a structure may be restored and occupancy or use allowed if that structure is destroyed or damage by not more than fifty (50) percent of its actual fair market value;

 

Council requested that Town Manager send this to the Planning Board for your review and recommendation.

 

The wording change suggested would be as follows:

 

            8) a). Such structure may be restored and occupancy or use allowed if that

                      structure is destroyed or damage by not more than fifty (50) percent

                      of its actual fair market value;    damaged.  In order to rebuild a 

                      nonconforming structure the permits for repairs or rebuilding must

                      be issued within 12 months.

 

Town Manager presented this matter before the Planning Board and by a unanimous vote the Planning Board agreed to support the recommended change.

Councilman Medlin made a motion to approve the zoning text amendment to Section 7.3 8)a) Nonconforming Situations. Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Manager Moore read the Budget Message.

Resolution Authorizing Local Execution of a Public Access Grant Contract

Finance Director Jane Kirk stated that the Town has been invited to apply in the final grant application cycle for a pier/fishing/crabbing platform to be constructed at the Surf City Family Park at 911 S. Topsail Drive.  The project will go across the marsh to the water adjacent to Topsail Sound.  The total amount is estimated to cost at $288,000.  The total amount the town will fund is $72,000.
