Regular Council Meeting Minutes

October 4, 2005
Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Councilman Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Mayor Pro Tem Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Attorney Charles Lanier, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Clerk Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold. 

Beautification and Appearance Recognitions

Mayor Guy announced the recipients of the Beautification and Appearance Committee’s Awards for October 2005.  Home of the Month for October 2005 owned by Jeff & Jackie James is located at 130 Atkinson Rd. Business of the Month for October 2005 is Sheas Landing Homeowners Association.

National Fire Prevention Week

Mayor Guy presented Councilman/Fire Fighter Don Helms and Retired NYFD Fireman Rick Duden with the National Fire Prevention Week Proclamation. 

Approval of Minutes
Minutes of the September 6, 2005 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Albury and seconded by Councilman Fowler to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Minutes of the September 11, 2005 Emergency Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Councilman Helms and seconded by Councilman Fowler to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:07 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of 80.58 acres located on Hwy 210 and is owned by Emmett Sniff and Alvin Davis.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located on Hwy 210 belonging to Emmett Sniff and Alvin Davis of 80.58 acres.  Petition was submitted to the clerk and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency on September 29, 2005. The Planning Board recommends that if this property is annexed that it would be zoned at R-10. He wanted to make all petitioners aware that the Town cannot guarantee water and sewer for up to 18 months. 

Kathleen Conti, 503 Groves Point Drive, asked if several of the properties were going to be annexing from Hampstead to Surf City.

Manager Moore stated that the Sniff property is located on Hwy 210 just outside of Surf City in an unincorporated area.  Hampstead is not an official municipality, basically just a community with no corporate jurisdiction in place. 

Kathleen Conti asked if this property were annexed by Surf City it would not have any impact on the tax structure of Hampstead, i.e. that the taxes in Hampstead will go up because there is less land available to be taxed. 

Manager Moore stated that was correct. Hampstead resident only pay Pender County taxes and when a property is annexed they pay Surf City taxes as well as Pender County taxes.

Bill Macomber, 511 Groves Point Drive, asked where this property was on the map.

Planner Rademacher pointed out the property on the zoning map in the Council Chamber.

Donald Worsfold, 489 Groves Point Drive, asked how far the town was going to grow, and are they going to annex Groves Point Drive at some time.

Manager Moore stated that the Town has no plan at this particular time to go into that area.

He stated that so far with this Council there have only been people that have requested Surf City to annex that they have not done any involuntary annexations since he has been here or has not heard them talk about involuntary annexation.  It’s strictly when the property owners come here and make the request of Surf City to annex them. 
Jack Solak, 2408 S. Shore Drive, asked if at the last Council meeting didn’t the Council vote not to have any anymore satellite annexations.

Mayor Guy stated that the Council did but these request were excluded from that, the Council would have other requests later that will address.

Dee Stone, representing owners that own property on Hwy 210, asked if the sewer and water would be coming from Surf City toward Hwy17, if they had not asked for voluntary annexation can they do so at this point and time and that it would be possibly 18 months after annexing then would even have access to the water and sewer.

Manager Moore stated that yes, they would have to make a petition for the clerk to bring to the board and the board would direct the clerk to do her sufficiency, to make sure the property owners own the property that they had stated, then it would come back for a public hearing.  It takes 60-90 days to get a tract annexed.
Public Hearing was closed at 7:15 P.M.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of 80.58 acres located on Hwy 210, owned by Emmett Sniff and Alvin Davis and to set the zoning that was recommended by the Planning Board to R-10. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing 

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:16 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of 92.28 acres located on Hwy 17 and is owned by Herman and Rebecca Strickland.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located on Hwy 17 belonging to Herman and Rebecca Strickland of 92.28 acres.  Petition was submitted to the clerk and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency on September 29, 2005. The Planning Board recommends that if this property is annexed that it would be zoned at R-15. 

He wanted to make all petitioners aware that the Town cannot guarantee water and sewer for up to 18 months.

Sam Disarno, 501 Groves Point Drive, asked to show where Groves Point Drive was. His property backs up to Strickland’s property and he asked if this annexation in any way affect his property. 

