          CHAPTER 512

AN ACT TO INCORPORATE THE TOWN OF SURF CITY

 ON AND NEAR TOPSAIL ISLAND IN THE 

COUNTY OF PENDER, STATE OF NORTH CAROLINA

The General Assembly of North Carolina do enact:


Section 1.
That the Town of Surf City in the County of Pender is hereby incorporated under the name and title of Surf City, and D. N. Lucas, Gerald C. Mercer, and A.H. Ward, and their successors in office, are hereby declared to be the governing body of the municipal corporation created by this Act, with succession during the corporate existence of Surf City, and shall be styled the Commissioners of the Town of Surf City.


Section 2.
The Town of Surf City shall have all the rights, privileges, powers, immunities and liabilities which are conferred upon and are incident to incorporated cities and towns by virtue of the laws of the State of North Carolina, and all such as are created, limited, modified, or extended by this Act; but whenever this Act shall be in conflict with, or repugnant to, the general laws of the State applicable to cities and towns, then this Act shall govern and control in so far as the rights, privileges, powers, immunities and liabilities of the Town of Surf City are concerned. 

In the General Assembly read three times and ratified, this the 23rd day of March, 1949.
