Regular Council Meeting Minutes

April 3, 2007
Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Councilman Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Mayor Pro Tem Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Attorney Charles Lanier, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Director Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold.  

Spring Litter Sweep Proclamation

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to approve the Resolution for Spring Litter Sweep. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Beautification and Appearance Recognitions

Connie Paschall, Beautification & Appearance Committee Chairwoman, presented the Home of the Month for April 2007 to John Elder located at 1224 S. Shore Drive and the Business of the Month for April 2007 to Kim McCallum & Jonathan Briggs, owner of Live Oaks of Topsail Island located at 1209 S. Topsail Drive. 

Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the March 6, 2007 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Albury and seconded by Councilman Fowler to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:04 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of 2.54 acres located on US Hwy 17 and is owned by RFH Management Inc.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located on US Hwy 17 belonging to RFH Management Inc. of 2.54 acres.  Petition was submitted to the clerk on February 21, 2007 and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency. The Planning Board recommends that if this property is annexed that it would be zoned at C-3.  Utilities will not be available for at least 18 months.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:07 P.M.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of 2.54 acres located on US Hwy 17, owned by RFH Management Inc., to set the zoning that was recommended by the Planning Board to C-3, and to advise that water & sewer would not be available for at least 18-24 months. Councilman Medlin seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:08 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of .9552 acres located at 698 NC Hwy 210E and is owned by James & Marlene Hardee.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located at 698 NC Hwy 210E belonging to James & Marlene Hardee of .9552 acres.  Petition was submitted to the clerk on December 21, 2006 and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency. The Planning Board recommends that if this property is annexed that it would be zoned at O&I, Office & Institutional.  

Public Hearing was closed at 7:09 P.M.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of .9552 acres located at 698 NC Hwy 210E, owned by James & Marlene Hardee, to set the zoning that was recommended by the Planning Board to O&I, Office & Institutional, and to advise that water & sewer would not be available for at least 18-24 months. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing
Conditional Use Permit – Harbor Side 514 Roland Ave.
Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:10 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on Conditional Use Permit for Harbor Side located at 514 Roland Ave. 

Town Planner Todd Rademacher was sworn in.

Planner Rademacher stated, “This is a Conditional Use Permit for the Harbor Side Development being brought to us by Hobbs Properties.

The subject property is currently zoned C-1 in the Central Business District at 514 Roland Ave. The proposed project will consist of a 5538 square foot 3-story commercial building on the road frontage and an 11-unit condominium along the waterfront. The developer is proposing the construction of a boardwalk along the waterfront with docking facilities, which must be approved by CAMA and as agreed upon with the developer allowed for interconnectivity with future boardwalk expansions and access to the public. The developer has stated he has an interest in working with neighboring property owners on continuing the boardwalk project. This increase in height is allowed as the property is located in the C-1 Central Business District and is defined as Urban Water front in the Town Land Use Plan. Joining uses in the area are restaurants and real estate offices and other commercial uses and as well as some other approved plans that are similar in nature in regard of height as well as mixed use development.

The Planning Board recommends approving the Conditional Use Permit for the increase in height above 48 feet, as the plan will not endanger the health and safety of the public as designed.

The Planning Board is recommending the following Conditions also be attached to the property:

1. No part of the residential building shall exceed 60 feet in height.
2. No part of the Commercial building shall exceed 55 feet in height.

3. The commercial building & residential buildings must be permitted simultaneously as the residential allotment is directly tied to the amount of commercial on the site.

4. That the first floor system be installed and inspected prior to the issuance of any residential certificate of occupancies. The commercial building must be completed prior to all final occupancy certificates being issued.

5. Boardwalk construction will allow for perpetual public access and connectivity to any future boardwalks constructed on adjoining properties.

This development will not endanger the values of neighboring properties, as it is consistent with other CUP's issued in the direct vicinity.

Finally, the use is in compliance with other approved uses in the area and is consistent with the urban water front regulations as found in the Town's urban waterfront district described in the 2005 land use plan.”

Attorney Lanier advised that Mr. Hobbs has an opportunity to ask Mr. Rademacher any questions.  

Greg Hobbs was sworn in.

Greg Hobbs, 3401 Alamance Drive, Raleigh, NC, stated, “That we are property owners in Pender and Onslow County and have been for many generations.  Thank you for allowing use to present tonight.  Some of you may remember this project it came through a couple of years ago, very similar the difference is that this is a condo project instead of condotel which we understand have been a problem managing and we feel this will be a much easier project to manage and are more in consistence with your urban waterfront zoning and the guidelines set forth in your town plan.  I have with me some boards that show the elevation that I would like to present. I will present to the Council and then to the audience.  The building in the back is four stories and the building in the front is 3 stories consistent with what the Town Planner gave you. This building will not exceed the height limitation as set forth in the Special Use recommendations and like wise the commercial building.  These buildings are separate this is the front of the property which is the commercial building.  Both building will be permitted simultaneously and built concurrent. And now I will present to the audience.”

