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Town of Surf City

Regular Council Meeting Minutes

October 3, 2006
Mayor Guy called the regular monthly meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 7:00 p.m.  Councilman Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Mayor Pro Tem Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Attorney Charles Lanier, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Director Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold. 

Beautification and Appearance Recognitions

Beautification & Appearance Committee Chairman Connie Paschall presented the Home of the Month for October 2006 to Bradley Wootten located at 301 S. Shore Drive and the Business of the Month for October 2006 to Mo & Anita Afify, owner of Access Realty & A’N’A Builders located at 13480 Hwy 50/210.

Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the September 5, 2006 Regular Meeting were recommended for approval by Town Attorney Charles Lanier. Motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Albury and seconded by Councilman Fowler to approve as presented and was carried unanimously.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:02 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of 28.42 acres located off NC Hwy 210E and is owned by Gladys Orr, Anna Lanier, Robert Justice & Daniel Justice.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located off NC Hwy 210E belonging to Gladys Orr, Anna Lanier, Robert Justice & Daniel Justice of 28.42 acres.  Petition was submitted to the clerk on August 23, 2006 and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency. The Planning Board recommends that if this property is annexed that it would be zoned at R-15.  

No Public Comment.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:04 P.M.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of 28.42 acres located off NC Hwy 210E, owned by Gladys Orr, Anna Lanier, Robert Justice & Daniel Justice, to set the zoning that was recommended by the Planning Board to R-15 and to advise that water would not be available for at least 18 months. Councilman Helms seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:06 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of 4.64 acres located at 269 NC Hwy 210E and is owned by Nancy & Thomas D’Alio.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located at 269 NC Hwy 210E belonging to Nancy & Thomas D’Alio of 4.64 acres.  Petition was submitted to the clerk on August 25, 2006 and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency. The Planning Board recommends that if this property is annexed that it would be zoned at C-3.  

No Public Comment

Public Hearing was closed at 7:07 P.M.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of 4.64 acres located at 269 NC Hwy 210E, owned by Nancy & Thomas D’Alio, to set the zoning that was recommended by the Planning Board to C-3 and to advise that water would not be available for 18 to 24 months. Councilman Fowler seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:08 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of 3.00 acres located at 1215 NC Hwy 210 E and is owned by Kevin Harrington.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located at 1215 NC Hwy 210 E belonging to Kevin Harrington of 3.00 acres.  Petition was submitted to the clerk on June 26, 2006 and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency. The Planning Board recommends that if this property is annexed that it would be zoned at R-10.  

Betty Saunders, 1185 NC Hwy 210E, asked what does this annexation mean for her property.

Planner Rademacher stated that the annexed property would have Surf City taxes, water, sewer, zoning, etc but that she would still be under Pender County regulations.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:11 P.M.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of 3.00 acres located at 1215 NC Hwy 210 E, owned by Kevin Harrington, to set the zoning that was recommended by the Planning Board to R-10, and to advise that water would not be available for 18 to 24 months. Councilman Medlin seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:13 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on satellite annexation of 21.72 acres located off NC Hwy 210E and is owned by Harry Cordts.

Manager Moore stated that the Town received a request for voluntary annexation of property located off NC Hwy 210E belonging to Harry Cordts of 21.72 acres.  Petition was submitted to the clerk on August 25, 2006 and the clerk did do her certificate of sufficiency. The Planning Board recommends that if this property is annexed that it would be zoned for the front 600’ from Hwy 210 as C-3 and the remainder of the property at MFC, Multi-Family Cluster.  

Councilman Curley asked if that was 600’ from the property line of the roadway.

Planner Rademacher stated that it was 600’ from the roadway.

Charles Bell, 256 Twin Oaks Drive, Hampstead, asked if the proposed annexation had access on Hwy 210.  He requested that the town charge an impact fee for roads to help with the traffic.  He stated that sometimes it takes him 30 minutes to get to the beach.  

Planner Rademacher stated that the Council has passed ordinances to require connectivity roads to help with traffic.  Planner Rademacher gave Village of Turtle Creek and Saltwater Landing as examples of where additional accesses were required.   

Charles Bell stated that the developments are putting a lot of traffic onto Hwy 210.

Alena Smith, 1161 Spot Lane, stated that NCDOT required Saltwater Landing and Turtle Creek to put in turn lanes.
Charles Bell stated that development is great but that he would like Council to consider impact fees for the development of road and sewer.

Planner Rademacher stated that each developer is charged water and sewer impact fees of $7000 per unit toward the expansion and development of water and sewer. 

Public Hearing was closed at 7:21 P.M.

