Mayor Guy called the recessed special meeting of the Surf City Town Council to order at 8:00 a.m. Mayor Pro Tem Medlin gave the invocation, and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance. Also present for the meeting were Councilwoman Albury and Councilmen Fowler and Helms, Finance Director Jane Kirk and Town Clerk Patricia E. Arnold. 
Council Workshop
Sewer Information
Manager Moore gave the Council a breakdown of the sewer projects that were discussed at the January 12, 2008 workshop. A copy of the breakdown is attached to these minutes.
Recreation Master Planning

Manager Moore gave the Council a proposed drawing of how the Community Center property will look like through the Recreation Master Plan. He also gave them a copy of the Sports Complex at Moose Lodge Memorandum of Understanding and a copy of the proposed site layout. Councilwoman Albury asked that in the next budget the Council consider adding more playground equipment for older children to the Broadway Ave. Park.
Curb Side Recycling Program

Manager Moore is still gathering information for this service.  It may cost $100-$150,000 a year and hopes that the rental agencies will help bring the carts and recycle bins back up to the house off of the roadway. Councilwoman Albury asked that this come back to Council at budget time.
Sidewalks

Manager Moore is to gather information about starting a sidewalk program to have them all linked together.
Tourism

Consensus of the Council was to look into putting a Tourism office at the old Cindy’s location.  Councilman Curley asked if it would be feasible to do it Island wide and get the other towns to help fund to make it a Regional Tourism Office.  This would be a place for meetings and weddings that would allow the renter to get a temporary ABC permit.  Manager Moore is to get preliminary plans for banquet and tourism office. 
Town Hall
The property has been purchased for the new Town hall.
NC Division of Marine fisheries

Manager Moore gave Council a copy of the 5 options for the Advisory Committee to review for potential funding and advised that he is just waiting for a response from NCDMF.
District/Ward

Manager Moore discussed the possibility of having voting districts/wards.  He will be gathering information on how this could be done so that all areas of Surf City will be represented in the future.
Hazard Mitigation
Finance Director Kirk and Inspector Casey gave the Council an update of the mitigation grant that they were looking into.

Beach Nourishment

Manager Moore gave Council a copy of the Draft Surf City and North Topsail Beach, NC Shore Protection Project Feasibility Report to review. They are hoping to see the project start in 2012.
CRC/CRAC
Manager Moore gave the Council an update of the Planning Session Background Information from the Coastal Resources Commission meeting. 
Sick Leave
Councilman Helms asked the Council to change the sick leave allowance so that open positions within the town would show more update benefits. Manager Moore is to come back before Budget time and have a workshop on the entire personnel policy.

Bird Flu

Manager Moore gave the Council a Bird Flu update written by Dean Mitchell of the Governor’s Office.  A copy of this update is attached to these minutes.
