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Town of Surf City

Special Council Meeting 

June 29, 2004

Mayor Guy called the special meeting to order at 5:15 p.m.  Mayor Guy gave the invocation and Councilman Curley led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Also present for the meeting were Mayor Pro Tem Albury, Councilmen Helms and Fowler, Town Manager J. Michael Moore, Finance Director Jane Kirk, and Town Clerk Patricia Arnold. Councilman Medlin arrived at 5:25 p.m.

PARTF Discussion

Town Manager advised the Council of Steve Moler’s recommendations to the Council. Steve Moler is a Recreation Consultant. Surf City received a grant from the Parks and Recreation Trust Fund for $250,000 to acquire land and develop a park in 2002.  As of this date no funds have been expended from that grant to buy land or develop recreation facilities.  The present expiration date is October 15, 2004.

The project has been delayed because suitable land could not be purchased at the original proposed location or price. Now that the Town has acquired land, in a different location, through donation, the following steps have to be compiled before the grant can continue. The project must be amended to remove land acquisition. A new site plan must be prepared for the new site. A park specific Master Plan will be developed. New costs estimates will be required for the new site and the facilities to be built on the site.  A new environmental assessment of the new site will have to be prepared.  A new certification form will have to be approved and signed by the Town Board.  New floor plans for the community center will have to be submitted.  A public hearing or meeting will be required to inform the public that you are moving to a new site and what changes have been made in the project.  Evidence of the public hearing and the public responses must be recorded and submitted.

Preparing this information is the same as submitting for a new grant and this will take about 90 days to get done, which is the ending date of the grant. (October 15, 2004)

When this information is submitted and approved by the PARTF Authority, then Surf City will be given a 1-year extension on the existing project.   New project period will be October 15, 2004 to October 15, 2005.  All work on the project must be completed by this date. 

Advantages of keeping the present grant of $250,000

1. Surf City was sent the $250,000 at the beginning of the project and has earned interest on the money.

2. Town has the money in the bank.

Disadvantages of keeping the present grant of $250,000


1. Surf City has to submit all new information on the new site.

2. Town will have only one year to get all construction done and no extensions will be given.

3. Town will only have $250,000 to put toward a $2,000,000 project.

4. Town will have to budget all of the money to match the whole project in one year (Approximately $1,750,000).

5. The quality of the project will be reduced because of the short time frame. 

Advantages of returning the present grant of $250,000

1. Surf City would be eligible for a grant of $500,000 toward the project of $2,000,000.

2. It will give you more time to properly plan the new site and to develop a quality project.

3. Town will have 3 years to complete the project after May of 2005.  This will allow budgeting over three years not one year. 

4. Town will have to submit the same information listed above for a new grant and you will have until January 31, 2005 to get the information submitted. (Not October 15, 2004)

5. As of this date, the Town of Surf City has not spent any money on this project.  Therefore, the town will not loose any money if the grant is returned.

Disadvantages of returning the present grant of $250,000

1. Sending in a whole new project will mean competing with other projects for funding in May 2005.

2. There is no guarantee that the PARTF Authority will fund the Town’s new project.  However, the PARTF Authority will have a complete explanation of why Surf City return this grant.  Also, they will have a better planned project and a project with a higher score, which will almost assure funding of $500,000.

3. Wait until next year to learn if the Town has been funded is certainly a disadvantage.

4. Next year PARTF monies will be available on a reimbursement basis, rather than getting Surf City’s share at the beginning of the project.

5. Before, the funds can be returned, the town must hold public hearing or meeting to inform the public that you intended to return the money and why.  Also, a letter will have to be written to the PARTF Authority explaining why the Town wants to return the money.  Copies of this letter must be sent to the legislators for your district so that they know why the money was returned. Also, Town must calculate the amount of interest earned on $250,000 since June 1, 2002 and return the interest with the base amount. 

Mayor Pro Tem Albury asked if the Manager had the employees to get the paperwork done and to PARTF in less than 3 months?

Manager Moore stated that he would have to get a consulting firm to assist with the necessary paperwork to meet the timeline. 

Councilman Fowler asked if the town could resubmit with new environmental assessment and reuse other information.

Manager Moore stated Mr. Moler was only reasonably sure (95%) of the town getting $250,000 more for the project.

Mayor Guy stated that when resources are limited, and you send money back it’s harder to get again.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury asked if staff could get this done and not run out of time?

