I. CALL TO ORDER:

II. Approval of Minutes:

Mr. Bone made the motion to approve the September 24, 2015 minutes. Mr. Peters seconded the motion and it was carried.

Mr. Bone made the motion to approve the August 27, 2015 minutes.  Mrs. Gray seconded the motion and it was carried.



III. Old Business:

A. Warwick Group Consultants:

Mr. Curley mentioned Mr. Marlowe’s note about flood insurance and said that it is available if anyone in is interested in reviewing it.  He said that Mr. Marlowe also participated in a meeting between the Army Corps of Engineers and the Dutch on Coastal Resilience.  

Mr. Curley discussed Ms. Urbish’s memo and stated that Congress approved a short term continuing resolution which will keep everything funded through December 11, 2015.  


B. Connie Wilson:
          	
Mr. Curley discussed Ms. Wilson’s information sheet which contained various bills that would be of interest to the group.  One of the items was that Division of Coastal Management must do a report on beach nourishment and it is due by next February.   Comments are due by December 31, 2015.  

There was discussion on how TISPC should formulate and submit comments to DCM.   The group agreed to have a Special Meeting/Workshop on November 10, 2015 at Surf City Town Hall at 10:00 a.m.   Others who are interested in providing input on beach nourishment were encouraged to be invited and to attend. 

Occupancy Tax – Mr. Peters reported that in the last legislative session Cumberland County put forth a tax change that did not meet requirements for occupancy guidelines and it was not successful.   He said there is modest support for occupancy tax changes.  


C. Town Local Projects:

1. North Topsail Beach: 

Ms. Faulkner stated that the Town is still waiting on the permit for the ICW/New River Navigation Project which the Town is hoping to do this winter.  She indicated that the Town is still planning on doing another channel realignment project in 2016.   The sand bag revetment project at the parking lot on the north end is in progress.  Mayor Tuman added that FEMA visited NTB this week and that the Town will be discussing the possibility of doing a beach push.  He also indicated that the sand bag revetment worked during the storm. 


D. Status of Existing Corps Projects:

Ms. Castens was not in attendance.

There was discussion about each town’s interest in the partnership agreements.   Each of the town’s representatives gave Mr. Curley permission to tell Ms. Castens that each town would like to move forward with the partnership agreements (estimated cost $15,000 each). 

E. CRC Update:

There will be a CRC meeting on November 17th and 18th in Atlantic Beach.   Mr. Moore was not in attendance. 

IV. NEW BUSINESS:

           There was no discussion.

V. OPEN FORUM:

          Mr. Macartney asked about a project being delayed (mentioned in 	Warwick’s report).  Ms. Faulkner indicated that this was likely in regard to 	the North Topsail Beach ICW/New River Inlet Project which is currently 	delayed because National Marine Fisheries is behind schedule. 

 VI. Next Meeting:

        Mr. Curley said that Thanksgiving Day is the 4th Thursday of November and that we have always 	approved moving the meeting to the 3rd Thursday. That is the 19th of November this year. It 	should be held at Surf City as our original cycling planned. The Group approved this.
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	He then stated that December 24th, Christmas Eve, was the 4th Thursday of December. This 	being a seasonal holiday period, we have previously canceled that month's meeting. This was 	agreed to also.
	The next meeting after November's is scheduled for January 28, 2016
  

 VII. ADJOURNMENT:

	There being no further business to come before the Commission, Mr. Bone 	made a motion to adjourn .  It was seconded by Mr. Leonard and the 	motion carried.
