III. Old Business:

A. Warwick Group Consultants:

Mr. Curley stated that the updates this month included good notes, primary interest is setting up for funding in the 2016 federal budget. 


B. Connie Wilson:
          	
Mr. Peters stated he had been in touch with Connie and we are awaiting a final resolution of legislative action. They amended the distribution of sales tax. New Hanover County is working on a funding master plan, with a possibility for the TISPC to work with them on the issue of occupancy tax. 

Mr. Williams state that Pender County recently hired a lobbist, they need to be on the same page, and lobby for the beaches too. The new bill for occupancy tax needs to include beaches not just New Hanover County. He stated their needs to be a unified front. 


C. Town Local Projects:

1. North Topsail Beach: 

Mrs. Faulkner stated they are trying to start a new project jointly with Onslow County, they signed an interlocal agreement. It would allow for about 100,000 cubic yards at the North End. They are looking at channel re-alignment with their engineer that will provide sand for the phase two project. They are looking to start within 2015. They are also trucking in sand and sandbags to save the new parking lot. 


D. Status of Existing Corps Projects:

Mrs. Castens questioned the towns about their Partnership Agreements, which would cost about $15,000 each; per project. This is the last step before construction authorization. 

Mr. Williams stated he would really like the three towns to make an official decision to go ahead and procced or not with the partnership agreements. 

Mrs. Castens stated in order to keep these projects alive it will cost the towns some money. 

The board came to a consensus for each town to approve participation in the partnership agreement. 


E. CRC Update:

Mr. Moore stated that at the last meeting they voted to approve static line amendment. They re-appointment is now at 15 members. There was much discussion on sandbag regulations. There have been amendments to the CAMA AEC. CAMA has new regulations to adopt before December 2015, these are mandated by legislatures.