Planner Rademacher pointed out the property on the zoning map in the Council Chamber.

Manager Moore stated that the annexation shouldn’t affect his property.

Bill Macomber, 511 Groves Pont Drive, asked if there will be any impact of any extra territorial jurisdiction for any adjacent property and what uses are contemplated for this property after annexation.

Planner Rademacher stated that extra territorial jurisdiction (ETJ) could only come off the contiguous city limits and that must be approved by Pender County Commissioners 

Manager Moore stated that the town has not requested or petitioned Pender County Commissioners to extend our ETJ in any length at this time. ETJ is when a town or city is trying to plan for the future, they can reach 1 to 3 miles depending on the size of the city, usually a mile from the furthest point that is contiguous to the current city limits and it notifies everyone that the Town is considering looking at this way so we can start requiring that the water and sewer be built to the Town’s specifications so people aren’t hit all at once. It gets the planning set up.

Planner Rademacher stated that the recommendation from the Planning Board is to zone that property R-15 and that would only allow single-family homes on 15,000 square foot lots. If the developer chooses to do something else that would have to come back for a rezoning and public hearing.

Robert Springer, 473 Groves Point Dr., asked to show where the water and sewer would enter that property, and would it come from Hwy 210 or Hwy 17.

Manager Moore stated that at this time he wasn’t sure, it would be up to that property owner to connect on to the Town’s system. He stated that he had heard they might try to come down the powerline and come in behind Lowes. 

Robert Springer stated that the water and sewer is still going to run down Hwy 17.

Manager Moore stated that not at this point.

Kathleen Conti stated that the homes would have to be on a possible 15,000 square foot.

Mayor Guy stated that 15,000 square feet is the lot size.

Kathleen Conti asked if there is a particular size for the house.

Mayor Guy stated that there are setbacks that they will have to meet.

Planner Rademacher stated that the set back in R-15, off the top of his head, are 20’ in the front-15’ on the sides-20’ in the rear, and that there is no minimum house size.

Mayor Guy stated that unless you have restrictive covenants in a subdivision but as far as the town ordinance you would have to adhere to the setbacks that are established.

Planner Rademacher stated that stick build or modular homes only would be allowed.

Kathleen Conti stated that this is strictly residential, so there could be an association building or tennis courts or golf course.

Planner Rademacher stated that there is not a reason why they could not have a swim club with amenities with a workout room or anything like that

Dee Stone asked that when talking about the water and sewer coming in from behind Lowes where the power lines are in order to be able to tie in, you would have to have a voluntary annexation approved.

Manager Moore stated that yes, unless the Council changes their current policy, but that is the current policy.

Mark Justice, 1070 Sloop Point Rd. asked if sewer comes down the powerline, and if the power line in on their property will they have to petition to the property owner or will the Town handle that.

Mayor Guy asked the attorney if the right of way was already established.

Attorney Lanier stated that he felt that I think it is the power company can grant that easement within the bounds of their easement. He stated that they would need to check the easement that the power company has but generally speaking yes. 

Robert Springer asked about the current gravel road that is Strickland Lane. Is that going to be right of way solely for this property and do they have any plans to make a right of way off 210.  He was wondering what kind of traffic would be coming from the property onto this single lane road.

Planner Rademacher stated that they have a 70-foot wide access from Hwy 17, which would allow for 2-way traffic with a turn lane depending on the design they wanted to do.

Robert Springer stated that he feels there is no way the could have 70’ right of way down the path between his house and John Whitley’s property.

Planner Rademacher after looking at boundary survey stated that this property actually has a 90-foot wide right of way from the road.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:26 P.M.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of 92.28 acres located on Hwy 17 and is owned by Herman and Rebecca Strickland and set the zoning that was recommended by the Planning Board to R-15. Councilman Helms seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:27 P.M. to open the public hearing for zoning of 80.58 acres located on Hwy 210 and is owned by Emmett Sniff and Alvin Davis

No public comment.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:28 P.M

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to set the zoning that was recommended by the Planning Board to R-10. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. 