Mayor Pro Tem Albury asked, “The elevation shaft there, how high above the roof is it going to be.”

Mr. Hobbs stated, “That this is an architectural element and it is approximately 5 feet above but does not exceed the 60 feet.”

Mayor Pro Tem Albury stated, “That it will be right at 60.”  

Mr. Hobbs stated, “Right at 60, actually it is about 55 feet but the architect has suggested this in keeping with the architectural of the project to give it a little bit of pizzazz. It cost more money to do it but we felt it was worthwhile instead of having it plain.”

Mr. Hobbs showed it to the audience.

Mr. Hobbs stated, “This is the proposed elevation of Harbor Side in Surf City.  On the waterfront it is at 514 Roland Ave.”

Mayor Pro Tem Albury stated, “It is right there next to the Crab Pot.”

Mr. Hobbs stated, “It’s four stories in the back.  This is up close on the front of the lot and I’ll show you on the site plan in just a minute how they work together. Again three stories on the front, four on the back with exterior patios on the front.  Council, Mayor any questions on the elevation?  

If I may I will present the site plan.

Starting at this end of the Yow channel is the interconnected boardwalk that the Town Planner mentioned. We will build in such a way to encourage our neighbors to connect with us to hopefully one day all will be interconnected all the way around the channel.  Beyond that is a small swimming pool. And back in, this is a little hard to follow, so if you would follow my finger, this is the footprint of the rear building the residential building.  There is some green space and we have address the needs of the environment with the irrigation and the landscape plan as described by your ordinance in addition to that we addressed the lighting plan, so we are not flooding our neighbors with light. In the front is the commercial building with vehicle traffic, sidewalks, hopefully we will have some boat traffic back here.  I use it when I go to the Crab Pot and Crab House next door.  Any questions.” 

Councilman Curley stated, “There is no retention basin in this project, is that correct.”

Mr. Hobbs stated, “The retention basin it’s all underground.”

Councilman Curley stated, “It’s all a underground system.”

Mr. Hobbs stated, “It’s an underground system, it’s very expensive to construct like this but.”

Councilman Curley stated, “Where is, is it in the green area.”

Mr. Hobbs stated, “It’s in the green area.”

Mr. Hobbs showed it to the audience.

“Here again is the Yow’s channel that connects to the Intracoastal waterway and many of you know that Yow’s boat yard is right across the street here is at the end of the channel. This is Century 21 and the Crab Pot next to it, fish house.  This is the building I was referring to it’s sitting on the back residential component and this is the commercial development of the project.  This is the underground storm water storage that we were just talking about.  There are 31 parking spaces. 

That concludes this part of my presentation, which is the Conditional Use Permit for Harbor Side at 514 Roland Ave.”

Mayor Guy stated, “Anyone else have any questions of Mr. Hobbs? Thank you sir.”

Councilman Curley asked, “The urban waterfront on the island is it from the Intracoastal starting at the trailer park and run to New River Drive.”  

Planner Rademacher stated, “The urban waterfront actually runs, once you get on the island the urban waterfront follows both sides of Roland Ave.”

Councilman Curley stated, “Both sides of Roland Ave.”

Planner Rademacher stated, “Yes sir, both sides of Roland Ave. the Sound side of N. New River Drive to basically you get across the street here”

Councilman Curley stated, “On the other side of Roland Ave what is it just Roland Ave”

Planner Rademacher stated, “Yes”

Carolyn Kugatow was sworn in.

Carolyn Kugatow, 1118 S. Shore Drive, stated, “We received a letter stating saying that this Hobbs Properties was seeking approval to exceed 48 foot height limit on the property and that’s what I’m objecting to.  I see no compelling reason to raise the height.  I think our zoning ordinance should remain as it is.  We are talking the causeway the main entrance into our island, what is the reason for raising the height of these buildings.  That’s all I have to say.”

Councilman Curley stated, “There is an exception, they have the right to ask to go to 60 feet.”

Carolyn Kugatow stated, “I understand but what I’m saying what is the compelling reason other than.”

Councilman Curley stated, “Economics ”

Carolyn Kugatow stated, “Economics exactly, we are talking the causeway we have just a limited area for the causeway the buildings that are there I assume are high enough, the East Coast Tackle, the Wings, Eagles those are high buildings and I assume that this will be higher. I see not reason for that.”