Councilman Helms made a motion to approve the satellite annexation of 21.72 acres located off NC Hwy 210E, owned by Harry Cordts, to set the zoning that was recommended by the Planning Board to be zoned for the front 600’ from Hwy 210 as C-3 and the remainder of the property at MFC, Multi-Family Cluster, and advised that water would not be available for 18 to 24 months. Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of Ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Firefighter Appreciation Month Proclamations

Mayor Guy presented the Town of Surf City Firefighters and the Surf City Volunteer Firefighters with a Proclamation of Appreciation announcing that October 2006 as Firefighter Appreciation Month and for helping raise money for Muscular Dystrophy.  Amy Pollock, MDA, announced that the firefighters had raised $3,000.00. Christina Bland, representing Muscular Dystrophy and granddaughter of Dot Bland, presented the firefighters with a certificate thanking them for their help.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:28 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on text amendment for Section 12-15 Drug Paraphernalia.

Attorney Lanier stated that there is a state ordinance against the possession and sell of drug paraphernalia but that this proposed ordinance is more detailed to stop the businesses from selling these certain items in town. 

District Attorney Ben David stated that he was in support of this ordinance and stated the State Law in Chapter 90 was a Class 1 Misdemeanor and the Surf City Ordinance would be a Class 3 Misdemeanor if it went to court.  He stated that he would be happy to prosecute on this ordinance and that drugs were the fuel engine of crime. 

Bob McClatchey, 1118 S. Topsail Drive, stated that he couldn’t believe these items were being sold in Surf City and was in favor of the ordinance. 

Debra Bell, 256 Twin Oaks Drive, stated that she was the Parent Leader of the Parent Corp to help protect kids from alcohol, tobacco, and illegal drugs. She stated she was in favor of this ordinance. 

Charles Bell, 256 Twin Oaks Drive, showed Council pictures that he had taken at Waves, and stated that these items were at kids’ eye level.

Betty Saunders, 1185 NC Hwy 210E, stated that her grandkids want to shop in these businesses and she is in favor of the ordinance. 

Christina Bland, 2735 S. Shore Drive, stated that she hoped that the ordinance would pass.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:40 P.M.

Attorney Lanier stated that he would recommend the Council to consider an effective date to allow the businesses to be notified if ordinance is approved.

Police Chief Halstead stated the he recommended to allow his department one week so that he could personally go around and advise the business of a change in the ordinance. 

Councilman Medlin made a motion to approve the amendment to 12-15 Drug Paraphernalia and have the effective date to be October 10, 2006. Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. Copy of ordinance is attached to these minutes.

Designation of Voting Delegate and Alternate Voting Delegate for the 2006 Annual NCLM Business Meeting

Councilman Medlin made a motion to appoint Mayor Guy as voting Delegate and Mayor Pro Tem Albury as Alternate Voting Delegate for the 2006 Annual NCLM Business Meeting. Councilman Helms seconded motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

Tidewater Landing Preliminary Plan 
Planner Rademacher stated that the applicants are seeking approval of a 23-lot subdivision.  The property is located on Virginia Creek at the end of Holly Hill Road.  The property has been satellite annexed into Surf City and is Zoned R-15 residential.  This zoning only allows for the development of single-family homes on minimum lots of 15,000 square feet.  

The proposed road system is being constructed within previously recorded right of ways and meets the requirements of the ordinances and will consist of public streets with sidewalks and street trees. Streetlights have also been shown on this plan in compliance with the subdivision ordinance. The developer has extended Crabcatcher Court for connectivity to any future developments.  

The developer is proposing the development of a dock system for the neighborhood as well as the construction of a gazebo and tot lot.  The plans call for .47 acres being set aside for green space.

The water and sewer system is being put in as a dry system as there is no connection to Surf City water and sewer at this time.  The water/sewer plans show the proper lines being developed and a future site for a lift station to be established.  Until water and sewer is available this development will utilize septic systems and wells for service.  Note that lots 22 & 23 will currently be used as off site septic areas.  When sewer is available these lots will be available for development.  The developer will be responsible for paying impact fees prior to the town signing any permits for the installation of water/sewer lines. Impact fees are $7000.00 per lot/unit.

All applicable state/federal permits, including a major CAMA, will need to be obtained prior to the construction of this new neighborhood.

The Planning Board recommends approval of this preliminary plat.

Councilman Curley asked if the county could put water line in an area where there is Surf City annexed property.

Councilman Medlin stated that yes they could have county water but they would switch to the town’s system when it becomes available.

Manager Moore stated that he has approached the county and was told there were building the lines and didn’t care what Surf City did.  When Surf City water is available the annexed property must tie into our water and sewer lines.