Manager Moore stated that we were talking about a metal building, tennis court, and a ball field.  He couldn’t see anything to take a long construction time, planning has already been done waiting on a site. 

Mayor Pro Tem Albury asked if town had until 2005.

Manager Moore stated he would have to resubmit to get permission to extend time to 2005.  He couldn’t move on construction until he had approval from PARTF on extension. 

Mayor Pro Tem Albury asked if staff could get paperwork done in less than 2 months?

Manager Moore stated no, maybe a 60-90 day turnaround. It must be completed by Oct 15, 2004.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury stated she thought it was foolish not to try to make that date and keep the money.

Councilman Curley asked if it would cost more money to get everything completed by the Oct 15 date?

Manager Moore stated it would be the same if we complete it now or later.

Councilman Curley stated that he felt the town should shoot for the October 15 deadline and if something comes up and it can’t be done then Council could make a final decision in September or October. 

Councilman Fowler made the motion to go ahead with completing the paperwork and resubmit for the old landfill site and if at a later date the paperwork can not submitted in time the Council will revisit to advise Manager of the next step. Right now the grant money not be returned. Mayor Pro Tem Albury seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

North Carolina Governor’s Highway Safety Program Grant Resolution

Finance Director Jane Kirk presented a Resolution to the Council from the NC Governor’s Highway Safety Program Grant.  This grant is funded 100 percent and will purchase checkpoint equipment.  Finance Director Kirk also advised that the town was awarded another grant for receiving a command mobile unit and mobile data units.  Paperwork has not arrived yet on that grant.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to approve the North Carolina Governor’s Highway Safety Grant Resolution. Councilman Helms seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously. 

Tax Releases

Tax releases were submitted by the Tax Collector for release by the Council due to clerical errors made by the county tax office on listings.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to approve tax releases. Councilman Helms seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously. Copy of Tax Releases is attached to these minutes. 

FY 2003-2004 Budget Amendment

Finance Director Jane Kirk presented end of year amendments request to the Council.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury stated that anytime a line items goes in the red that the Council did not budget for, it should be brought to the Council so they can adjust the fee and not take taxes from tax payers to pay for the item. 

Councilman Fowler made the motion to approve Budget Amendment. Councilman Helms seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously. Copy of Budget Amendment is attached to these minutes.

Surf City Volunteer EMS

Surf City Volunteer EMS Chief Jane Kirk advised the Council that Wednesday night they would be merging with Pender EMS.  SCEMS has to liquidate their money and equipment and the membership voted to give the Town of Surf City $35,000.00 for park equipment for Soundside Park.

Custodian Account Agreement

Town of Surf City’s checking account is handled through Bank of America and the Bank of New York is the new custodian of that account.

 Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to approve the Custodian Account Agreement. Councilman Helms seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 5:42 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on Budget FY 2004-2005.

Manager Moore stated he was pleased to present to the Council the proposed balanced budget for the Town of Surf City for the fiscal year 2004-2005.   This proposal is balanced without a tax increase.  The Town Council has continued to take, in his opinion, very bold steps to set and keep a positive direction for Surf City.  He stated it was a pleasure as a manager with over 30 years of experience to work with elected officials that truly see the big picture for a community and have a vision and strength to follow that vision.

Manager Moore listed some of the accomplishments this Council has completed or set into motion during the 2003-2004 budget year. 

· Council remained committed to the Soundside Park. New fishing pier is being completed as well as two public restrooms for the convenience of our citizens and visitors.

· Completed over 2 miles of pervious concrete sidewalk.  

· Completed maintenance and the painting of the water tank on the island. 

· Completed agreement for third communication antenna for the water tank and working with the town’s oldest customer for upgrading of their system. The older system pays $8000 a year and the newer two pay $2000 a month to the town.

· Continue to work with NCDOT on storm water problems. Five sites have already been installed and 3 more have been promised.

· Repaved 6th and 9th streets and watching storm water issues on both of these streets.

· Completed Phase I Bike Path and working on design and construction for Phase II Bike Path with assistance of $90,000 grant for Phase II.

· Constructed new public parking lot and restroom facility at the Broadway Street Access.

· Purchased additional land adjacent to fire station for future expansion and public parking.

· Aggressively moving with implementing the findings from the Water System Study.  Well three has come online if only for emergency purposes.  Currently continuing work for additional water sources and treatment facilities.