Public Hearing 

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:29 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of 3.623 acres located on Hwy 17/210 and is owned by Wilco Hess.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located on Hwy 17/210 belonging to Wilco Hess of 3.623 acres.  Petition was submitted to the clerk and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency on September 29, 2005. The Planning Board recommends that if this property is annexed that it would be zoned at C-3. He wanted to make all petitioners aware that the Town cannot guarantee water and sewer for up to 18 months.

No public comment.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:30 P.M.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of 3.623 acres located on Hwy 17/210 and is owned by Wilco Hess and set the zoning that was recommended by the Planning Board to C-3. Councilman Medlin seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.
Public Hearing 

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:31 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of 1.14 acres located on Hwy 17/210 and is owned by Holt Oil Co.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located on Hwy 17/210 belonging to Holt Oil Co. of 1.14 acres.  Petition was submitted to the clerk and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency on September 29, 2005. The Planning Board recommends that if this property is annexed that it would be zoned at C-3. He wanted to make all petitioners aware that the Town cannot guarantee water and sewer for up to 18 months.

Dee Stone asked when they request for annexation would that be the time for requesting it to be zoned commercial.

Planner Rademacher stated that when you apply for annexation the Council typically directs the Planning Board to look at the zoning for a recommendation.  It goes through some analysis by the Planning Board and by staff to see what is the appropriate zoning in that area.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:32 P.M.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of 1.14 acres located on Hwy 17/210 and is owned by Holt Oil Co. and set the zoning that was recommended by the Planning Board to C-3. Councilman Helms seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.
Public Hearing 

Conditional Use Permit

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:34 P.M. to open the public hearing for Condition Use Permit request for Sounds Edge Village.

Planner Rademacher stated, “Dan Deacon, is requesting a Conditional Use permit to exceed 48-feet in height and of the Sounds Edge Village site plan.  This property is located directly across the street from Town Hall on the former site of the Sounds Edge restaurant and also includes the vacant property located behind the Topsail Trading Company.  This property is zoned C-1 commercial and allows for mixed-use buildings provided that for each two residential units there are 1000 square feet of commercial space provided.

The redevelopment of this property will include the construction of 6 residential units directly behind the Trading Company as well as the construction of two mixed-use buildings that are proposed to be built at 59 feet 9 inches.  This height increase will allow for Mr. Deacon to place over 6000 square feet of commercial space on the ground floor and have a total of 12 residential units located above.  The commercial space provided will have two frontages for customers to access both from the main parking area and from the boardwalk to be constructed on this site as well along the waterfront.  Please note that the site plan denotes that the public will have access to the boardwalk and that adjoining properties will be allowed to connect to the constructed boardwalk.

The site plan shows a landscape plan with specific plant species in compliance with town ordinances.  Sidewalks will be constructed along North New River Drive and along Greensboro Avenue.  Ample parking is provided to this site with the duplexes having under building parking. 

Several state permits will be required for this permit.  NCDOT permits will be required and have noted that a turn lane will need to be constructed at the main entrance of the site.  Also, water and sewer design will need to be permitted with new lines being run down Greensboro and looping through the site with future connection available to the vacant property to the north.  The proposed location of the water and sewer lines will require that they remain private within the project boundaries.  Storm water and sedimentation control permits will be handled by the state and the entire site will be subject to the review of a Major CAMA permit.

The fire department also has reviewed the site for compliance and noted in their review that they are pleased with the use of sprinklers in the building that will be a 50 feet 9 inches and that a dry line be run to the boardwalk for fire fighting capabilities.  They also approve of the location of all fire hydrants, which there were extra provided then what was required.

As far as the Conditional Use Permit and the site plan the Planning Board recommends approval provided that the developer builds to the specifics of the site plan and finds that the following four conditions have been met:

1. The use will not materially endanger the public health or safety as proposed.  This site will be designed to comply with all state local and federal regulations.  Traffic safety will be addressed through a NCDOT permit, sprinklers will be provided in the mixed-use buildings and an extra fire hydrant will be provided on site for fire protection.
2. The use meets all required conditions and specifications.  This site is located in the Urban Waterfront District, which allows for a conditional use permit to be applied for increasing the height of a building.  All other site plan requirements have been met by the developer and reviewed by town staff.
3. That the use will not substantially injure the value of adjoining or abutting property.  Surrounding uses of this site are commercial strip malls, Town Hall and the Beach House Marina.   The Planning Board feels that this project and conditional use will enhance the downtown district along the waterfront as well as surrounding properties and add value to the entire area.