Councilman Curley stated, “The marina has permission to build a 60 foot buildings in the marina.” 

Carolyn Kugatow stated, “I understand but that doesn’t make this correct, this is the causeway that’s on New River Drive.”

Councilman Curley stated, “I think the theme that was suggested was that the architectural theme thought that area is that was the suggestion was.”

Carolyn Kugatow stated, “That it would make it look wonderful to have two high rise buildings, no I don’t see that logic at all but my argument is that the zoning ordinance does not allow for this extra height then way are we allowing it.  What is the reason for it.”

Manager Moore stated, “In the urban waterfront district it does allow to come and go to that height.”

Carolyn Kugatow stated, “My letter says that they are requesting approval to exceed the 48 foot height limit, so I read that to mean that the height limit is 48 feet.”

Manager Moore stated, “I think that the current ordinance allows.”

Planner Rademacher stated, “That’s correct, the height limit, the standard is 48 feet. If you are on the mainland or within the urban waterfront district you allowed to apply for a conditional use permit to exceed the 48 feet height limit like they have across the street, like they have at the marina property, and Gateway Plaza out on the mainland.  To touch on the ways, that the town was interested in doing this in the urban waterfront district was basically that our zoning ordinance previously basically allowed for no commercial uses, allowed for commercial uses, but it was more advantageous to be developed strictly as residential properties and we were seeing that being more and more prevalent here in the central business district here in town where the land was being used for residential uses and in a step to protect the commercial area on Roland Ave working with the developers more modern style development allowing people to do mix of residential uses while still requiring them to do commercial uses.  You can’t have the residential use with the commercial use in order to get that balance we needed to allow them the chance or opportunity to go up an additional 12 feet. But in order to do that and to protect the neighboring properties we made it an conditional use permit so special conditions as we listed before and opportunity for a public hearing to bring it before the public.” 

Carolyn Kugatow stated, “Well I’m here to object, basically what he is saying is that they are asking for a variance a conditional use and I’m saying there’s no repealing reason for it. I don’t have any objection to residential and commercial on that lot there is no problem with that I just don’t see any reason why it would have to exceed the height limit that we already have in our zoning ordinance.”

Michael Kugatow was sworn in. 

Michael Kugatow, 1118 S. Shore Drive, stated, “My objection is that if we are going to change the height it should be done by the Council and by the citizens of the community and not just between the developer and the Planning Board.  I object to this height I would like to see the town say once you exceed this height then you are going to go up another 12 feet ok.  It will go by the same process. Cause when you raise the height restriction and eliminate the old restrictions lets do it properly.”

Public Hearing was closed at 7:29 P.M.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to deny the Conditional Use Permit for Harbor Side located at 514 Roland Ave. With no second to the motion the motion died. 

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the Conditional Use Permit for Harbor Side located at 514 Roland Ave. 

Attorney Charles Lanier stated, “That the Council need to make the motion to address the four factors.”

Four Factors that must be present to issue a CUP
1. That the use will not materially endanger the public health or safety if located where proposed and developed according to the plan as submitted and approved by the issuance of the conditional use permit.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve that factor #1 is true. Councilman Curley seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

2. That the use meets all required conditions and specifications.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve that factor #2 is true. Councilman Medlin seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

3. That the use will not substantially injure the value of adjoining or abutting property, or that the use is a public necessity.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve that factor #3 is true. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

4. That the location and character of the use if developed according to the plan as submitted and approved will be in harmony with the area in which it is to be located and in general conformity with the land use plan and its policies for growth and development as applicable in the Town of Surf City.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve that factor #4 is true. Councilman Curley seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the permit with the 5 conditions that the Planning Board recommended be met. Councilman Curley seconded motion. Motion carried 4 yes – 1 no (Mayor Pro Tem Albury).

Harbor Side Site Plan
Planner Rademacher stated, “that the applicant, Hobbs Properties, is requesting approval of a Site Plan. This site plan is based on the CUP and conditions that were proposed on the previous agenda item.

The subject property is currently zoned C-1 in the Central Business District. The proposed project will consist of a 5538 square foot 3-story commercial building on the road frontage and an 11-unit condominium along the waterfront. The developer is proposing the construction of a boardwalk along the waterfront with docking facilities, which must be approved by CAMA and as agreed upon with the developer allowed for interconnectivity with future boardwalk expansions and access to the public. The developer has stated he has an interest in working with neighboring property owners on continuing the boardwalk project. A fire hydrant will be placed at the front of the project and water and sewer show compliance with the ordinances. Sidewalks, landscaping and stormwater area all designed in accordance with the ordinance. Also included in your packet is a lighting plan showing compliance with the new lighting ordinance.