Councilman Medlin stated that he heard the contractor had stopped the job and was leaving for a South Carolina job.

Manager Moore stated that he had asked for copies of the plans and all he received was a NCDOT list of roads the water line would be running on.  The engineers received a preliminary plan that was so small it was difficult to read but it looked like the lines were going to be placed on the same side of the road as our sewer and at points it looked like it was on top of our sewer line. Mr. Moore stated that the lines would be in the state right-of-way and NCDOT gave them permission to be there.

Planner Rademacher stated the line size is not up to our fire code or utility ordinance.

Manager Moore stated that they have 4” and 6” lines.

Fire Chief Rivenbark stated that the line size is not any good for fire flow.  He stated that the Fire Department needs to know how to identify the different hydrants to receive the proper flow.

Manager Moore stated that he has approached the county several times and haven’t received any help.

Mayor Guy stated that it a waste of county tax dollars to have two lines running into the same area and feels the Town Attorney should look into the matter.

Councilman Helms made the motion to approve the Tidewater Landing Preliminary Plan.  Councilman Fowler seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously. 

Dolphin Plaza site plan
Planner Rademacher stated that the applicants are seeking approval of a 7954.25 square foot shopping center on North Topsail Drive.  The property is located behind the existing M&M Plaza Shopping center. This property is zoned MU mixed use and allows for the development of commercial buildings as well as residential developments.  The developers are proposing the construction of 9 individual units as part of this project.

A storm water plan has been submitted and the site plan is showing compliance with the landscaping, parking and sidewalk ordinances.  All lighting of the site must comply with the town’s lighting ordinance.

This plan has been reviewed by all town departments and is found to be in compliance with the Town ordinances.

The Planning Board recommends approval of this site plan as it meets the requirements of the ordinance.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to approve the Dolphin Plaza site plan.  Councilman Fowler seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.
Resolution Authoring the Execution of Public Access Grant Contract 
Councilman Fowler made the motion to authorize Mayor Guy and the Town Clerk to sign and execute the contract with North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural Resources for Soundside Park Phase III Improvements Access and South New River Drive Access. Councilman Medlin seconded motion.  Motion carried unanimously.  Copies of Resolutions are attached to these minutes.
Update Report on Sewer System/Water System – Jimmy Holland, Cavanaugh & Assoc. 
· Mainland Pump Station – submitting for permitting in October

· Bike Path repairs – started Thursday.  Work did not meet NCDOT standards on slope, ponding, and lips to driveways.

· WWTP/210 – September 8th resubmitted for review and should have response by spring.

· Design on Juniper Swam irrigation layout on schedule

· Sewer permit issues on collection system being addressed.

Update Report on Water Treatment Plant – Manager Michael Moore

The Town has been receiving calls on unpleasant odor in water system.  All lines have been tested and are safe to drink.  Engineers are working with staff to have problem resolved.

Public Forum

District Attorney Ben David will be speaking at Topsail Middle and High School regarding Internet Security “Computer Cop” disc that he gives to children to help prosecute and locate predators contacting kids on the internet. 

Kathy Duden, 28 Sandy Lane, thanked the Surf City Police Department for their assistance at her son’s home.

Jim Sly, 3075 3rd Street, asked about the parking situation proposal that came before Council a couple of months ago and what was being done about people parking on the right-of-way.

Mayor Guy stated that the town has been looking for land to purchase or lease to provide more parking for the public so that people would not have to park on the right-of-ways.
Donna Lanier, 1161 Spot Lane, commended the Council for passing the drug paraphernalia ordinance.

Council Forum 

Councilman Curley thanked everyone for coming and thanked District Attorney David for coming and speaking on drug paraphernalia and computer cop.

Councilman Medlin thanked everyone for coming and asked the citizens to continue letting the Council know about problems that they have concerns about.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury thanked the citizens and District Attorney David for coming and stated that she was proud to be on the Council to pass the drug paraphernalia ordinance.

Councilman Fowler thanked everyone for coming and thanked District Attorney David for speaking on way to protect our children.

Councilman Helms thanked everyone and District Attorney David for coming.  He invited everyone to come to the Fire Prevention Safety Fair on Saturday October 7th at 10-2pm.

· Mayor Guy has held three bird flu meetings in the last 6 months and the Pender County Health Department is working with the Police and Fire Department in classes to educate them on symptoms and how to avoid contamination.

Town Attorney Report


Attorney Lanier stated that with the passing of the drug paraphernalia ordinance, it is a step in the right direction to have the support of the District Attorney David with the Police Department to combat the problem of drugs.