· Aggressively moving with implementing the findings from the Wastewater System Study.  Upgraded main pump station on the island and currently looking as sites of land for new spray irrigation areas.

· Completed a new Land Use Plan.

· Completed rewriting and updating of town’s entire Zoning Ordinance.

· Completed Hazard Mitigation Plan and have submitted to state and federal agencies for their review.

· Obtained Land for the new community facility.

Proposed Budget recommend to Council shows:

· General Fund = $3,573,540

· 5% increase over last years budget

· Accommodation Tax = $364,430

· Water and Sewer Fund  = $2,130,715

· Property Evaluation is $574,000,000, (last year was $546,000,000) which for every one cent it brings in $57,000.

· Tax Rate remains at 35 cents per $100 of evaluation.

· 5 cents (.05) of tax rate will be committed to Beach Renourishment

· From the General Fund there are 6 ½ positions proposed. One for each of the following departments: Fire, Police (through a COPS grant), Community Development, Recreation Department (for Center and Parks), and a Custodian (for town buildings). The ½ salary will be from General Fund and ½ from Utilities for Finance/IT position.

Bob McClatchy, 1118 S. Topsail Drive, asked who takes care of the maintenance for the crossovers?

Manager Moore stated that the Town does the maintenance on 22 crossovers.

Bob McClatchy stated that the Quarterhorse crossover has carpet and not a wood walkway. Shrubbery is encroaching the pathway with weeds from the adjoining properties. He stated that he fell down 4 steps Sunday because the steps were covered with sand. He stated that he cut the shrubbery and shoveled the sand away.

Polly Spedding, 2326 S. Shore Drive, stated that the sidewalk was a huge help but wanted to know if they budgeted to include grass?

Manager Moore stated that the contract was written to seed and straw the area.

No question of Council regarding general fund.

Peggy Arsenault, 288 Atkinson Point Road, asked what cable franchise was, and if that money was coming to the town. Could the town raise the price since cable raised the price for the customers? When will it come up for renewal and is there a public hearing when they renew it?

Manager Moore stated that the contract is usually a 20-year renewal contract.

Mayor Guy stated that the state controls the cable and suggested writing to utilities commission with complaints.

Peggy Arsenault asked about the water tank antennas and the town should sell space to Sprint and Verizon so customer could get better reception. 

Manager Moore stated that the town doesn’t have much room left there but looking into other companies.  Alltel is the first company and they will be removing and updating their system for better service.

Council has been putting aside money for storm water and has put aside another $50,000 for storm water.

Disaster Recovery is an addition fund of any other emergency funds and Council has set aside $595,000 just for disaster recovery in case of a hurricane. Last time a hurricane came through here it took approximately 3 million dollars of town money to get everything back running.  When you are dealing with FEMA you must put the money out first then apply and it may take 3 years before you get the money back.

Beach Renourishment with the five cents, this fund has $275,653 plus the Pender County Accommodation Tax of $170,000. Town has approximately $1,170,000 set aside for beach renourishment.

The budget also reflects the Council’s new rate structure on commercial solid waste. Last year that department was in the red. What the town was charging did not cover the disposal and was approximately $35,000 in the red. Town is currently $9,000 in the red this year so the Council approved a new rate structure. This will make the commercial to break even for this department.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury stated that if the rate increase does not break even that the staff should bring it back to the Council.

Council has adopted a rate increase that will go in effect July 1st in which customers will see in their August bill. 

The reason is to try to meet current and future needs for water development. Town is look up to $10 million dollars in expenditures that need to be done. Town is currently pushing the limit on water production right now. Town’s capacity is 1.2 million gallons and last July 4th the town pumped 1 million 5 thousand gallons. Town is fast approaching those gallons this year.

Well 3 is online but is not doing what the engineers said it was going to do. 

Director Wise stated that the engineers made some miscalculations on the capacity of this well. They stated that we could see 1,100 gallons a minute but Town is only seeing 475 gallons a minute against the head pressures in the system right now.

Mayor Guy stated that the town is trying to look toward the future and not come up later like other towns and not have an ample supply of water. 

Mr. Mills asked if there is a different rate for rental?

Manager Moore stated that everyone pays the same price for water.