4. The location and character of the use if developed according to the plan as submitted and approved will be in harmony with the area in which it is located and in general conformity with the Land Use Plan.  The location and character of this project will blend well in the central business district of Surf City.  The design of the buildings lends itself to the less intense look of more residential buildings keeping with the desire to maintain a small town family atmosphere as mentioned in the land use plan.  Also, this project is in the Urban Water Front District as identified in the current Land Use Plan. You also see that where some architectural elevations presented and the developer and architect is here to show some elevations of the two larger buildings that will be built at 59 feet 9 inches.”

Councilman Curley stated, “The elevations that are in here are just then residential”

Planner Rademacher stated, “These elevations in here are the duplexes.”

Councilman Curley asked, “and we are going to see the mixed uses?”

Planner Rademacher stated, “yes sir right now”.

Planner Rademacher was sworn in by Town Clerk Arnold.

John Farabow was sworn in by Town Clerk Arnold. 

John Farabow stated, “Thank you for your time, I’m John Farabow with the firm of HR Associates out of Wilmington and Raleigh, we have been commissioned to do both the mixed use building, the larger of the complex, and also the town homes.  As Todd has indicated we tried to with the elevations to create a residential feel to the building based on being a 4 story height, we could have proceeded with the project based on the current height restrictions however we felt like with the additional height that we could provide a better roof system, a more attractive looking roof which is what we’ve done basically with a gable roof system.  The building is somewhat of an “L” shape and that part you see basically shaded is the part that will be facing directly on 210.  That particular roofline is where most of the height and the additional distance from the 48 to 60 is where we are using space.”

Councilman Curley asked, “What is the pitch on that?”

John Farabow stated, “Pitch right now we are going with basically a 6 12 so we tried to, it’s actually got 2 pitches, if you I have a side elevation that can show more.  If you look at the side elevation what we basically did was we put in a little bit of a steeper slope on   the main roof and more of a shed type roof over the balconies.  The access to the units are on the street side and basically a balcony effect that goes along those sections and the back side is obviously is some decking rail off the residential units.”

Councilman Curley asked, “what are you holding that with grading”. 

John Farabow stated, “5 feet approximately”.

Councilman Curley asked,” So it’s the same as the resident as the duplexes.”

John Farabow stated, “Yes, give that basically what’s in that area”.

Councilman Curley stated, “5 feet”.

John Farabow stated, “for the flood zone and same as the Trading Company to use some type of relationship to the height there.  So we basically have a 5-foot. The retail space is in the lower are.  We have a little more ceiling height thee we have 11 foot floor to floor and we went 10 foot from there up on the 3 levels of residential space above.  And the upper level actually has a partial loft within it. So again the request as we saw it as not form the stand point of trying to maximize as much as we can vertically but also to also basically soften the look of the building and give it a gable roof versus a flat roof.  We fell it would be more attractive then just the flat facade.  We also brought the elevations as reference this was an item that the Planning Board asked us to look at was the tie in between mixed use residential building and the town home buildings which are behind the Trading Company.  And theses are the elevations proposed for that same use of materials similar roof features on it that we have on the main big building and it’ s up off the ground as indicated the parking have a singe car parking garage underneath each unit.  This is the elevation that would be visible form the street or from the back of the Trading Company.”

Councilman Curley stated, “is that at grade”.

John Farabow stated, “No sir, the garage is the garage is a grade but when you go up has a door”.

Councilman Curley asked, “The door is not at the same elevation as the garage”.

John Farabow stated, “yes it is but when you go up it’s basically entry stairs it’s open when the door itself is back into the unit”.

Councilman Curley asked, “ok, how about the panel to the right of the door”.

John Farabow stated, “this”.

Councilman Curley stated, “no, there between the garage door and the entry door”.

John Farabow stated, “That’s basically just a wall coming down between the two”.