The plans have been reviewed by all appropriate departments and is approved must be built in compliance with the ordinance and any attached conditions denoted in the Conditional Use Permit.

The Planning Board recommends approval of the site plan as the developer has shown compliance with all ordinances.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the Harbor Side site plan. Councilman Medlin seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution on Directing the Clerk to investigate a petition for contiguous volunteer annexation and set a public hearing – 10.8 acres Batts on JH Batts Rd.
Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to direct the Clerk to investigate a Petition for satellite annexation, to set a Public Hearing date for May 1, 2007 and send the request to the Planning Board for zoning recommendation.  Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion unanimously carried.  Copy of Resolutions is attached to these minutes.

Broadway Ave. access use request – Waveski Surfing Contest

Manager Moore stated that Gordon Rock and the US Waveski Surfing Association have requested the use of the Broadway Ave access for a waveski surfing contest on May 19-20.

Motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Albury to approve surfing contest request. Councilman Fowler seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.
Resolution Authorizing the Filing of an Application for Local Government Commission

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to approve the Resolution Authorizing the filing of an application for the Local Government Commission and to allow Manager Moore to execute the document. Councilman Medlin seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.
Wastewater System Update Gus Simmons, Cavanaugh & Associates.

Last week met with Construction Grants and Loans for wastewater projects.  Received comments back with positive results. 

Mainland Pump Station and Juniper Swamp Treatment projects are on schedule. 

Water System Update, Dan Dawson, WK Dickson

Mr. Dawson introduced Jim Snyder who will be the inspector for the water line and water treatment plant projects.  He has 20 years experience and 5 years with WK Dickson.  The water treatment plant has a 12-month construction timeframe with 1-month startup. If start in May 2007 – start up scheduled for May 2008 and online in June. 

Public Forum

Bill Martin, 1701 N. Shore Drive, The Town of Surf City has always been an advocate of families and made all their major decisions in favor of public health, safety and welfare.

It has come to our attention that the city is contemplating placing additional parking on Broadway against our complex. While we understand the Town may use this right of way, the Council has an obligation when making such a decision to consider the health, safety and welfare of citizenry and the general public. The Summerwinds Townhome Homeowner Association believes that this taking for the purposes of public parking for the benefit of a few presents huge issues of safety, and infringes on our welfare by wrongfully interfering with our rights as individual citizens and as a complex to be able to have peaceful enjoyment and habitation on our property in a safe and secure environment.

Safety and enjoyment of owners, guests and renters in our complex will definitely become compromised by the addition of public parking on Broadway. The Town's proposal, to the best of our understanding, will place parking perpendicular to Broadway between the two driveways. The front driveway serves units A-D and the back driveway that is connected internally to Summerwinds Place starting on North New River and winding thru the complex, exiting on Broadway, will potentially serve 18 units: E,F,G,H,102,104,106,108,110,112,114,116,118,120, 205,207,209 and 215

The N.C. department of transportation requires a site triangle at all major driveway exits, 10ft x 70 ft. This means you have to see clearly from 10 ft back from Broadway and 70 along Broadway. Placing parking perpendicular to Broadway and parallel to our driveways will obstruct the line of site of oncoming and outgoing traffic, endangering drivers, passengers and pedestrians on the sidewalk. If the sidewalk is relocated against the property line of Summerwinds this action has the potential of causing major liability issues for both the Town of Surf City and our complex. If the Town removes the sidewalk the action will be in breach of the Town's requirement and contract with the developer of the complex Summerwinds Inc.

During the development and cities approval of this complex the developer was strongly encouraged to place an irrigation system to water the vegetation and the lawn. The sprinkler system and all of the metered utilities are all in this location. Parking on our meters will cause our pipes to collapse; and in addition, meters located under the cars, will deprive us access to the meters.

We understand that the Town is searching for additional parking in order to receive additional various federal monies to provide beach re-nourishment. But it is our understanding that the parking needs to be placed in a distributive manner, not lumping it into one location. Our suggestion is to place parking in a distributive manner along North Shore Drive. The Town can place parking perpendicular to the dunes at each of the public crossings since the right-of-way ends at the base of the dunes and there is ample space for parking. Most of the lots along that stretch are un-rebuild able and will more likely never become buildable.

During the month of July and August the day trippers congregate at this area because the Town has provided the bath houses and parking area, not to mention the wonderful park. We have no problem with this endeavor. What we have issues with is when they park on the sidewalks along Broadway and North Shore Drive and pedestrians and people in wheel chairs are deprived of the Town's intent of the sidewalk ordinances. When we, as Owners and guests at Summerwinds have had to call the police, we have been told that nothing can be done; they are on public property.