Mayor Guy stated that it is considered residential and all the rates must be the same.
Manager Moore read the rate schedule. Base Rate is $11.00 for the first 2000 gallons for residential, commercial and irrigation. 

Last month alone irrigation used 2.9 million gallons of water. 

In the new tier structure the one who use the most water will be charged more.  We hope that this will encourage people to conserve water.  

New rate of 2001 – 4000 gallons will be $5.75.  Above 4001 gallons will be $6.00 per 1000 gallons. 

Rosemary Miles, 41 Oak Drive asked if the residents could use the bad water for irrigation?

Manager Moore stated that the Town would have to build a completely different system but is looking to the reuse of sewer treated water for irrigation.

Rosemary Miles stated that it sounded like residents wouldn’t need a separate irrigation meter then.

 Manager Moore stated that the water use for irrigation is not charged a sewer fee and if residents use their house systems for their irrigation they would be charged for sewer based on all the water used. Resident will see the increase in their August bill.

Mayor Guy stated that Town did make the public aware that it was addressing water rates in the newsletter of proposed water rate increase.

Rosemary Miles asked if after the projects are completed would the rate go back down.

Mayor Guy stated that the Council would like to but they don’t know at this time what kind of problems they may run into but will work had to get that done. 

Manager Moore stated that the Town is working in two directions to try to get these projects completed as soon as possible for the must benefit at the least cost. 

Barbara Morrow, 1217 North Topsail Drive asked how construction used water and how was it metered.

Manager Moore stated that the Town is trying to stop water being used for piling setting.  This process started after Fran.  Pilings had to be sunk deeper on the Oceanside because of the dunes. One maybe two contractors still use this method and must pay a guarantee deposit and user fee for the amount of water used.

Public Works Director Wise stated that there is a $50 flat fee plus cost of the water.  Contractors rarely use more than roughly 3-4000 gallons.  The Town is not giving them the water.
Manager Moore stated that Council has instructed staff to give the contractor an opportunity to get other equipment and work on stopping this process. 

Barbara Morrow stated that this process seemed to be a tremendous outlay of our water and that the contractors should pay more than the homeowners. 

Peggy Arsenault stated that contractors using the water causes everyone else to use more water to run and clean out the system so that they may use it.

Barbara Morrow stated that the Council stated that they wanted to try to work with the contractor, and it seems it’s because of the new construction that our water needs and water availability are being impacted. It should be addressed to pass the cost onto the new construction and not penalize the existing residents and taxpayers.

Mayor Guy stated that the cost is addressed in tap fees and impact fees. Council will be addressing an increase in these fees. 

Manager Moore stated that when those funds come in they don’t go into the general operating budget. These funds go into capitol improvement for water and sewer only.

Hugh Miles, 41 Oak Drive, asked that in the newsletter it talked about a sprinkler system rain sensor, and if this was the hearing regarding that issue.

Manager Moore stated that the sprinkler system issue was the next public hearing.

Barbara Morrow ask not to raise the water rates and that the Council find other sources of revenue. She stated that she felt it is not fair to ask the existing residence to pay for upcoming projects and asked the Council not to raise their rate. 

Polly Spedding, 2326 S. Shore Drive stated that she wanted to oppose the rate increase. She stated that her assessment doubled last year and she is paying more to the town in taxes. 

Mrs. Miles stated that she opposed the rate increase and stated that not to raise taxes but to raise water rates seem like the same thing. 

Barbara Morrow stated that if the water bill is based on the more you use the more you pay that it directly penalizing the full time residents, taxpayers, and voting full time residents. That the Council was penalizing the year round residents for making Surf City their home by charging them more year round. 

Frank Camp-Campins, 101 S. Oak Drive, stated that he would like to compliment the Council for the courage it has shown to face this issue of the supply of water.  He stated he went to a meeting at Topsail Beach and heard the concerns that were voiced by the members of that community about the shortage of water and the difficulties that poses for them for the years ahead for development of the community and the impact it will have environmentally on the Town.  Not knowing what the source is going to be in the future, the Council has the courage to face the issue of water shortage by discussing water conservation.  These are all important issues that face the development of this town.  He stated that we have had tremendous growth and the Council has been very aggressive in the matter of what we have to face, how do we face it, and locating the necessary resources. 

Public Hearing was closed at 6:31 P.M.