Councilman Curley asked, “to grade or to”.

John Farabow stated, “sir yes, to grade yes sir”.

Councilman Curley stated, “ok”.

John Farabow stated, “and on the side we have a lattice feature on the side which shows you that’s essentially the floor line of the living area on the town homes it’s up 5 foot again”.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury asked, “Is that a single home”.

John Farabow stated, “Yes ma’am”.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury asked, “There will be two of them”.

John Farabow stated, “it’s a duplex basically as you look at it it’s basically this particular unit duplicated”.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury asked, “That’s what your saying is going to be 2 apartments 2 units”.

John Farabow stated, “They’re staggered from each other”.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury asked, “I only see one garage there, where are the rest going to park”.

John Farabow stated, “well, there is another unit right beside this one This is typically the typical nit but there are two of them together they’re a duplex combination but the facade of them are not in the same plane they’re off set with each other”.

Councilman Curley stated, “the second floor and I’m not going to beat this to death, the second floor now let’s go back to where the garage is at again.  Ok, the double window up on the second floor, would you point at it so we know we know we are talking about the same floor now is that, is that floor elevation thee different than the front elevation in the front view.”

John Farabow stated, “the way the units are you come up in the unit and instead of going a typical story up.”

Councilman Curley asked, “Is this split-level.”

John Farabow stated, “somewhat of a split-level design.”

Councilman Curley stated, “It’s got to be.”

John Farabow stated, “you go up halfway basically 5 ½ feet and you have living space toward the water side.”

Councilman Curley stated, “ok.”

Inez Bradt was sworn in by Town Clerk Arnold.

Inez Bradt stated, “I just want to know what this height was.”

Planner Rademacher stated, “It’s 59 feet 9 inches.”

Inez Bradt asked, “What happened to the 48 how happened, when did it get changed with the Town.”

Mayor Guy stated, “The Planning Board Todd can give you the date.”

Inez Bradt asked, “Was there a public.”

Mayor Guy stated, “Yes ma’am we had to have a hearing. The Planning Board made a recommendation, go ahead and explain.” 

Planner Rademacher stated, “there was a recommendation from the Planning Board to change the by conditional use on the mainland as well as the urban waterfront district form 48 feet to 60 feet provided a Conditional use Permit was issued by the Town of Surf City.”
Mayor Guy stated, “no where else Mrs. Inez not on the beach, not on the oceanfront.”
Inez Bradt asked, “only on the this.”
Planner Rademacher stated, “Yes ma’am just basically from across the street.”
Inez cause we had a big to do over that a few several years ago and I’m mighty sorry to see it go.  I’ve been here 40 years and I sure hate to see that height.  Thank you.”

Public Hearing was closed at 7:50 P.M
Councilman Helms made a motion to incorporate all 4 factors and approve the Conditional Use Permit to Sounds Edge Village. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Granted Conditional Use Permit is attached to these minutes.

Request for use of Roland Beach Access Gazebo

Brian Moxey, Dolphin Dip Foundation is holding the 4th Annual Dolphin Dip Extravaganza on January 1, 2006.  The event consists of a plunge into the ocean at 12:00 noon on New Years Day.  The foundation raises money through corporate sponsorships and personal donations. Proceeds will benefit the Lower Cape Fear Hospice. 


Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to approve the request for use of Roland Beach Access Gazebo for the Dolphin Dip Foundation on January 1, 2006 at 12:00p.m. Councilman Medlin seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

NCLM Voting Delegate and Alternate

Councilman Medlin made the motion to appoint Mayor A.D. (Zander) Guy, Jr. as the NCLM Voting Delegate and Mayor Pro Tem Albury as the Alternate. Councilman Helms seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

Ace Hardware Phase II site plan

Planner Rademacher stated that the applicant, Carl Johnson, is requesting approval of a site plan for the development of a 5000 square foot building with 7,250 square feet of fenced storage with a roof structure.  The parking requirements for this building are 12.5 spaces for the retail area and 7 spaces for the outdoor storage/warehouse area.  Mr. Johnson will be required to bring the overall site into compliance with the town regulations.  Sidewalks are shown across the front of the property landscaping is being upgraded for compliance with the town codes and the storm water is approved in accordance with the pre-existing state permit developed originally for this site.  