They use our private gazebo and trespass under our units and use our showers. We have had to run off many people from our swimming pool and endure profanity. We have purchased these units for their beauty serenity and enjoyment of the family environment it depicts. But for many of us we must rent these units to afford them. When renters complain about trespassers and rude drunken behavior and treatment from day trippers they will not return, much to our detriment. This affects us financially and emotionally. Adding 6 -8 parking spots to our side of the road will cause this attitude to come to our doorsteps and affect our property value and the ability to enjoy our property peacefully.

This is the same if not a worst situation than occurred at the canals where parking is prohibited during certain hours because of the issues created by Squeeky’s. They now park at the parking lot across the street from Summerwinds. We do not desire to have them parking against Summerwinds. We had to endure the same issues when the Mermaid was next to us with people drinking and doing drugs under our units and having to call the police to remove them from our driveways.

We are confident that if the parking is placed against our complex it will result in lawsuits because of the many safety reasons previously mentioned. Someone can accidentally drive thru our sitting area next to the swimming pool where people will be congregating under their umbrellas and kids are playing. The greatly increased possibility of those people being injured or possibly killed by negligent and/or inebriated drivers cannot be dismissed. What happens when a kid is playing ball and the ball runs out in front of a parking car? People will not transition from walking down a zigzag sidewalk, and will walk behind a backing car. If any of these acts occur we will consider this an intentionally negligent and unconscionable act by the Town. We will be contacting our insurance carriers alerting them of the intentional peril that the Town is contemplating placing this complex. This will be a particularly egregious choice for public parking since there are many other options that the Town Council can consider which will not compromise the safety and welfare of the general public and this complex.

Lilmar Taylor Williams, Beautification and Appearance Committee is working with staff toward getting welcome signs improved, landscaped and done by Memorial Day
Winnie King, 1606 N. Shore Drive,  stated that Mr. Martin suggested that all the lots three on N. Shore Drive are unbuildable, that does not mean that they are going to be unbuildable.  We had a house there long before his and didn’t plan to have any cars parked in front of her lot. 

Debbie Petty, 1601 N. Shore Drive, stated that she was concerned about the noise, trespassing, children’s playground area that someone is going to get hit on Broadway Ave. if parking is allowed to be added on the street. 

Brenda Golder, 1313 N. New River Drive, commented that the litter was bad on the two empty lots on either side of her residents and that they are overgrown with briars. She asked that the Town have the lots cleaned up.

Connie Paschall, Beautification & Appearance Committee Chairwoman, invited everyone to the Arbor Day Celebration on Friday, April 17th at 10:00 am at the Surf City Community Center.

Councilman Medlin reminded everyone about Easter Sunday Sunrise Services.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury thanked everyone for coming. Mayor Pro Tem Albury asked when the parking lot on N. Shore Drive would be completed.  Manager Moore stated that it is in design.

Councilman Fowler thanked everyone for coming and invited everyone to come to the Soundside Park at 10:00 Saturday for an Easter Egg Hunt.

Councilman Helms thanked everyone for coming.

Manager Report

· House Moving Request 1815 S. Shore Drive.
Councilman Fowler made a motion to approve the house moving requests, with the homes being moved Monday - Friday.  Councilman Helms seconded motion. Motion unanimously carried.

· Requested the Council to approve an Interlocal Cooperation Agreement for the Division of Sales tax.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement for the Division of Sales Tax.  Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion. Motion unanimously carried.

· Council directed staff to sand push the beach before the May 15th deadline in the area in which CAMA would allow (escarpment areas). CAMA in Wilmington and Morehead City was saying ok and the contractor is lined up and can get the work done in three weeks, but that there was a flag risen that Wildlife may try to deny it because of the piping plover bird which is around inlets.   CAMA does not know how that portion got onto the permit because we don’t have an inlet or those types of birds.  Mayor Guy will be going to Raleigh to try to work this out. 

· The Police Department is experimenting with a new camera system at the Roland Ave. beach access.  It has produced its first ticket as a suspect decided to go onto the Town’s pier at Soundside Park to drink beer and was photographed.

Town Attorney Report

On March 9, 2005 the Board of Adjustment granted a variance to Lloyd  & Milton Hunter for a residence being built at 1220 S. Shore Drive.

That decision was appealed to the superior court of Pender County, which the Judged approved with what the Board of Adjustments had said.

Then it was taken to the Court of Appeals, and today the Court of Appeals affirmed with what the Board of Adjustments did.