Councilman Helms made the motion to approve the FY 2004-2005 Budget as presented. Councilman Curley seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously. Copy of the Proposed FY 2004-2005 Budget is attached to these minutes.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 6:32 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on Water Supply Shortage Ordinance.

Manager Moore stated that the water supply shortage ordinance gives the Council a tool to address water shortage and gives everyone a written outline as to what constitutes for each level of emergency the Council feels are occurring, allows them to have their meeting, and declare what level emergency is necessary.    

Level I - Voluntary Conservation would have no fines applied; Level II - Moderate Mandatory Conservation $50.00; Level III - Severe Mandatory Conservation $100.00; Level IV - Stringent Mandatory Conservation $250.00; and Level V - Rationing $500.00.

This ordinance was put together for Council to review and to hold a public hearing to receive public input.  Regarding the rain sensor, staff has had several calls stating that they couldn’t put the sensor in.  Sensors cost approximately $20.00 a piece.  The proposed ordinance reads, “must have” but Council may want to change it to “it is highly recommended”.  If Council states residence must install a rain sensor, which department is going to be the one to patrol to check everyone’s system to make sure they have installed them?

Onslow County and Topsail Beach are using an ordinance in place called ongoing measures regarding irrigation, watering of lawns, grass, shrubbery, trees, flowers or vegetable gardens. 

All watering of lawns grass, shrubbery, trees, flowers or vegetable gardens with town supplied water will be restricted to the following ongoing conservation measures from May 1st through 

September 30th. This is not during any level of emergency this is for every year from June 1st to September 30th on irrigation where we would ask residents to follow this schedule. 

Properties with odd numbered street addresses will water on Mondays and/or Thursdays only. Properties with even numbered street addresses will water on Tuesdays and/or Fridays only. Centralized systems that irrigate property related to condominiums or homeowners associations, or similar entities will be required to operate a maximum of fifty (50) percent of their systems on the alternating days as described above. Irrigation will only be allowed during prescribed times and schedules as published by the Town of Surf City. The prescribed times as being 5:00 am – 9:00 am. Landscapers we have spoke with stated that residents need four hours of watering generally to do a nice job with their watering.  Public Works Director Wise has advised that based on records that this is the best time regarding the amount of water available.

Topsail Beach has saved 40% of their water by going to this ordinance of watering two days a week on their system.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury stated that people that have lost their homes and are trying to rebuild their lots have gone to a great expense to get their dunes rebuilt to protect all of us. They feel that watering 2 says a week will not save their plants.  They are willing to cut back but don’t want to lose all the money they have spent on plants.

Councilman Curley stated that someone suggested to him that the Council not control irrigation on the beach side of the dunes by appointing someone to make exceptions.  Since the dunes mean a great deal to us that we make exceptions for them.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury stated that some irrigation systems run on batteries and do not recognized different days.

Manager Moore stated that he had several calls where some have 4 or 5 systems and they can not set them to do different days.

Councilman Helms stated that he had a rain bird and his system could be set to whatever day he wanted. 

Councilman Fowler asked if it was possible in special situations and special use permits through the Manager. The Council could incorporate request for special use.

Councilman Curley stated that people who want to irrigate their properties could sink a pump and not pay the town for the water.

Polly Spedding, 2326 S. Shore Drive stated that she appreciated that the Council is trying to conserve water but found ordinance confusing and thought it would be helpful for certain things to be defined more. 

· Define irrigation system

· What is manual watering

· Section 18-202 states two days a week while 18-303 Level 2-1 states Monday through Friday

· If limited to 1 hour a day twice a week, please let me decide when I can do the watering

· Special use permit for short time while new grass is trying to be established

· When there are a lot of visitors, and a violation is made, who pays the fine? (Renter, Real Estate Company, or homeowner)? 

Manager Moore stated that currently it would the homeowner because that is the only contact information that we would have.

· Make sure that the renters are receiving the information about the ordinances.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury stated that the Council has thought about getting information to renters and to all the real estate offices about the water shortage.

Mayor Guy stated that the newsletter is full of information regarding leash law, digging holes, and other concerns.

Hugh Miles stated that if Council is going to write an ordinance stating that you hope they will do this, you need to either be serious about enforcing it or your not. Regarding people trying to grow grass dunes, it looks like plants are only being put there to make buildable again so they can resell.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury stated that if we don’t rebuild what Fran and Bertha washed away, we wouldn’t have anything to help protect us. 