A water line is to be run in accordance with the original approvals for this site and a fire hydrant is to be placed between the existing and proposed structures as required by the fire department.  This water line will also stub out to the neighboring property for future connectivity.

All other aspects of this site are in compliance with the Surf City ordinances and have been reviewed by all appropriate town departments.

The Planning Board recommends approving this site plan as the applicant has shown compliance with the ordinances.

Councilman Helms made the motion to approve the Ace Hardware Phase II site plan. Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

Sawgrass Point site plan

Planner Rademacher stated that the applicant, Frank Majewski, is requesting approval of a site plan for the development of a 17-unit town home complex with a private pool facility. This property is adjacent to Mandalay bay and across the street from Surf Condos.  The property is zoned MU mixed use and allows for the development of multi-family structures.  The applicant has provided the town with water and sewer plans designed by an engineer and will connect to the projects to the north and south to provide water loops as requested by the fire and water departments.

The applicant will need to obtain major CAMA permit for the construction of this project.  Also, NCDOT approval will be required for the construction of the driveway as well as for the sidewalks.

Street trees are shown along North New River Drive and are required to be canopy trees per the town ordinance.  

The Planning Board recommends approving this site plan and also recommends the placement of street trees along Sawgrass Drive.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to approve the Sawgrass Point site plan. Councilman Fowler seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

Sound Point sketch plan

Planner Rademacher stated that Linda & Larry Batson have requested the approval of a sketch plan for a subdivision of their property located at 338 Sea Manor Drive.  The lot is 33,350 square feet in size or .766 acres.  Currently the property is the site a single-family residence.  The Batson’s would like to subdivide the property into 4 single-family lots.  The zoning of this property is MHS, which will allow for the construction of single family homes or Class A or B manufactured homes on 5000 square foot lots.  The proposed site shows the construction of a private road, which will need to be named.  Street trees and sidewalks will also need to be shown on this site.  An engineer will need to design the water and sewer system and have the state approve the plans.
The Planning Board recommends approving this sketch plan as the applicant has shown compliance with the ordinances.

Councilman Fowler made the motion to approve the Sound Point sketch plan. Councilman Helms seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

Tiffany’s Motel site plan

Planner Rademacher stated that the applicant, Boyd Taylor, is requesting approval of a site plan for the redevelopment of the Tiffany’s motel site.  This site is zoned C-1 and will allow for the construction of motelminuim.  Mr. Taylor is proposing turning the existing motel on the Soundside of New River Drive into a motelminuim.  This proposal also included the construction of a third building where the pools are currently located.  Ample parking is provided for this use with landscaping and sidewalks shown in the proper locations.  NCDOT will need to approve the driveways and have already reviewed the site.  A storm water plan has been developed for the site and shows compliance with the ordinances.  

All appropriate departments have reviewed this plan for compliance with the ordinances.

The Planning Board recommends approving this site plan as it meets the requirements of the ordinance.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to approve the Tiffany’s motel site plan. Councilman Helms seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

House Moving Request, 1719 N. Shore Drive

Manager Moore presented the Council with request for house moving and requested that homes not be moved on Fridays & Saturdays.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the house moving request for only Sundays thru Thursday.  Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion unanimously carried. 

Resolution Directing the Clerk to investigate a petition for satellite annexation and set a Public Hearing 33.05 acres J.E. Register, 2 acres Linda Register, 2.75 acres Michael Register.

Manager Moore stated that at the September meeting the Council voted to hold off on satellite annexations but that he felt that if a citizen made a request that it should be presented to the Council for them to direct staff on their wishes for the next step.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to send all three requests back to the manager to review with the engineers to be looked at a later date.  Councilman Fowler seconded motion.

Councilman Curley made the motion to direct the clerk to investigate the petition for annexation.  Councilman Helms seconded motion. Motion unanimously carried.

Consensus of the Council was to setup a meeting with the Manager and engineers to receive clarification on exactly where the Town stands on water and sewer.