Ronnie Laviner, 18 W. Ridge stated that he was confused.  Can Council vote on ordinance after public hearing and set it to go into effect for two days after July 1st?

Mayor Guy stated that Council does have that option after the public hearing and we go back into session and anything in the proposed ordinance can be changed.

Ronnie Laviner stated that it sounded like the Town has done good planning. Wasn’t the 20 year plan supposed to deal with water consumption. Now well 3 is not producing and the Town is now talking about conserving water.  I enjoy and it relaxes me to water flowers and if I use more water then I should pay more. Put after all the planning I now may not be able to watch my water sprinkler run and water the flowers.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury stated that the Town is working so we will have the right amount of water flowing freely to water your flowers. We are not going to cut you short on water then try to sell to Topsail Beach. 

Councilman Fowler stated that this type of ordinance needs to be put into place in case of an emergency. We are still in planning stage for next 20 years but cannot snap our fingers and get 2M gallon of water online overnight. Part of the 20-year plan is a water conversation effort.

Ronnie Laviner stated that now it may not be in danger but it is necessary to be in place in case it ever gets to that point.  In regards to time of year, seems like things start slowing down at the end of August and it may not need to go all the way through to September 30th.
Public Works Director Wise stated that the water conservation ordinance is important so that if we loose a well tomorrow that this would give Council something to revert to and plan on. Town water is tight in the summer time and if we had a major fire or if loose a well or pump we would be in a serious situation. It takes so much time to build wells, treatment facilities and to get them online.

Councilman Helms stated that we are in the planning stage and with Federal and State government nothing gets done quickly. To ask to only water twice a week is not much.  We are trying to plan for the future so that if something does happen we have a plan already in place.

Ronnie Laviner stated that the Council then is looking to put something into place in case it is needed in an emergency.

Bob Nolley, 712 S. Shore Drive, stated that if Council is going to revisit this ordinance maybe Council could address post storm uses in the ordinance.

Peggy Arsenault stated that she has a well for irrigation, and she doesn’t want to be fined.

Councilman Fowler stated that in those cases the situation would be checked and she wouldn’t be fined.

Councilman Medlin stated that he felt the shallow well was a good idea.

Frank Camp-Campins stated that the 20 year plan was not just for island properties and the Planning Board is not just looking at current users but also is looking at future development.

Peggy Arsenault stated that she hoped the water police was better than the dune police.

Barbara Morrow stated that she was not in favor of limiting irrigation. The only reason some were working on dunes was so they could resale property. Loosing your home is a risk you take and they should not get special treatment.  She stated that there should be more controlled construction.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:17 P.M.

Mayor Pro Tem Albury made the motion to have a workshop and for staff to gather data of how much water was actually being used by the contractor to drive pilings. Councilman Curley seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

Public Hearing

Mayor Guy recessed the regular council meeting at 7:19 P.M. to open the public hearing for comment on Pedestrian/Bicycle Pathway Ordinance.

Manager Moore stated that the Pedestrians/Bicycle Pathway Ordinance was to stop people from parking and blocking sidewalks and bike paths

Mayor Pro Tem Albury asked Chief Halstead if the Police were having problems with people parking on the sidewalks and bike paths.

Chief Halstead stated that yes they were, and they were trying to enforce but needed this ordinance to help them.

Councilman Curley asked if police could enforce the blocking of driveways. 

Chief Halstead stated that if someone is blocking a citizens’ driveway they could have the vehicle towed but the police could not enforce that.

Peggy Arsenault stated that she like the bike paths and would like to see more.

Rosemary Miles asked on how the police were going to let people know about the ordinance. 

Chief Halstead stated that town ordinances would be given to them.

Mayor Guy stated that he watched two children trying to peep out from behind a vehicle trying to cross the road. It is very dangerous having the vehicles parked there. 

Manager Moore stated that a sweeper has been purchased for the bike path and sidewalk.

Mayor Guy stated that it would be used on the pervious sidewalk to clean it to let water flow through it.

Public Hearing was closed at 7:23 P.M.

Councilman Helms made the motion to approve the Pedestrian/Bicycle Pathway Ordinance. Councilman Medlin seconded motion and motion was carried unanimously.

Adjournment

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 7:25 p.m. upon the motion by Mayor Pro Tem Albury and seconded by Councilman Helms. The Council unanimously approved motion.