· Hwy 210 forcemain under construction, underground bores completed

· Hwy 210 pump station start up testing by end of month

· Hwy 50 parallel force main, issued permit on 9/30, design is completed

· Waste Water Treatment Plant phase 1 on schedule

· Juniper swamp due diligence, bugs and bunnies people on site next week to report findings

Councilman Curley asked that on existing system are there any concerns.

Gus Simmons stated that there are concerns during peak season but if it is the same as last year we will be ok.

Update Report on Water System – W.K. Dickson & Assoc. Dan Dawson
· Cleaning of line from well 1 to well 2 anytime, matter of Dean calling in people now that peak season down.

· Water system on Hwy 210 tight but contractor promises will be done

· Tank still assuring will meet schedule may have to install value if tank not ready.  Pump set next week and pipe laid. 

· Well #4 all permits and have identified 4 bidders

· Lowes decline to get involved with well #5 pumping straight to Lowes if needed.

Onslow Resolution 

Councilman Medlin made the motion to approve the Resolution regarding discussions with ONWASA pertaining to water and sewer needs of Onslow County and the Town of Surf City. Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

Public Forum

Junior Johnson, 3045 3rd Street, owner of Squeaky’s, stated that he did not mean to cause problems and is trying to resolve the problems that have been cause by customers.  He has hired an off-duty police officer for Friday and Saturday night.  He is trying to find a buyer to turn it into a restaurant. 

Inez Bradt, director of Pender Pride and Beach Sweep, Beach Sweep October 29, hope to have beach access steps by then.

Frank Camp-Campins, 101 S. Oak Drive, stated that he wanted to pay his respect to the professional staff and Town Manager.

Jack Solak, 2408 S. Shore Drive, wanted to thank Council and Manager for wonderful job cleaning up the beach and commented that sand pushing is needed and that property owners were willing to pay for pushing. 

Martha Quinn, 25 Sandy Lane, thanked the Town for assisting with the parking problems at her residence.  Mrs. Quinn asked would the newly annexed properties have to pay impact fees. 

Manager Moore stated that before anyone could tie on they will be charged an impact fees. 

Councilman Medlin stated that it maybe 1-2 years before they develop and put services in.

Mayor Guy stated that the newly annexed properties help share in tax base so the town is not dependent solely on beach properties.

Mrs. Quinn stated that 4 years ago the Town did a 20-year study, but 3 years later had a growth spurt.  Is the Council using the study made 4 years ago?

Mayor Guy stated that the plan has been deviated as growth came in. 

Dee Stone asked would the petitioned annexation be delayed if denied to move forward.

Mayor Guy stated that once the petition is received, the Council will review, instruct the Clerk to do investigation, set a public hearing and send the request to the Planning board for a zoning recommendation.

Councilman Curley stated that State law stated tat if voluntary annexed that the Town does not have to provided water and sewer but we are trying to.

Council Forum 

Councilman Fowler stated that tonight was a good opportunity to see the board at work all individuals have the same common goal of the best interest of Surf City. 

Councilman Curley thanked everyone for being here.  He thanked the town staff and Town Manager for their job during the hurricane.

Councilman Medlin thanked everyone for coming tonight.  He thanked the staff and engineers have been working hard.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury thanked everyone for coming.  She asked the Manager when some beach accesses will be open to the beach.

Manager Moore stated that Broadway Street is open and Steve is soliciting bids for contractors to repair.

Councilman Helms thanked everyone, commended staff for job during hurricane.

· Fine staff did a great job with prisoner cleaning up the beach.  Staff was working all weekend.  

· Received Powell Bill notification, received from gasoline tax and is based on population. $62,813.05

Manager Reports

· Beach clean up orchestrated by Jane Kirk and Kristie Grubb.

· Bills ready to submit to FEMA No problems with FEMA on money for sand but President has not declared North Carolina as a need. 

· There is no sand to push and can only do so much at one time with the cost of $2.5 million each time. Homeowners can rebuild but makes it difficult when pushing sand.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury asked how long before sand to come in.

Manager Moore stated that Steve thinks about 2 – 3 months.  There was 25 feet of sand removed from island with Topsail Beach and N. Topsail Beach getting hit the worst.
